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THE INVASION OF TONQUIN.

Prime-Minlster Ferry Annmounces the Gove
ernment's Intention.
[By cable to the Mspateh.)
Loxuox, January 14.—The Central
News's account of the proceedings in
the French Chamber of Deputies is as
follows :

Paris, Javuary 14.—Jules Ferry, the
French Prime Minister, this afternoon,
in the Chamber of Deputics, made an
official declaration of the Government’s
intention with regand to Tonquin.  The
declaration was partly in answer to an
interrogatory put forward by the oppo-
#ition respecting the retirement of Gene-
ral Campenon from the Ministry of War,
Campenon resigned his portfolio on the
3d instant because, contrary to his ad-
vice, the Ministry persisted in the Ton-
He contended that the
task was unprofitable and unworthy of
the republic, which could not, he argued,
aflord tospare the 20,000 Frenchsoldiers
essential to the success of the entor-
prise, in view of the European situation
and the pressing necessity of & more
perfect mobilization of the army of
France. General Campenon’s idea was
that this mobilization was the imme-
diate and supreme duty of the hour,
and that it should at once be under-
taken, with the view of giving the re-
public an available military strength of
three millions of men.  General Lewal,
of the Seventeenth Army l.'ulurp.w. who
commanded the Rhine army during the
Franco-German war, and who was

in thorough sympathy with Ferry's
views, was at once  installed  as
Campenon’s  successor, ["vrr_\' went

bluntly to the point at once. He an-
nounced that the Government intended
to immediately increase its energies in
Tonquin, and would not stop until it
occupied the entire country up to the
frontier of China. This declaration
produced a sensation, and was received
with cheers and considerable disap-
proval.  Among the distinguished visi-
tors who were present to hear the min-
isterial anmouncement was Prince Ho-
bLenlohe, the German Ambassador,

M. Ferry, continuing, said that the
operations necessary to the proposed
conquest of Tonquin wonld in no wise
compromise the French military strength
at home or interfere with the necessary
genernl mobilization.  In saying this
the Premier fortified himself with the
suthority of General Lewal, than
whom there ecould be no military
authority more respected by France.
There were three millions of men
in the republic—the best soldiers in the
world—ready to march at a moment's
notice in the cause of France. It was
impossible to longer keep the army in
Tonquin crouching idly, like hunters,
with their eyes fixed upon a single
point.  That was unworthy of an army
of France, That army must be oceu-
pied otherwise.  Tonquin must be en-
tirely occupied.  The task was not dif-
fleult. It would require but an insig-
nificant mobilization.

M. Ferry's speech, besides producing a
great sensation in the Chambers when it
wag delivered, has astounded Parisians
gencrally and made them quite serious,
The general impression it hns made may
be deseribed as grand,  The people dis-
cuss it as if they disliked to be forced
to contemnplate the probability of trou-
hle,
