The case of Stusrt and Palmer re.
The County _School Board of Prince
William
Appeals on Thursday ; Judge Lacy de-
livering the opinion. It was a contro-
versy concerning & sum which was in
the hands of the vestry of Dettingen
parish, in Prince William county,
before the dissolution of the vestries
by law after the Revolution, it being a
fund of £600 bequeathed to the vestry
by the will of Samuel Jones, deceased,
the proceeds to be applied by the ves-
try to the education of the poof chil-

dren of that county.
The vestries hav been dissolved
by an act of the ature of Virginia

of 1785, the fund was placed in the
hands of the overseers of the poor. By
the act of 1819 it was taken out of the
hands of the overseers of the poor and
placed in the hands of school commis-
sfonors, and by an act of the Legisls-
ture of 1863, the events of the war ren-
dering the fund unproductive of annual
profit for the benefit of the beneficia-
ries, the fund, was takon out of the hands
of the school commissioners and placed
in the hands of the Second Auditor
of the State, who was directed to collect
and invest it as part of the liter-
ary fund of the State, the annual pro-
ceeds of the same to be applied as be-
fore. Henry W. Thomas, Second
Auditor, collected the fund, and John
Randolph Tucker, then Attorney-Gen-
eral of the State, executed by authority
of the said act a release of the deed by
which this fund was secured upon eer-
tain lands in Fauquier, the deed itself
providing that the debtor should have
the right to pay this debt when he so
desired, In 1872, by the general
school law. it was provided that the
school board of the county should sue-
ceed to all the rights and property held
by any person for the benefit of public
free schools.

In August, 1881, the County School
Board of Prince Willinm filed its bill in
the Cirenit Court of Fauquier county to
gubject the lands formerly bound for
the debt in question, upon the claim
that the act of the Legislature placing
this fund in the hands of the Seeond
Auditor, to be held by him as part of
the literary fund of the State, to be in-
vested and the procceds annually ap-
plied, in accordance with the will of the
donor. for the education of the poor
children, was null and void, and the
release of the Attorney-General there-
under was of no effeet—on the ground
that the Legislature of 1863 was a rebel
Legislature ; that the set in question
was & so-called law by a so-called Le-
gislature, and was unconstitutional ; that
the act was nltra vires,

The Cireuit Court sustained the con-
tention of the said School Board, de-
elared the net of the Legislature of 1863
unconstitutionnd, void, and of no effect,
set up the lien on the land in the hands
of Stuart & Palmer, who had since be-
come the purchasers of the land, and
decreed a sale of the same to satisfy
the said debt as if it had never been
puid.

The Court of Appeals reversed the
Cireuit Court, and sustained the act of
the Legislature as the aet of a de facto
Government, acting within the legiti-
mate scope of its actual powers, and

war had been recognized as such by the
et of the restored Government passed in
1866, and this act had been sustained
by every court where it had been called
in question, citing the case of Dinwid-
die va. Stuart & Palmer, in the Court
of Appeals of Virginia, and the case of
Texas ve. White, Tth Wallaco. The
act of 1863 was not an act in aid of the
war sgainst the United States, but was
an act for the protection of rights of
]ntupvl‘lirh. It was mn:-u-ruing o pt:l.liq-
fund, dedicated to a public use by the
donor ; it was originally placed in the
custody of a body of public oflicials,

as such by virtne of the fundamental
changes in the structure of the Gov-
ernment. It had become necessary
for the Logislature, nearly one hundred
years ago to take charge of this fund
and place it in such hands as in its dis-
eretion geemed best forfits preservation,
ther¢ being no hand to hold it ; that
from time to time since the Legislature
had exercised this care and supervision
of this fund without question, and the
County School Board only elaimed their
right to control it hy one of these acts,
while they claimed under one act they
denied the validity of the other, asan act
ultra rires ; that by the very terms of
the bequest the deblor was entitled to
pay the fund at his pleasure; that the
fund in 1863 had censed, by reason of
the state of the country. to pay any
sunual rent or interest ; its benefits
were cut off’ from the beneficiaries, the
land being wholly unproductive of any
annual rent. It was a fund peculiarly
under the control of the Legisiature,
having been dedicated to public uses,
and belonging to a class of persons un-
der the special protection and guardian-
ship of the Legislature, It was a fund
which, by an ancient act, originating in
the mnecessities of the times soon
after  the revolutionary war, had
been taken in charge of by the Legis-
lature for its protection and preserva-
tion ; that the Legislature, in a time of
war and in the midst of the greatest un-
certamty as to the stability of all values,
had thought proper to stretch forth its
band and place it once more in what
was by it regarded as safe custody, to
be applied, as before, in accordance
with the terms of the trust by which it
was created ; that the resulf of that ae-
tion was immaterisl to the question ;
the Legislature had acted within the
legitimate scope of its constitutional
powers and within its actual powers,
and us the suprewe law-making power
of the State ; that the act was the act
of the sovereign, and was valid and
binding on the class affected, That
whether the act proved unwise or not
in the light of results is not a motter
for inquiry.

Under the authority ef the actual
government of the State the debtors
paid the debt they owed to the Govern-

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saying it is an agreeable and pleasing re-
aeﬂ?fa in contemplating the results of
this ease; that it, in the exercise of this
golicitude by the State, any-
thing has been lost to the poor children
of Prince William county as wards of
the State ; that the growth of a wider
benevolence in the administration of the
offices of the State towards this class of
her citizens has more than compensated
the loss of this fund for the education
of the poor children of that county in
the widespread and enduring blessings
of a general free-school system, erected
and ordained by the State in the gen-
eral exercise of this paternal power,

But it is not our province to look into
the motives of the Legislatnre, nor into
its wisdom and expediency. Courts are
not at liberty to inquire into the proper
exercise of power by the Legislature in
a case where the latter have been scting
within their constitutional limits. They
are bound to presume that the Legisla-
tures have exercised the proper discre-
tion. Such an exercise of power within
ita constitutional limits, it has been
held, is g0 conélusive that though the
Legislature ghould, from any cause, do
injustice to an individual, there is no
court or other power in the Govern-
ment that can apply a remedy or ad-
minister relief. And it is not in the
power of any court to say that a legis-
Intive act is void because it has not
proven in after time to be injudicions,

The act of the Legislature in ques-
tion is valid and binding, and the decree
of the Cireuit Court of Fauguier de-
claring the same unconstitutional, void,
and of no effect, is wholly erroneous,
and the same must be reversed and an-
nulled,

Judge Lacy's opinion was concurred
in by Judges Fauntleroy and Richard-
son. Judges Lewis and Hinton dis-
sented.

1le Dlicnssrs the * Problems of Modern Ldue
eation" at Sanger Hall.

This distinguished German-American |
soldier, statesman, and editor lectured
at Sanger Hall last night on the |
* Problemg of Modern Education.” |
The hall was nearly full, and Mr. Schurz |
wans  handsomely introduced by Rev, ]
Dr. Minnigerode, His appearance is
well represented—though of course ¢x-
aggerated—in the eartoons of the day.
He is tall, sparely built, and rather an-
gular, He spoke from MS., and in
looking at it handled his eye-glass as
the prints so often picture him doing.
He has a slight German aceent 3 but his
words are generally pronounced with
great nicety, and altogether his speceh
15 far more correct  than  that
of the average American-born states-
man, He launched forth  with
the briefest sort of  prelimine-
ry ; said that those who expected to
hear a stump-speech or harangue woull
be disappointed ; that he meant se-
riously to discuss an important ques-
tion, and that in quite a conversational
way. His idea was that inasmuch as
our youth cannot learn ali they need to
know in infaney, school- and ecollege-
days, their minds should be so trained
as to form the substratum for the prac-
tical education of after years. To this
end they should be taught how to oh-
serve accurately and how to study
wisely.

His lecture was practical and pithy.
For the most part it was without rhe-
torical effort, but where Be polished up
a point he did it brilliantly. Altogether

With the aid of a pair of compasses,
or a peneil and a bit of string, carefully
draw two concentric half-<vireles—that
is, from the same centre, and one about
half an inch within the other.
