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Tbe Rule«.
It ia to be presumed that the ru!,v>

winch hare been adopted for thc |-ov-
tirment of each house of Congms were

passed to expedite legislation, and not
to pi event or trammel the name. But,
sa is often tbe case with laws, these
niles do not operate os they were in
tended to operate.

There sre fears of an extra session of
Congrese, to cemraence immediate]* or

soon sfter the clone of the pres- it ses-

sioa, which by constitutional limitation
will end on the 4th proximo, or rather
ought to close st or before 12 o'clock
on the night of the 3d of March, but by
a legislative fiction is often extended
into thc 4th of March.thc day of the
beginning of the ton. of the next

Congress. Wo cannot say that we

dread sn extra session. There are

eeverel bills pending in Congress
which ought to become law- this year.
The Ula ik bill ought to bo passed as

soon sh possible. So slso ought Ihe
river-snd-hsrbor bill. And the friends
of this Utter bill ought not to suffer
the appropriation for thc (ialreston
jetties, nor any other such important
appropriations, to fail of success through
fear of an extra session. If the Repub¬
licans force an extra session upon thc
unwilling Dcniociats, thc responsibility
will fall upon the shoulders of the party
whose obstructive proceedings will have
created the necessity for such a session.

Thc two houses have rules which
practically conflict. The rules of thc
House of Representative.*, allow what is
railed general legislation, or amend¬
ments in thc nature of new laws, to bc
attached to an appropriation bill, if the
same bo germane to the item of appro¬
priation under consideration. For ex¬

ample, when the post-office appropria¬
tion bill is before the House of Repre-
i-cnUtives, it is in order to offer an

amendment fixing new rates of postage
on any class of mail matter. So it is
possible in the House of Representa¬
tives to attach to one or another of thc
appropriation bills almost any sort ot'
amendment that a member mi-tlit wish
to become a law of thc land.

Not so in Iho Booti*, lt lias a rule
which provides that "no amendment
which proposos general legislation shrill
be received to any appropriation bili."
That language is plain sooagh; but it
has often operated to the disadvantage
of the Senste. fur the Roost of Repre¬
sentatives has over and our tt'-.iin iu-
i istcl upon and secured thc adoption ol'
amendment* to appropriation bills which
could not have rome before tho Senate
at all if they had uot come into that
body upon a bill sent our from the
other house. In other words, general
legislation is, in spite of thc Senate
rules, frequently effected I.y means of
tin amendment attached to an appro¬
priation bill.
Of course it is the easton of the

Senate to strike out of the appropria¬
tion hills sent over from thc House of
Repreaeutatives all amendment* pro¬
posing grncrsi legislation, but thc
Hoii.-t* nilen, snd wc might say always,
.list-Is upon its amendment*, and calls
for * ommittees of conference, which
committees are compelled to compro¬
mise all such differences, sonic points
being surrendered by each house. The
Senate rule ia poworlcss under such
circumstances.

These rules it is that now threaten to

produce such a conflict between the
two houses as will re*u!i in an extra
KCjt*io» of Congress. The logic of the
row seems to us to be with the House
of Representative*, since thc Constitu¬
tion of tho United States allows of such
amendments ss the House is in the
habit of tacking to thc appropriation
billa, snd since it has fi om the founda¬
tion of thc Government been the cus-
toia of Congress to legislate in that
wa}.-the Senate rule being, we think,
of cooiporstivcly recent adoption.

lt strikes us, therefore, that the sensi¬
ble thing for the Senate to a lo would In¬
to turn a deaf ear to the utterances of
the New York papers, snd adopt, so far
sa general legislation is concerned, the
esme rule which obtains iu the House
of Representatives. Mr. Ino alu* has
tried to convince the Senate that such
would be its wise-it course * but he lias
not succeeded in convincing that body
toot he is right. Last week he pro-
posed to woko the Senate rule read ss
follows :

** No amendment not germane nor
relevant to the subject-matter contained
ia say general sppropriation bill shall
he received," kc., kc.

Thst would be, in substance, if not
hi words, tho House rule. When it is
recollected that the Senste cannot under
its ova rules either amend or discuss
the smeadineots scot over to it from the
Hotwe of Representatives, it doc* look
liks child's ploy tor thst body to koop
sorb o nile io force. It ties only its
ova haadi.aot those ot tl*. House of
Boprsssotolirss.

England's Doty.
If there could bars been sny ques¬

tion ss to England's duty after the fall
of Khartoum, it has been settled by the
latest news. The account* of the ioa*-*

sacre that followed the capture of the
city by the Mahdi and of (iORDOH'S
death are so circumstantial ss to lesre
no doubt of their correctness, and
should put an end to sentimentalism.
The sentimentalist* who foolishly
talked of arbitration, of exchanging
or rsnaoming Uohdok if he were

alive, and of a peaceful settle¬
ment that would maintain Knglish
prestige, must see now, if they had not
seen it before, what a chimers they
were hugging. They must see that .not
only England's safety but her honor
demands the srmed suppression of the
Mahdi; that not only Kngland but the
rest of thc civilized world must lie a

unit in declaring; that thc death of tiOR-
noN snd those who were faithful to

him shall be avenged. All accounts
agree that the scenes enacted in Khar¬
toum have no parallel save in the Bul¬
garian atrocities snd the Sepoy rebel¬
lion ; and thc logical conclusion is that
if the Mahdi is not taught a terrible
lesson these scenes may be but the bo-

ginning of the end.
As tn (Jordon himself, his name,

fame, and reputation arc not tho pro¬
perty of England alone. They arc the

property of all civilized nations.the
properly of all Christendom. What¬
ever may be said of his fanaticism ;

whatever may be said of the wisdom of
his undertaking, his motives, and the

picture he presented, standing alone and
holding up the Hritish flag for long,
weary months in the face of
threatened death, must challenge thc
admiration ol the world. No grander
example of devotion to duty, of devo¬
tion to the cause of humanity, is re¬

corded in ancient or modern history.
His mission was not of his seeking ;

it was not s mission of conquest.:iot
a mission for glory, nor for personal
aggrandizement. Almost alone he went
to Khartoum in the interest of peace
and for the purpose of reestablishing
the Government on the plan of the gov¬
ernment he had set up when he had pre¬
viously ruled the country. Hi* object
was to secure the garrison of Khartoum
ngainut just such atrocities as the Mahdi
has perpetrated. Thc fact that he over¬

estimated his abilities, as enthusiasts
are too apt to do. detracts nothing from
his nobility of purpose, abates not a

whit his claim to martyrdom. The fact
that thc rashness of his undertaking
created the necessity that is before Eng¬
land makes him none the less a hero.
Aside from every other consideration
which enters into th I question of Eng¬
land's interest and duty, and which we

have mentioned in discussing this sub¬
ject, it will he a lasting disgrace to her
if she does not make the crushing out
of the Mahdi and the civilization of the
Soudan a monument to CoitnoN'-
incmory.

Our Masters.
A Washington letter in the Peters¬

burg Indcr-Apptal says :

'.As to the ceremonies attending the
monument dedication, it looks as if
l_SSS hail not lu-en intended to be of a

popular character, and might be more

ju upai ly termeil ceremonies for the edi¬
fication ol' members of Congress, their
families, ami a few ol their friends. I
cm reliably informed that not more
than -.'lei tickets of admission are avail¬
able for thu lietielit ol' the general pub¬
lic. And yet it is generally supposed
that thc people arc specially interested
in anything that relates to thus monu¬

ment ami its dedication ! "

Wo don't believe there will be a seat
in thc hall of thc House of Representa¬
tives that will not be occupied by SOON
person holding a ticket given to hun.
directly or indirectly, by a member of
one or the other house ol' OsSSJrOSS,
And, then, rend, if you please, the fol¬
lowing
"Mr. Sherman's joint resolution for

thc striking off' of medals to commemo¬
rate the tledication of thc Washington
niuiiiiiiit nt was adopted, lt provides
that euell lutTiilier of the House and
Senate -liall have one. and that one
thousand be struck oil' for sale to the
public."

Each congressman is to have a medal
and pay nothing for il. One thousand
arc to bc struck off' and sold to the
public. A person would think that
Uti thousand could easily be sold.
And so they could, no doubt; but it
too many ol these medals be provided
for they will not be so valuable in the
eyes of thc gentlemen who have appro¬
priated money out of tho public
treasury to pay for their own speci¬
men-.

We are curious to know whether
among the senators who voted for Mr.
Sh KKK Als'a resolution to give 401
medals to congressmen there is one who
holds the lil,aih bill to be unconstitu¬
tional. Rut we shall not be apt to
have our curiosity gratilicd. We sus¬

pect that there we»*e not senators enough
opposed to the resolution to call for the
yeas and nays: and we fear that the
House Journal will also be a blank so

far as that question is concerned.

the Dispatch. The complainant averred
that he was the holder of coupons to
the amount of $4,986. tbe sale of which
waa obstructed by tbe refusal of the
collecting officers of the State to re¬

ceive them for taxes. The bill prayed
for stemporarv restraining order, which
was granted on the 2d instant, and to¬

day tho injunction wai perpetuated.
Ex-Governor I). H. Chsmberlaine. of

South Carolina, counsel in thc case,
said to a representative of the' Dispatch
this morning that in this decision of the
court a sure remedy ia furnished thc
holder of coupons against the coupon-
killer act. If thc complainant bad pro¬
ceeded by mandamus it would have
been a " proceeding at law," and the
coupons roust have been verilled be¬
fore the United States Court as be¬
fore the State courts, but that an in¬
junction is a ** proceeding in chsnecry."
snd in such cases the United States
Court is not limited in its functions by
the restrictions in thc State courts, but
may gTant s relief to thc non-resident
bondholder: that thc decision in this
case is for thc relief of the boodholder,
Mr. Parsons; and with the order of the
Court to reinforce his coupons, he may
now dispose of them at any bank or to
any individual, and the purchaser is
protected by the same order of the
Court which was issued for the protec¬
tion of the bondholder.
The amount of the coupons in the

prc.*ent case is less than g-'i.oou. so that
from thc decision of the Circuit Court
there is no appeal.

For the future any bondholder may
obtain the same relief; anti as the cost
of all such proceedings falls OOOO the
Auditor or the treasurer of any county
or city abo refuses to receive coupons
in payment of taxes, the result is that
in ashorttirac coupons will be generally
received in payment of State taxes. So
he ssid.
A case somewhat similar in character

is now pending in the Cnitoal State.
Court. I»r. William Sadden, of this
city, tendered coupons to Treasurer A.
L. Hill, of Norfolk, in payment of his
taxes, and thc coupons were refused.
Thc Treasurer then levied on Dr. Sel-
den's property, and the Court granted
an injunction restraining the Treasurer
Drool selling the property of Dr. Selden
until thc case enid be beard.
