But is there no danger that threatens
the country if silver be no longer
coined ¥ Nome, we suppose, that conld
not be remedied next winter. It cer-
tainly is a startling fact that the annual
production of gold in the world is not
equal to the amount of gold anmually
used in the arts.  After mentioning
that startling fuct, the New York Tri-
tme recently added the following sig-
uificant paragraph :

 These considerations make it clear
that the United States should not longer
persist in preventing an international
agreement as to coinage by continuing
to coin silver for which it hias no present
nse,  The sooner other nations are coms-
pelled to serionsly consider the ques-
tion of comnge in the light of the re-
cent decrease in the production of gold
and late evidence as Lo its annoal con-
sumption, the better for all commercial
countries,””

That means that the Tribune, though
a New York puper, has learned that
there are two sides to this question of a
bimetallic currency.
