Washington, his character, his ex¬

ample, hi* purpose*, bis achievements.
have been thc theme of, wc maj* sar.

the orators, poets, sage, phil ree-
phcrs, and statesmen of the world
for over three generation*. Thc tongue
sud tho brain of nearly every civilized
nation have contributed eulogies of bim,
ami he has beni made tho antitype of
all that is great in the graateat chai.,c-
ten in ancient history ami in modern
hiotory down tn his time. Thc work
before Mr. WlXTltKOt* an 1 Mr. IlAS-
ni, was. in large measure, to wreath
Ihe flowers and the laurels of literature
and of historj' into garlands. This each
has done with a skill that i* consu u-

inste sud an art that is as enduring as

il is beautiful, lt is meet mid proper
that these tributes should be laid

upon thc shrine ol tho nation's
reverence, for Washington, thc ono

by tho Commonwealth that tired tho
first shot for American liberty. Ibo
shot that echoed around the world.'imf
tho other hy tho Commonwealth that

gave him who above all other mon made
American liberty au accomplished (act.
The two Commonwealths represent the
two most pronounced types (.f American
civilization, and tho styles of the two
orations embalm the methods nf thought
sud character of thc people of those
Commonwealths. They are dillcrent in
form but tho same in inspiration, and
while in many points they present
contrasts that reader each thc
more effective, at others they touch
and blend in a substantial unity,
that constitute* a perfect eulogium.
I'.oth recognize that tho only monument
worthy af Washington must he in
tlie hearts of thc people. Tho claim of
holli for Washim ton is amil mama
rand in the language of the ancient
peat: "1 have executed e monument
more lasting than bras* mid moro sub¬
lime than thc regal elevation cf pyra¬
mids, which neither tho wasting shower,
the unavailing north wind, or an innu¬
merable succession of years and the
light of seasons shall be able to de-
nioti.sh." This monument is Wash¬
ington's! example, and the tribute it
demand-.the noble t tribute that could
bc accorded it is that a reunited
country heed forever the lesson
that example teaches. Mr. Wi SI¬
THBur struck thc key-note that
should go sounding down through all
the future of this country when he ad-
rind thal thc example of Wahiiixo-
ton be made thc test of statesmanship.
If the American people shall profit by
the memories that thc ceremonies ofye .

Icrday call up, ami accept the obelisk
as a perpetual reminder of the faith am)
the works of him in whose honor it has
been reared, then indeed will a new and
glorious era have dawned upon the na¬

tion. Then indeed will the monument

prove not only an appropriate symbol
of tbe nation's reverence for Wakii-
im.TOX, but a memorial of the virtue
patriotism and glory of the nation itself.
lt rests with the people to say whether
it *hall honor Wash im.ton and the
faith of the father*, or mock both.
