TIIK CKItKMOMLS.

At about 1 o'clock the ¦oak began
and soon after the large crowd that had
assembled parted, anti Governor Came¬
ron, of Virginia, accompanied by Acting
Commissioner Finney, entered, followed
by the Governor's stall. After a short
pause Colonel Finney presented Com¬
missioner-General Mon head, who ex¬

pressed his stn»e of the honor conferred
upon him in having been selected to
welcome to New Orleans and lo l/ouisi-
ana Governor Cameron of Virginia,
anti thc distinguished gentlemen
af his party. The State of Virginia
is grest in sll her resources.agri¬
cultural, mineral, anti commercial : and
her exhibit herc shows that, aided by
lier bright and beautiful women and
her energetic men. a brilliant feature is
in store for her. No forum] welcome,
said the sjicakei, need be extended by
louisianians tn Virginians, yet he de¬
sired, on behalf of the management and
the people, to welt onie Governor Came¬
ron anti his party, and to express thc
wish that great results might spring
from their efforts and those of all who
had contributed to this great national
enterprise.

Colonel Morehead then introduced
Governor Cameron, who delivered a

short address that went directly to the
hearts of all his hearers ; that iou. hod
in them their most noble sentiments
and that produced on all a lasting effect
for good. He thanked the people as¬
sembled for thc honor done to Virginia
through him as her representative, and
to New l'ricans and to Loiii-iana
he could only say. " God bless
you both." Virginia owes to l.ouisiaua
a debt ncvci to be paid or tobe forgotteu.

Bud we thank God lor this new oblitera¬
tion of barriers raised by sectional ba¬
tu,!. In coming here we testify to the
interest felt hy sa in every single State.
We aili do what we can to further the
interests af lbj World's Fair, that we

may show tho world that in the Dented
States is a refuge for all who seek
happy hoincs.
The speaker t losed amid deep feeling

and gcneious applause on the part of tho
audience. The Hon. Mr. Hudson, of
New Orleans, was then introduced and
made a brief atldress, in the course of
which he stated that he was glad to ho
introduced as a citizen of New Orleans,
for louisiana was indeed his adoptive
State, but on that day be remembered
with pride his Virginia origiu. Virginia
ia here, surrounded by a galaxy not
af sister stairs, for the States bear to
bar tbe relations rather of children and
grandchildren. As in honoring our
mothers we honor ourselves, so in hon¬
oring Virginia each State does honor to
itself, lu welcoming the distinguished
guests on behalf of the Board, lie wish-
ed to say that Virginia's support of this
great enterprise had been hearty, and is

truly appreciated by the Hoard. All
that a State could do Virginia had dour.

Colonel Hubard, of the Governor's
staff, then, ia a few well-chosen re-
aaarks, expressed the satisfaction felt
hy the visiting party of Virginians at
the reception tendered them.

A Baltimore special says A stun

of severe suffering at sea, accompanied
by some loss of life, is told by Captain
C. 1>. Smith, of the British bark Krinna.
The Captain, with his crew of eleven
men. was brought into port here to-day
liv the British steamer Deerhound. Can-
tabs Atkinson, which had picked them
up at sea. The Krinna left New York
on January 17th leaded with petroleum
for Antwerp. She had scarcely got out
of the harbor when rough weather be¬
gan, and on the 20th a gnle from the
southwest struck her. Prom that time
until J annan -5th she had a succession
of snow and hail squalls and continued
heavy weather. Nie began to steer
badly, and on thaSSth the waves swept
over her. filling'ber cabin. Two boats
were carried away and the pilot-house
was washed off. Pour men were swept
into the sea. and of these two were

drowned. Their names were Daniel
Reardon, ol New York, the second
mate, ami Andrus Herdemun, seaman,
of Finland. The other two, both of
whom were badly maimed, were Peter
Larsen and John Olsen, both sea¬
men. By ihis lime there were three
feet of water in the hold, anti
all bands were ordered to the
pumps. For two days they worked.
thc water gaining on them all the lime.
They were about to give up for lost,
when, on February 1st. they sighted
the steamer Ueerhound. They sent up
a signal of distress, and. in spite of the
rough .sea, a life-boat w as sent to them,
and the crew, twelve in all, were taken
aboard the steamer in safety. A very

TEXA S DESPERA DOES.

A San Antonio special cays: Further
particulars of the killing of Marshal
Gosling were received to-day. Marshal
Gosling, accompanied hy two of his
trusted deputies, J. F. Manning and J.

L. Loving, were conveying James Pitt*
and Charles Yeager, who have won no-

toriety in Compass snd Hornet counties
ss highwaymen and post-office robbers,
from Austin to San Antonio. The offi¬
cers and prisoners occupied seats in the
smoking-car, on opposite sides of the
coach. The prisoners were securely
handcuffed together. They were ac¬

companied by Mrs. E. A. Brown,
grandmother of Fitts, and Miss Rosa
Vcager, sister of Vcsger. Thc women

occupied sests immediately in front of

the prisoners, who. in tum. were es¬

corted by four men occupying seats re¬

moved from them. Thc smoking-car
was well filled with passengers, among
whom were several cattlc-mcn.
As the train pulled out of Sonmoric*

the two women left the smoker, carry¬
ing with them a leather valise into the
second-class coach adjoining. A fter s

short absence they returned to the
smoker and occupied the same seats im¬

mediately in front of thc prisoners.
This setion attracted thc attention of
Marshal Gosling and his deputies, win

eyed their prisoners closely until they
became satisfied that all was well. The

prisoners and women were quite affec¬
tionate iu their demonstrations, but not

more so than they had been before the
departure of thc women occurred.

Thc first intimation that anything
wrong was going BB was the sharp re¬

port of a pistol. This was followed by
the rapid dist barge of shots, which fill¬
ed the coach with dense smoke, iu the
rifts of which the prisoners were no¬

ticed to be moving toward thc BBBjBjsJta
seats occupied by Gosling and his depu¬
ties. Thc first shot evidently missed
the marshal. He was in the act of
drawing a pistol, and while rising to

his feet a second i.hot rent the air. and
simultaneously with the track of the
pistol the marshal ft ll forward with his
head in thc aisle and his weapon drawn,

pinioning Deputy Manning to his seat.
Before the deputy could free himself
Dom the body of his chief he rooeivtd
a ball in the neck anti one in the
.-boulder.

Leaping over thc -cat Manning took a

position in front of the door to prevent
the escape of the prisoner by that exit.
After he had fired every shot in his pis¬
tol he deliberately drew a pencil and
began to remove the exploded shells
from his six-shooter, while the prison¬
ers were peppering away at him. Depu¬
ty Loving backed to the roar door of
the car. firing whenever a glbspse of
tbeprisonera was to be bud through the
smoke. The prisoners poshed on to
the lear, forcing Loving to the platform
of the Sleeper, where the deputy tired
his hist shot as the desperadoes jumped
from the train, lt was in tull motion
at tba tillie.

The pri-oncrs made off in a norther¬

ly direction, up B lane four miles north
to Neve Braunfels. Fitts was wounded.
yeager almost dragging him when they
were last seen in the lune. The train
was stopped, and an investigation re¬

vealed that Marshal Gosling was dead,
lying on his lace on thc seat occupied
by him before thc tiring. The fatal
ball look effect in the rear of the
bend, burying itself in the brain just
back of the forehead.

were fleeing. The deputy-marshals had
reloaded theil six-shooter- by this time,
when Loving was tailed lo the a--i-t-

Manning i tarted in pursuit of the des¬

peradoes. Dis strength, however, failed
liiin. timi bc was taken aboard thc train.
which pulled out for New Braunfels.
where the wounded women and the four
prieooera wore conducted to jail. Thc
remains of Marshal Gosling, accompa¬
nied by Deputy Manning, were taken to
San Antonio and removed to the resi¬

dence of Mr,-. W. ll. Wallace, his sis¬
ter, whin they w ere viewed bf linu¬
lli iii- of friends.
The wounds of Manning are serious,

but not necessarily fatal. Citizens have
left Austin and San Antonio for the
scene of the tragedy lo aid in the cap¬
ture of the desperado!-. Deputy Lov¬
ing organized a poss* at New Braunfels
last night and instantly started iu pur¬
suit.

HUTU PRISOBBRrl KILLED.
Tliey found the dead body of Fitts a

slim distance up tho lane from the
-cine of the tragedy, anti came upon
Yeager oight miles distant. He gave
light and was pierced hy three balls
tired by tho peeec, He was overtaken
and brought to New Biaunftls. whore
he died. The four men under arrest
are confederates of the dead despera-
dOBB.

Fer¬
rari has already started for Abyssinia,
carrying a letter from Kiag Humbert
containing friendly assurances. Italy
has made formal declarations to Turkey
that she has no designs ou Tripoli.

Russia and France are backing the
Sultan of Turkey against italy. The
Porte's preparations to mobilize the
fleet for the purpose of sending an ex¬
pedition to Massowah have been checked.
This is reported to bo due to a warning
from Kngland that thc Turkish fleet
would not be permitted to enter tho
Sues canal. Owing to the attitude of
Turkey, the Italian Government holds
in readiness for embarkation a full
rorpa d'ai uue.
