TRIAL OF SBITH COMMENCES.

At 10 o'clock yesterday morning

Judge A tkins took his seat on the bench
of the Hustings Court. Thc talesmen
-unnnoned to bc present were in the room,
and after being sworn one at the time
took the stand, snd finally live jurors
were found, Messrs. Joseph Delarue,
John V. ^naries, John W. Sarvsy, and
Julius A. Hobson were stricken ofT,
and the following jurors were sworn

Kdwanl sf. Noble. C. A. Hyslopc. Wil¬
liam S. Proton, Emanuel Currant,
Brooking .Samuel, Andrew J. Howers,
James V. (latewood. John P. Adams.
Iisvid Iseman, Robert V. hore, John
II. Itevcn.lgc, and A. M. Crinn.

William- H. Smith was slready in
court, Bccoinpsiiicl bj his counsel.
He looked composed and paid strict at¬
tention U. all thst was occurring.
Hr. Samuel H. Witt. Commonwealth's
Attorney, was iu his seat.
The case agsinst Smith which wan

lieing pilton trial was that growing out
of the trsnssction of A. M. Hrownell.
State Weighmaster of Live Stock, with
W. R. Smith, head clerk in the Au¬
ditor's oltice. Mr. Hrownell held a re¬

ceipt from W. K. Smith for |24"..l...
paid in motifj aad vouchers as dues to

the State from the cattle-scales. Of
this smount $111..Vi was paid in vouch¬
ers in the shape of receipts paid
by Mr. Hrownell for repairs to
the rattle-scales and for oflice-tixtures.
After Smith was arrested on account of
the Valentine and I'eter-Lurgbank case

thc Auditor discovered a discrepancy
in thc Hrowndl settlement, to the effect
that a pay-in warrant for #111.'JO. the
amount charged f.ir repairs, had been
drawn out of the treasury and never

credited on the book.* of thc Common¬
wealth.

Mr. Hrownell was the first witne«s
sworn. He took the stand, and. in
Bfaawet to <|iiestion* bf thc C-C**_-BO_-
miwillis Attorney, said that he waa
Mate Weighmaster of I ive Stock ; lhat
his duties were to weigh all li\.. -tock
brought to the city ami intended for the
shambles.
