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Commercial Cltles-How Located.
Oe tbe 4th ef November last, before

the American Society of Civil Kngi-
neers, Alfred F. Ska us, a member,
read b highly interesting psper entitled,
" Commercial Cities: The I-aw of Their
Birth and Growth." Mr. Skarjc msde
his argument first, and then announced
tbe Isw he hsd discovered. That law is
that .« the commercial pori of a region
will be as close te the producer ss

it is possible to go and obtsin reason¬

ably good fscilities for the class of

transportation demanded hy the pro¬
duce of the country." Applied to Vir¬

ginis, Mr. Skaks'b Isw discovers Rich¬
mond to be the commercisl port of the

country which, lying west of it, seeks
for its products transportation to a fo¬

reign country. The only condition is
that Richmond shall oller '. reasonably
good facilities " for such transportation.

Mr. Sears says truly that thc At¬
lantic coast is " strewed with ruined
hopes in the shape of still-bom citieR

having excellent harbors and abundance
of wster-front," but unfortunately they
have no reason for being "except their

superiority of access from the ocean."
.. These heritors, which have not become
the important ports they were expected
to prove, sre generally the object of en¬

terprise, begotten by the virile brain of
civil engineers impregnating the waiting
capital of ¦.peculation." Wc will men¬

tion some of Mr. Sk.aks'h points :

Forty years ago Huston expected to
outrival New York because she was

twenty-four hours nearer Liverpool thsn
New York. Boston had all the needed
capital, too. But to-day New York is
the centre of s population of three mil¬
lions, and Boston of but little more

thsn half a million. A steamer leaves
New York daily for Liverpool. One
leaves Boston once a week for the same

port. Forty years ago Boston boasted
tbe one or two wealthy men of America.
New York is more than two hundred
miles nearer the heart of the country
than Boston. This was her advantage.

Philsdelphia has grown into grand
proportions notwithstanding the despe¬
rate efforts of two or three ports great¬
ly nesrer the ocean. Commerce pre¬
fers s tedious navigation and the chances
of hesd winds in a narrow roadway to

easy access to a port in tho lower bay.
Another instance of "tho perversity

of commerce in psssing by great advan¬
tages to get up stream " is baltimore,
which is 200 miles from the Capes.

Port Royal tried in vain to rival or

outstrip Chkrlcston and Savannah.
Brunswick also endeavored in vain to
rival Savannah.

Jacksonville and Fernandina, Florida,
also illustrate Mr. Ska it.s's law. So
does (ilasgow, in Scotland. So does
Hamburg on the continent, attempted
to be superseded by Akoona. So also
Astoria was not one of Nature's cities
but a city founded by capitalists. Port¬
land, one hun.heil miles ahove, has
40,000 population, and Astoria not over

si.(100. Kalama ia another abortion of
a city too far from the producers.
Now loint* Mr. Ska liss's propositions.

"The producer of a given region,
whether artisan or farmer, will de¬
liver his goods at such point as will
entsil upon him the least cost of trans¬

portation." " There is never competi¬
tion lo sell among producers." " In-
deed, thc chances are that crops will be
sold in the first instance on ths soil that
bore them.'' " If producers were coin-

potitors, commercial towns would ho
pushed towards the sea to catch the
flrut chance at the customer from
abroad." " On tbe contrary, the agents
of tbe consumers" are tye men who
push into the interior of a country to

get as near the field of produce as pos¬
sible.

Therefore. " a great commercial
city cannot he rested near the coast al

any aite which a large ship can pass and
sail inland to load aud unload."

These and many other interesting
things are contained iu Mr. Skaks's

paper. When questioned as to New
York and -alveston, heat once answer¬

ed the objections to his law which were

¦supposed to be found in the size of those
cities. *

The New York Tribune has an arti¬
cle on Mr. Cabuami'm opinion in the
1-.WTW. case which is spoiled by its
attempt to make a constitutional quos-
tiOB a party question. We reproduce
of the article a portion not tainted by
party prejudices. Tbe T. timur says:

*¦" Mr. Garland's objection is that this
action took away something from those
asea which could not lawfully be doae
after they bad raoeired thc President's
pardon.

efiiirt-mt to do it. As if he bs I a

cUrarbiag argument, Mr. c,artaud de-
tiaras that if ala conclusion is not cor-

tact, thea tba people ''might again
owdtsA tba ConstltuUoo, requiring an
uaasit-acnu fturtead of a two-thirds rota ! ft

of both houses to remove tbe disability.''
Certainly they might, Mr. Garland, un¬

less you can logically deny the right of
tbe people to emend their Constitution
in whatever respect they n»*7 choose.
Let as take en illustration which an¬

swers Mr. Gerland'a argument.
.. A native-born cltiaen of the Knited

States or one naturaliied for nine veera

ia to-dav eligible to tho Senate at thirty
rears of age. Mr. Garland surely
does not doubt that by constitutional
amendment forty yeera may be required
as tbe eligible age. And when the
man of thirty reachea forty Mr. Gar¬
land does not doubt that another
amendment might postpone bia eli¬
gibility ten yeera longer, by re¬

quiring him to be fifty yeera
of agc, and after that still further hy
one requiring him to be sixty years,
(hus practically depriving an entire
generation of the enjoyment of aena-

torial honors. Would not this be taking
away a privilege enjoyed br certain
citizens to-day just as effectively* os it
might be done in the caw* of requiring
by another amendment a unanimoua
vote of Congress to relieve the disa¬
bilities of a rebel? Mr. Garland will
add to the legal learning of thiB coun¬

try if he will define any limitations
upon the power of the people to amend
their Constitution, save in the one par¬
ticular in which they agreed in the in¬
strument itself.that the power of
amendment should not apply to the
equal representation of States in the
Senate."
Even thia exception might be stricken

from the Constitution hy an amend¬
ment. Strike it out, and the States

might ht- represented according to pop
ulation in the I'nited States Senate. It
would be an art of bad faith, but it
would nevertheless be tho law of the

land._
Master of the Situation.

Mr. Gladstone's American critics
are hard to please. While the Knglish
press and the English puhlic now seem

fully satisfied with his course in the
Anglo-Russian compliration, and accept
his speech of Monday as a vindication
of tlie (iovernment, not a few of thc
American papers continue to harp on

what they term his Fabian policy.
Although those who it is natu¬
ral to presume are most inter¬
ested appear to consider that his ex¬

planation shows that he has acted
with sound judgment and statesman¬

ship, sonic of our northern contempo¬
raries are very much disgruntled, and
arc trying to prove that ho has "blun¬
dered throughout. One point they
aie laboring strenuously to enforce,
and that ta that if the Pre¬
mier had developed a little more

backbone in thc affair in the begin"
ning war might have been averted.
His desire for peare, we arc told.
blinded him to the situation, and led
him into a great mistake. That Mt.
Gladstone's career as Prime Minis¬
ter has been free front mistakes will
hardly bc claimed by his most
ardent admiicrs. We doubt not
he would himself, if brought to
confession, admit that he committed a

great error in receding from BbAOOBB*
kiki.d's Asiatic policy. The manner in
which he has sustained Karl Dukkkkin
in his (DukkkhiN's) determination to
go back to that policy as far as prac¬
ticable justifies this belief. But if
there is one thing that was

made more apparent than another
by the great speech of Monday it
is that Mr. Gladhtone has not boen
blind to the situation nor underes¬
timated its danger. While public feel¬
ing has been getting the better of pub¬
lic judgment he has remained perfectly
cool and kept in view the homely but
wise motto of Davy Crockett. ' He
knew that a recognition of that fact on

the part of the civilized world would
determine in a measure the amount
of sympathy Kngland would receive. As
to the statement that a little more

backbone in thc beginning might have
averted war, evidence is accumulating
daily to show that there was a fixed
determination on the part of Russia to

bring about war or force concessions
from Kngland that would place her in
Russia's power. Each explanation that
Russia makes renders that more certain.
And the very fact that Mr. Gladstone
discouraged the idea of loosing the dog
of war until he had them well in hand
clearly indicates that he understood
Russian Assigns, It is throwing BO
discredit upon his repeated statements
that tl e Government earnestly desired
peace to say that amid all his ini¬
tiations with Russia he has been putting
England in the best possible trim and
getting ready to strike hard and rapidly
when thc time came for striking^ lt
is hard to see how anyone can view his
policy in the light of his speech without
seeing that he has been master of the
situation all the while. When it is -is-

serted that Russia has gained by delay
the fact is lest sight of that Kngland
may have pained still more, A dash
upon and the capture of Herat by Kng-
laud would have proved a brilliant
stroke, but when the whole field
is aurveyed who can say that it
was not wiser to wait not only until
Kngland was thoroughly armed, but
until the people Were fully prepared for
the linsn. isl strain that war will in¬
volve.to wait, in fact, until cool deter¬
mination had taken the place of excite¬
ment and the country was prepared to
meet every issue aud every contingency
that might arise. Mr. Gladstone
appears to have thought that the latter
waa the better plan and the English
public is in line with him.

The New York Herald says of Mr.
Garland's opinion in the Lawton
case that B it is probable that a part of
the bar will not agree with the Attor¬
ney-General." Surely the bar may
divide on ibis question. We know no

good reason why people who differ with
the highest judges of their State aud
country on such questions ihould not
iiffer more confidently and defiantly
with au Attorney-General.
Gk.NKKAlGHANT ANDTnE SOUTH¬

ERN Soldiers..In a recent inter¬
view with s reporter for the Philadel¬
phia Times, General Grant said :

.* The men of the South were fightiug
or a principle which they thought was

igbt and which ve did not, but I ai¬
reys looked upon them as citizens of
ur common country, and 1 believe,
rbenever it was in my power, I treated
hem as such. I never liked to think ot
bern even as prisoners of war, sud pre¬
med to encourage them to go to their

THREE MORE LKTTKJW.

It appears that all of the Hnnting-
ton-Colt»n letters have not been given
to tbe pul.li.-. Those which were pub¬
lished in the San Francisco papers a

year ago threw a great deal of light
upon the inner history of the Central
Pacific and Southern Pacific Railroad
Companies, and exhibited very plainly
the methods followed by the rail¬
road kings in buying material of
all kinds, from steel-rails to con¬

gressmen. Some of tho letters.
perhaps the most interesting of the se¬
ries.were withheld. Three of these
have recently been brought to light and
published by the San Francisco Chroni¬
cle. They were written at the time
when the owners of thc Central Pacific
and Southern Pacific were striving to
overturn thc Thurman act. The letters
published a year ago exhibited thc rail¬
road monopolists dealing with Con¬
gress ; these indicate that tho Supreme
Court of the United States recoived
their attention. Justice Field will timi
them interesting.

Immediately after the passsgc of thc
Thurman act the men who had become
immensely rich by means of Govern¬
ment subsidies and grants pintle.! the
overthrow of that righteous law by
legal proceedings. If thc Supreme
Court could be iuduced to declare it
unconstitutional a great barrier would
be removed from thcirpath. It appears
from this correspondence that in Au¬
gust. 1S7H, Justice Kield was in San
Francisco. Colton was there, and on

August 9th he wrote to Huntington, in¬
closing a bill of exchange for $l"n.i'»>i».
and indulging in some remarks about the
Thurman act. The peculiarly signifi¬
cant sentences of this letter were as
follows :

" When men like Thurman and Kttmunds
advocate the paMiige ot Hurh a hill, what
protection ls t hore r»r property In tn in coun¬
try ?
" I liave had several long tulki* with .lu.lue

Field, and the hoi>e of the eountrv ls lu Se
stipieme Court, ir Hie nation is to l-c saved
from disgrace."
One month later a sham suit wai

brought in the Federal courts by Albert
Oallatin, who pretended to oppose the
Central Pacific Company. Thc Chroni¬
cle shows that flallatin was notoriously
in collusion with the company, being
connected with Huntington and Hop¬
kins, lt was intended that this suit
should go up to thc Supreme Court,
before which tribunal the defendant
railroad monopolists would control thc
plaintitl'. His lawyer's presentation of
thc case would be so weak that
the court would decide against him and
declare tho Thurman act unconstitu¬
tional. In the Circuit Court of thc
California district a (lealUllal was in¬
terposed by thc defendant, a judgment
was rendered pro J'nrmn, and the cast-
was appealed. The (iallatin suit was
not brought until after Colton had had
those "long talks" with Field. Sla¬
te iti days after the suit was brought,
.inti before thc trial, on Septeiiil.i-r 2D,
1878, Colton wrote again to Hunting¬
ton, and hi*, letter contained the follow-
ing:

Justice Field did not sit, but the mat¬
ter was left entirely to Judge Sawyer.
In one of those ..lon;*, talks" Field
appears to have di*closed hi.*, plans to
Colton. Bvatiagton replied on Sep¬
tember 30th to Golton*! letter of Sep¬
tember 20th, saying :

1 t)i:nk you aro right ahout IWdaot
slltlm* ,ii Itu* UallatliiHiiil."

The case wss taken to Washington,
and the pio-.po.-t was very satisfactory
for the defendants until thc alarm wa*

sounded by John I,. Love, a San Fran¬
cisco lawyer, who laid the facts before
Attnniey-ficneral 1 levens, showing him
that the monopolists were nally nlaiu-
till's as well as defendants, and tint Um
suit was a sham. Thc Attorney-iicne¬
ral interposed in behalf of thc (Iovern¬
ment. As a result of his action th
case wa.s thoroughly argued, and a de-
Ciaion was rendered sustaining the con¬
stitutionality of the Tlun-maii act.
Three justices dbaantad. ona of whom
was Just,ec Plaid. His opinion waa

regarded as the strongest presentation
of the railroad company*! side that
could have baan niii'lc.
