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The City Pobltc 8ohools-ARain.
The trustees of the public schools of

this city do not deny thst the City
Council has tbe power and the rijtht to

fis annuslly the amount of money to be

sppropriated to the public schools of
this city. Their contention is thst
whatever amount may be thus appro¬
priated roust be turned over at once I*

the School Hoard. It is possible thst
the City Council might, if it were law¬

ful, manage tb* public schools and the

public-school funds more satisfactorily
than tho trustees do. But as it is not

lawful, snd as thc trustees are the
rightful custodians of all public-school
funds, it follows that they must be al¬
lowed to manage the schools in their
own way until the State law is so

changed as to entrust thc manage¬
ment of them to the City Council.
If there l*e any city ordinance which
conflicts with the State law, such ordi¬

nance is of course null and void. It is
not a compliance with the State law
for the Council to appropriate a tum of
money to a .' special contingent fund."
All the money appropriated to that
fund remains absolutely under the con¬

trol of thc Council, tnd may be used
for any purpose for which that body-
may choose to use it. If it is because
it is necessary for the Council lo pro¬
tend to appropriate uioney to the
public schools thst a sum is an¬

nually appropriated to a "spe¬
cial contingent fund," it seems

to us that such an appropriation of it
is a confession that it ought really to
be given directly to the school trustees.
How can those trustees make contracts
with tbe teachers aud principals, or

anybody else, without knowing how
much money is at their disposal? And
surely no one will contend that they
have any control whatever over the
special contingent fund of the City
Council. Having no control over that
fund, they have control over no fund.
They are. in a word, penniless. We
have intimated that the (ieneral As¬
sembly might next wintir empower the
City Council to take charge of the pub¬
lic schools herc, but we deem it much
more likely that the (ieneral Assembly
will take that body to task for its use

of the school money.
Why. Because the intention of the

Legislature that the School Hoard
tshould have the cu.*tody of the school
funds is apparent in all the laws on the
subject. Wc will quote a lew more

laws bearing upon the question which
the School Hoard and the City Council
have now been discussing for some six
mouth*, or more without manifestiog
any bad temper. We trust that the
two bodies will continue thus to treat
each the other. We quote

SH". It Klnill Itu (hf duty of the school
board of every city ouce lu cacti tear, itml

Once a year is as often a.- tho School
Hoard can he required to submit a

classified estimate to the Coiittuon
Council. They can do it oftener if they
deem it necessary ; but they cannot be
required to do it oftener. And yet
month after month, tbe School Board,*
in the interest of peace and harmony,
lias consented to submit a " classified
estimate" of the money it needed to
pay off its teachers for one month, and
to pay for the smallest repairs to the
school buildings, or for any article the
Board might need. We quote another
law:

Therefore, it follows, as we have
heretofore contended, that the trustees
ar* required only to submit to tb*
Council an estimat* of tbe "aggregate
amount" of money they net-d. The

Council can appropriate to them aa

mu.h or aa little of tbat " a*arr*«*t«
amount " as it chooses, but whatever is

appropriated goes at once into the cus¬

tody of Inc trustee*. In the words of
the law, it is the duty of the Council,
aa of Ihe board of supervisors of each

county, to "examine and reviae the
said estimate*." and to appropriate the
amount recommended "or so much
thereof aa they may allow."
We do not understand how there can

he any two opinions on the question
under consideration. There seems to

be but one opinion st the Capitol. The

Attorney-General, the Superintendent
of Public Instruction, and therefore the
State Hoard of Education, certainly
ought to know what the law is.

siiver-A Joke on Us.
Some two or three months ago we

mean.what wo had thought nobody
could possibly deny.that a public debt
cannot be paid unless the people fur¬
nish tbe Government with the money,
and thst the people cannot furnish the
fiovernment with the money unless by
producing and selling wheat, cotton,
tobacco, and other commodities. This
is a self-evident proposition ; and yet it

is disputed by thc Hon. W. L. Tkkn-
HOI.M, of South Carolina, who writes
to the Charleston News and Courier a-
