Hut we fear there was not much sin¬
cerity in the speeches to which we have
referred. These northerners know quite
as much concerning the Chinese as they
do concerning the negroes of the south¬
ern I'nited States, and ought to be as anx¬
ious to coiifcrt the former as they are te

convert the latter. Hut. strange to say,
when on the same day in which the re¬

port above alluded to was adopted,
Elder Hrownm.l denounced as shame¬
ful the policy of the I'nited States Gov¬
ernment in excluding the Chinese
from our country, and it was

made manifest that the Presby¬
terian churches on the Pacific
cosst would be damaged if not deserted
.should the (ieneral Assembly pat***
Eblei Huon mill's resolution, the
men who had been so bold in advo¬
cating the cause of the negroes incon¬

tinently deserted their Hag and acted
as badly as a southron or a Pacific-
coast nisn could have acted. Only one

man voted against allowing the whole
subject to be dropped ! This one must
hau- been Dr. QMawM P. Hays, who
had said that he was um-ualifiedly op¬
posed to putting a tab on the Chinese
race, which he considered '"the double-
distillcd essence of infamy," and who
had ottered the following resolution :
