A READING MYSTERY.
Ote-B Bamerraaraa <'*ki>n*s tMtctrttet-

*i*»it<*d Workmen.

The Reading Timet says: .. Two days
ago tho residents of the Church-and-
Spiing-streels section of the city were

suddenly deprived of their usual water-

supply, and reportoei the matter to City-
Superintcndeiit-of-VVater Harper. Yes¬
terday the superintendent began an

investigation, and whilo engaged in
making an opening at the inter¬
section of the above-named streets the
earth suddenly gave way, disclosing to
view an enormous cave. The pick fell
into it, and was lost to view. Into this
cave water was pouring from a six-inch
main, the pipe having snapped in twain
al the jointure of tho T. Tho supply
was at once shut oil'. Not a Rign could
be had of where and whence the water
had run. All about the pipes was a

yawning chasm leading to nowhere
The workmen were struck with alarm
over the very unexpected turn of affairs,
and for a time refused to go on, end
the investigation wholly ceased.

** Thc cave is of a remarkable na¬
ture. Three distinct avenues lead into
it, and dark limestone pillars, running
solidly into the ground and widening
apparently as they go down, support
thc roof of clay and gravel earth. The
sunlight failed to disclose the depth,
and no one ventured upon an exploring
tour to ascertain the secret and mystery
of the darkness to which the three ave¬
nues lead. The trend of the cave
is obliquely towards Sixth street.
Over thc one a\cnue the earth is three
and four feet in thickness, but it yields
very readily to the pick. Over thc
second avenue thecarth is a mere shell,
and has evidently been of that charac¬
ter Irom time immemorial. It trem¬
bles ss one walks over it, but no one

walked over tho shell-covering after
M ti rday's discovery. The supposi¬
tion is ihal the cave is of a Binding
nature, the avenues leading downward
into some great recess or cavern. Kvery
indication points to a large cave or sets
ofcave chambers in the earth, such as one

linds at the Crystal Cave near Virgins-
ville. on the Berks and Lehigh railroad.
If a further examination opens to view
such a j-tate of affairs.and a further
examination must be made for the
safety of the strcettl and dwelling pro¬
perty comprised in the immediate
vicinity.-then Reading becomes pos¬
sessed vf b cwjositv of »_ interesting
iv pc. 'Hie cave or caves is ol c

usual limestone formation, and its dark,
hidden, and treacherous depths.for
the earth covering gives way to the
touch.-promise to be a revelation of
wonders.

». Councilman Shick, of thc Highway

The only regret of Mr. Shick is that
the cave did not come to view at the
junction of Eighth and Ninth streets,
Then, he said, all tho drainage of the
extensive water-shed comprised la that
larj-e section of the city could he
turned into it and a very trouldc-
some matter would be scattered
to the winds. As it is, the opening
lies too high for drainage purposes.
Both councilmen were of the opinion
that the opening could take ins.v. ri.

houses. Beyond that extent of the fis¬
sures or openings they had nothing to
say. prcfciring to await development.*,
at the hands of experts who make a

specialty of ferreting out the mysteries
of nature's eccentric formations. A
supposition wss given utterance to laat
e-tening tbat thc openings mitta
are part and parcel of a line
of avenues leading down from Mount
Fenn and leading under the East Penn
round-houses. It is known that water
in subterranean stream form runs under
the city by the above houses, for thc
rumbling of water is beard distinctly
near there. It is supposed that the
titree avenues of the Spring-street cave

lead in some fifty yards and then pitch
at sharp angles down into the earth.
The man who linds this out should have
a rich rewsrd."

TENNESSEE STATE BONDS.

Al'lnnol Viilrmt'St \Viih ihe Bondholder*

A Nashville (Tenn.) special says: A
plan of settlement with thc holders ol
Tennessee bonds who may hereafter
present them for funding, at the rate of
fifty cents, with 3 per cent, interest,
Has been agreed upon, lt was found
necessary to take some action, as the
recent decisions of the United
States Supreme Court made the
State liable for the payment of
from $12,000,000 to $15,000,000
of bonds Mbich may be funded in a

short time. Ihe large demands upon
the treasury threatening to exhaust
the funds and cause a default in thc
payment of inteiest coupons on thc
bonds funded, or thn-c which may bc
funded under tho State-debt settlement
or funding act of 1.S83, the Finance
Committee of the Legislature drafted a

bill, which was introduced and passed
on its first reading to-day. Tho bili
recites tbat it is impossible now, foi
want of time, to levy and collect taxes
to meet tbe demands for the paymcu
of interest-coupons, and that therefor*
the Funding Board is authorized to bor
row an amount sullicient to supple.en
the funds in the treasury for tin
purpose of promptly liquidating th
interest when due. Thc Funding Houri
is empowered to execute notes to th
lender bearing interest not exceeding
the legal rate. The bill will becom
a law, as the Governor has expressee
his willingness to approve such a mea
sure. Thus the* lirst intention of fund
ing the past-due coupons into the pun
cipal of the bow bonds has been vii
tually abandoned. To have funded th
interest into bonds of the same charac
ter of the original obligations woul
have been a patent discrimination be
tween creditor- The very suggostio
of such a plan to meet the difficult'*
presented by a deficient treatury cause
Tennessee securities to decline in Ne-
York from 3 to 5 cants.
