flattering tales told by Messrs. Ham-
iii.Ki UN <V Co. Hov is it that cou¬

pons sell at lens than 50 per cent, of
their face value if the State is to be
compelled at some day onoe more " to
receive coupon.** at their face value for
taxes"}' Why did Mr. Royall go
to Kngland to confer vith his clients if
all is such smooth sailing before the
bondholders' vessel .

Hut what is tbe "good sign" of
which our beading speaks J It is found
in the following from the circular of
the Messrs. I1amiii.i-.ton. They say :

"The Virginia people seem to have
more faith in Hiddle bonds than
any one else.our people won't touch
them at any price.and most of the
orders to buy come from Richmond."

Certainly the Virginia people ought
to know whether thc Rii'DLK bonds
are a better investment than the con¬

sols or ten-forties. In the circular be¬
fore us the consols, which bear C per
cent, interest, are quoted at 52 to 53 ;
whilst Riddlkm. which bear only 3

per cent, interest, are quoted at 52}.
How is that -r How is it tbat til the
boasting and bragging and threaten¬
ings of the bondholders and their agents
are contradicted by the figures at which
the several classes of bonds sell ?

There is a question of right and
wrong involved in all the coupon ct-»os

besides the quotion of right ami wrong
ao much dwelt upon by the bondhold¬
ers. The Constitution of tho United
States prohibits any State from being
sued as Virginia has been sued. Vir¬
ginia is no longer a State if she can

he hitched to thc triumphal chariot
of tho Federal Covernnicnt by
Hom-. II ru ii ks*. Matthews, or

any other Federal judge. The peo¬
ple of Kngland in Hamphe.n's day
refused to allow their rights to be taken
away. John Haui'iikn himself re-

fu_ed to pay a wrongful tax, not
because* the amount of it was so great,
but because he was not willing to pay
any such tax as the one levied upon
him. So the people of Virginia have
come to the conclusion to have settled
first of all the question of the right of
the Supreme Court of the United
States, or any other court, to
usurp jurisdiction in such case*
aa those which have so recently
been wrongfully entertained aud de¬
cided by Mr. Justice Matthbwb and
his (bur confederates against the solemn
and dignifies! and unanswerable protest
of Chief-Justice Waitk and the othir
tbrec Justices dissenting in those cases.

Thc Legislature of Virginia has not es-

hautite <i it* remedies. " If at once you
don't succeed, try, try again," is the
motto of that body.

Rntdst reef's of last week says:
" Colonel Prejwalski.thc well-known

Russian explorer ofCentral Asia, writes
to the Ideographical Society at home
thst he has discovered gold mines,
worked by the natives of Thibet, so

extensive that he ventures the opinion
that this country will prove the equal
of California to this precious mineral.
Civilized handling* of tho deposits would
make such gravel pay enormously at
small outlay, and the depoaits are of
the most extensive character, the whole
northern part of Thibet being rich in
such areas."
When gold was discovered in Cali¬

fornia it became relatively less vsluable
then silver, snd the United States Gov¬
ernment hsd to debesa the silver coin to

prevent its exportation to foreign lands.
A silver dollar of412f grains became
more vsluable than a gold dollar of

25 Mn grains. Ld this state of things
result from the gold discoveries men¬

tioned above, aad Wall street would
clamor for the single silver standard.
By the way, we are glad to learn

that this topic of dispute is likely to

cesse next winter, or sooner, to be a

proper subject of discussion. The
Washington Post of yesterday intimates
that the compromise we slluded to in
our last issue will probably prove ac¬

ceptable to thc Administration and to
tbe silver men, and thus pat an end
to unproductive discussions. However,
these discussions csnnot properly be
considered unproductive if they hsve
resulted in a compromise beneficial to
the United States and to the world.
To this compromise scheme the Post

says thst the objections proceed from
the confirmed monometallists, whom
nothing can alienate from a blind de¬
ration to gold, anil who insist that
uiver should be permanently degraded
nto a mere commodity like lead or

ron or other merchantable product.

That the coinage of silver shall be
uspended until required again to meet
in actual demand for silver dollars, and
bat legal-tender certificates be issued
n their plsce, of the denominations of
me, two, and five dollars, on the de¬
ws it of silver bullion at its market
trice expressed in dollars at the time,
ind receivable at thc Treasury for dues
o the Government, to he redeemed in
lullion or currency, or held and paid
mt again as other lawful money."

"Mkkrki'ONT's scheme to which wc

ailed attention last winter. We quote
he Post again :

Whether the shipment of Jef¬
ferson's tombstone and memorable epi¬
taph to Missouri, leaving his bones in
in unmarked grave on the top of the
bill called Monticello, was a proceeding
in good or bsd taste on the part of his
heirs, it is not the purpose to inquire."
Tbe statement that the grave of

Thomas Jkkfkrhon in Virginia re¬

mains unhonored by monumental mar¬

ble will be news to most Virginians.
Almost everybody in the State had
been laboring under the delusion that
here was at Monticello quite a hand-
lome monument to the memory of
he author of the Declaration of In-
lependence. The impression had also
prevailed hereabouts that the monu¬

ment presented to the University of
Missouri was the old one that was re¬

placed by tbe present piece of work.
However, things are not what they
seem, and we dreamy Virginians may
wake up some morning to find out that
there never waa any such man as
Thom ah Jekkekhon, and that the
Declaration of Independence isa myth.
