Telegrams from all the principal
points along the route taken by the
Marquis of Salisbury to Balmoral show
that the journey was made through a
continued series of popular ovations
on all that part of the way which lies
in Scotland, Crowds assembled at all
the railway stations and cheered the
“ coming man,"’ At Aberdeen station,
where the train stopped, the demonstra-
tion was particularly enthusiastic.
Here some one called out, * Three
cheers for Gladstone,” and the invita-
tion was greeted with groans and
hisses.

Mr. Gladstone announced in the
House of Commons this afternoon that
he had resigned his office; that the Queen
had accepted his resignation, and that
her Majesty had informed him that she
had summoned the Margnis of Salis-
bury, leader of the opposition in the
House of Lords, to Balmoral for the
purpose of entrusting him with the
formation of a new Cabinet,

Mr. Gladstone, continuing, said that
under the peculiar circumstances sur-
rounding the outgoing Government he
would a little Inter propose that the
House of Commons adjourn until next
Monday. The question had arisen, he
proceeded, whether it wonld be best for
the public convenience and interest to
go on with the pending question con-
cerning the redistribution of the seats
bill. The present Government would
only do so with the consent of the
House, He did not believe that any
difference of principle in respect to
this important measure could now pos-
sibly arise between the parties, and he
reminded the Housge that the Governnient
and opposition were hoth under a com-
pact regarding the redistribution hill.
It would, however, be gratifying to
himself and his colleagues in the re-
tiring Cabinet if before they ceaseil
their public duties they conld regard
the bill as sealed and delivered.

Sir Stafford Northeote, on behalf of
the Conservatives, reported that his
party desired to proceed with the re-
| distribution bill as rapidly as possible.
| There was no reason why the amend-

ments made to the bill by the House of
| Lords should not at once receive the
assent of the House of Commons ; but
the question of these amendments
was in this peculiar shape : the ameni-
ments were not  yet printed, He
thought it desirable to have them
printed  before  formally  accepting
them, Mr. Gladstone espressed his
acquiescence with this view, and the
gitting of the House was suspended
until theamendment should be received.

Disastrous Fire tn London.
[Ry eable to the Dispateh.]

LoxpoN, June 12,—A fire broke out
this afternoon in the India Museum an-
nex to the great building i which is
being held the International Exhibition
of Inventions, This department is situ-
ated just north of the main entrance to
the Exhibition and between the eastern
wall of the Exhibition building proper
and the Exhibition road. The museum
was filled with evidences of the handi-
eraft of Tndia, carved wood-work main-
ly, and other like inflammable material.
The flames spread with alarming rapidi-
ty, and the whole immense structure
is regarded as doomed to destruction.
Visitors to the Exhibition, and attend-
ants, as so0u as they heard the firstery
of fire, fled from the building and all
escaped without accident. .

The fire department quickly re-
sponded to the alarm, and soon fully
fifty engines wer¢ sending heavy
streams of water into the burning
musenm and upon the adjacent pro-
perty. The firemen finally obtained
mastery over the flames, but not until
the many articles in the India Museum
had been almost entirely destroyed and
the museam building itsell very se-
riously damaged. The flames did not
extend into the immense structure in
which the exhibition proper is being
beld, and thus the actual calamity
dreaded was prevented. The damage
to the main exhibition is, however,
considerable.

Loxpoy, June 12—6 P. M.—The
Indian Museum building is damaged be-
yond repair, while its contents may be
said to be completely destroyed. The
Indian department of the exhibition is,
in fact, blotted out, There were 10,000
visitors in the exhibition grounds at
the time the fire broke out, As soon
as these and many sttendants recovered
from the excitement oceasioned by the
first alarm, all engaged in the work of
removing the books of record of the ex-
hibit and in saving the more valuable
of the exhibits, ‘The Prince of Wales
arrived early at the fire and re-
mained until assured that the main
exhibition building would not be mate-
rially damaged. All the fireengines
that could possibly be utilized were
used to pour streams upon the burning
building, Luckily the water supply was
plentiful.  To this fact, coupled with
the extraordinary exertions of the fire-
men, is attributed the preservation of
the main building, The Exhibition was
closed after the outbreak of fire. A
cordon of police barred the roadway
and stopped all travel and traflic. A
detachment of the Life Guards was
quickly marched to the scene, and as-
sisted the police in maintaining order
and saving property. While the fire is
not yet quite out, there is no danger of
its spreading.  The only articles saved
from the Indian Museum were those
contributed by the Prince of Wales,
All the remainder of the Indian exhibit
is destroyed.

The Indian Musenm contained many
costly and rare models of Indian work-
wanship. These were chiefly supplied
from South Kensington Musenm, and the
imposibility of duplicating them makes
their destruction a very serious national
loss. The damage to the Invention
Exhibition building is of a trithng
character,

grantees; the invasion of the settlement
and mining rights, and of the rights of
native inhabitants and Indian occu-
pants. Nothing more than mere formal
notice of these various complaints and
allegations appears to have been taken
or done by this office ; no investigation
was had, but the claim for this enor-
mous region of country appears to have
been carried through by oflicial readi-
ness without regard to the interests of
the Govermment or the rights of the
citizens of the Territory in actual ocea-
pancy of theland. The evidences of fraud
were manifest in the bald fact of the
pregentation of a claim for nearly two
million acres, based upon a grant of
less than one hundred thousand acres.
The Commissioner describes the methods
by which the apparent fraud was ef-
fected ; points out collusive acts of the
department officials, and, in conclu-
siom, recommends that suitable action
be teken looking to vigorous prosecu-
tion of the snit now pending in the
District Court of Colorado. and that a
new suit be commenced in New Mexico,
where a greater portion of the lands
lie, to set aside the patents already
issued under this grant. The grant
has been made the basiz of a stock
company, which has ahsorbed several
million dollars of English and Duteh
money.
