Thomas Judm:: Cluyerius, convicted
of the murder of Fannie Lillian Madi-
son at the Old reservoir March the
13th, was in his regular seat at the bar
of the Hustings Court yesterday morn-
ing. Dressed in his new suit of gray
sergo, cleanly shaved, ealm, but pale
and thin, he yesterday morning about
10 o'clock left his cell; was by the
officers, at the jail-door, put in a
carriage, for which he pays: was un-
der toeir custody driven away from a
staring crowd there to meet another
staring crowd at the City Hall; enterod
the building by the alley-way from
Tenth street, and was soon eafe and
quiet in the court-room, Here there was,
u& there has always been since he became
a prominent figure atthiscourt,a multi-
tude of people to gaze upon him—peo-
ple in the jury-box, at the bar, around
the Clerk's desk, in the space al-
lotted for spectators, at . the win-
dows; people of all conditions—
divines, lawyers, doctors, merchants,
eapitaliste, reporters, office-holders, ke,
The unprepossessing little court-room
was jammed, but the crowd was quict.
There was no excitement, as there often
was during the trial ; but interest and
cxpectation were high, They wanted
to hear what the prieoner had to say
for himself ; they wanted to hear what
day would be named for his exeention ;
they wanted to hear any sort of news
soever about this case, which hns so

enthralled public attention for three
months.
