By act of the General Assembly ap-
roved March 18, 1584, Samnel H, Mof-
ett, of Rockingham ; Richard I, Cox,
of King William ; Ferdinand Rorer, of
Roanoke: E. W, Nichols, of Lexington ;
Embry Burns, of Portsmouth ; Charles
W. Statham, of Lynchburg; Thomas
F. Goode, of Mecklenburg; and Dr.
Iarvey Black, of Montgomery, were
appointed & board of commissioners for
1he purpose of selecting a site for an-
other lunstic asylum, to be known as
the Sounthwestorn Lunatic Asylum, for
the nccommodation of white Junatics,
and to be located at some point in Vir-
ginin west of New river.

On the 1st of August, 1834, five of
the commissioners—Messrs. Moflett,
Rorer, Nichols, Statham, and Black—
selected as the site for the proposed
asylum the lend known as the Atkins-
Tendleton land, at Marion, in Smyth
county, and situsted between Staley's
creek and the Holston river, These
lands were given to the State by the
county of Smyth and town of Marion,
and embrace about 207 acres, of which
about 160 acres are farming land of a
very high grade.

Marion is beautifully situated on the
Tolston river. immediately on the line
of the Norfolk and Western railroad,
160 miles west of Lynchburg, 1t has
a population of about 1,500, a flourish-
ing female college, good public schools,
three hotels, two broom-factories, o
plowhandle- and wagon-factory, foun-
dries and machine-shops, large flour-
ing-mills, furniturc-factory, stores,
churches, &c¢.  Tts fine water-power is
almost unlimited, and good sites for

manufacturing purposes can be bought
at low prices,

The Sonthwestern Lunatic Asylum
will be Lmit on a beautiful eminence
overlooking the town, railroad, and
viver. ‘The building. which we show
i our picture. is to be G348 feel frant
by 215 feet, three storics above hase-
ment, of brick, with ample accommo-
ditions for 00 patients, their attend-
ants. and the officers of the institu-
tion. Excellent freestone sprngs of
pure cold water will furnish one and a
balf million of gallons per day. The

ed considerably from the frequent
ratages of the White-mountain In-
disus, Murder and arson were prevalent,
and mmigrants were ruthlessly massa-
cred. While these scenes of horror
were boing enncted one of a still more
gloomy character was being carried out
at Fort Apache. At sunriseona plens-
ant Sabbath moruing the red devils
made the hour hideous with their yells
and discharge of musketry. Inspired
by & transient tiso in ther courage.
they vode within 200 yards of the fort
and kept up an incessant fire from
their gups, doing, however, no se

rious damage, They then role
off in the direction of Seventy-Mile
Hill, where some Mormonhs were

chopping timber for the Government.
Here the work of murder was actively
taken up. The fight that ensued must
have been o fearful and stubborn one,
as nearly 150 cartridge-shells were
found by the side of one of the Mor-
mons vamed Patterson, Two hundred
vards from Patlerson was found au-
other dead mwan—s Mormon also—and
between the dead bodies was a well-
beaten trail that bad been made by &

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DOMINION EXPLORERS.

The Great Miviassinl Lake—Geographical
Errors 1o be Corrected.

A Quebec special says: John Big-
nell, Inte chief of the Government ex-
ploring expedition now at Lake Mis-
tasgini, pussed through here to-day on
his return from the Iake to Cttaws,
where he goes to report to the head of
the Gieological Survey of the Dominion,

At the time he left Mistassini, May
o8th, the exploring party was still
without definite data regarding the
size of the great inland sea. It is,
however, believed to be at least six
times as large as Little Lake Mistassi-
ni, which is connected with it by the
River of the Devil. The little lake was
found by Mr. Bignell to be over one
hundred miles long, thongh its size as
represented on the Government maps
would makeit but thirty miles. Eventhe
location of Mistassini on the maps
turns out to be incorrect, the hitherto
accopted latitude of the Hudson-Bay

(‘ompany’s post on the lake being found
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by Mr. Biguell half a degree out. An-

sini the country consists principally of
mueiss rock. neither the forests nor the
land being of much value.

While the winters
at Mistu=sini are excessively cold, the
sumaner is not more than s month short-
or than that of Quebee.

The ice on the bay opposite the 1Tud-

on=Day Company’s post moved ont on
May 27th, but on the main body of the
Inke it was still firm when Bignell left.
The ice formed on the small bavs last
fall on the 234 of October,  In Decem-

ber the thermometer fell to fifty-tive
deerees below zero. amd in March to
fifty-two degrees below.  In Decembier
and viiilllilll_\' the average temperature
was twenty degrees below rero.

The expedition, led by Mr, Bignell,
left Quebee on the 10th of July last,
It azcended DBersimis river for 125
miles into  Lake Pipimankan. and
through it up its principal feeder. the
main inlet, for 1230 miles to Lake Mani-
wounes.  Then, erossing the height of
land, the puarty reached Mistassini by
the Rupert river. tn  the way
up Mr.  bignell surveyed a large
track  of  country south of the
height of land, to connect SUrvevs al-
ready made of the headwaters of the
Outarde, Dersimis, Mawrewan, and
Peribonea rivers, The return from
Mistassini was made by way of Grind-
stone lake down the Sapincroche into
the Chie!l river, and thenee into the
Chaumonchonan, a feeder of Lake St
Jobn,  Indescending these streams the
party had no less than forty-two por-
tages.

Mr. Bignell having been recalled, Mr,
Lowe. of the Dominton Geological Sur-
vy, remains in charge. The ux]l(‘di-
tion being short of supplies, will pro-
brbly return before winter, though there
was some guestion of it wintering at
Rupert’s House, on James bay.

\mong other interesting facts con-
cerming Lake Mistassinicited by Bigoell
it may be mentioned that several islands
nearly as large as Urleans Island, at
Quebec, and containing large lakes, are
foundl seattered through this inland sea.
The Indians north of the height of land

" are nominally members of the Church

of England, very intelligent, and well
supplied with prayer- and hymn-books,
Testaments, &c., printed in the Cree
language, with characters resembling
stenography, by Bishop Horden, of
Moosonee, whose headquarters are at
Moose Factory, on James bay.

Another expedition, to be led by Mr.
Bignell, Jr,, who last year conducted
his father's supplies to Mistassini, will
leave for the great lake on the 2id
instant, and will include Professor
Laflamme, of Laval University, anoted
geologist, and Seeton Kerr, of the Royal
Geographical Society of England.

RUSSIA'S SARIK TUROOMANS.

" Arel

The Mest on the
Faee of the Exrth—Thelr Habits.

The Sarik Turcomans, who have been
0 successfully exploited in the Russian
interest, may safely be considered the
most unmitigated scoundrels on the face
of the earth, For hall a century west-
ern nations have been in possession of
incomplete accounts of the regular sys-
tem of man-stealing pursucd by the
Turcomans, but it is of compara-
tively recent date that we have Inid
bare the sickening details of torture and
inhuman barbarity with which their
maraudings were invariably accom-
panied,  Of course there are some hon-
orable exceptions, especially among the
tribes in close proximity tothe Caspian
and Persian Province of Astrabad, but
nothing can be urged in favor of the
Sariks. Of a race of robbers aud mur-
dercrs, they are the worst, and, being
rather more favored by nature than
their Tekke brethren, cannot plead the
extreme poverty that often drove other-
wise well-meaning Tekkes to take part
in the forays;

The Sariks are supposed to have oc-
cupied Mery, in conjunction with the
Salors, at the time of the Arab con-
quest, but this seems rather doubtful,
if we accept as true the statement that
the Turcomans formed the vmzualnl of
the army of the Seljuk Turk princes
who crossed the Oxns from the north
in 1037, or nearly 400 years after the
first appearance of the Arabs, At any
rate, there seems to be little doubt that
they have occupied the Mery oasis for
about eight centuries, and are quite
Jjustified in regarding the Tekhes as
usurpers of their inheritance.  During

this time they have formed part of the

thority over Mery and owed al
to Irantan or Turanian with complete
indifference so long as border warfare
sfforded the opportunity of indulging
their predatory instinets.  As might
be expected, their tenure of the oasis
was not uninterrupted, but they seem
to have enjoyed undisputed owner-
chip from 1700 until I8i5, when
the struggle with the Tekkes com-
menced,  The latter, driven from
Oraz-Kala, on the river Tejend, by the
Persians, advanced northward, and af-
ter ten years' constant warfare, made
themselves masters of Mery, where they
have sinee remained, For assisting
Sultan Murad Mirza, Governor of Kho-
rassan. in an expedition undertaken on
their behall against Merv, the Sariks
were set upon h'\.' the Tekkes and de-
cimated, They thereupon withdrew to

their present positions at Yulutan, some |

forty miles frotn Mery and Penjdel,
the seene of General Komaroll™s treach-
erotis massacre of the Afghans,

Chinnge of domieile and loss of power
were unaccompanied by any attempt at
emendation of their evil ways on the
part of the Sariks. Their first acts were
the expulsion of the Salors from Yuli-
tan, and of the Jemshidis and Teimurs
from Penjdeh. Since 1857 they bave
lived in open enmity with the Tekkes,
plundering small bands when opportu-
nity offered, and making organized raids
on Northwest Alghanistan and the de-
fenceless Province of Khorassan, Their
lost grand alaman (raid) can be recorded
with grim satisfaction, as it resulted in
a complete tiasco, In 1877 the Sariks
swooped down upon the Persian wwn
Turbat-i-Shaiskh-i-Jami. and carried off’
30,000 sheep and many prisoners, The
Shah at once telegraphed orders for the
vollection of & foree of two regiments
of infantry and 2,000 cavalry, and. to
insure secrecy, quietly told the officer
in command that he would lose his head
if the order became known. In due
time the force set out on its march,
crossed the Heri-rud, and in two days
reached the Sarik eamping-grounds on
the slopes of the Paropamisus, near
Gulran.  So sudden snd unexpected
was the Persian attack that almost
without firing a shot 100 shepherds and
100,000 sheep were captured and driven
back to Persia.

The Sariks are divided into five prin-
cipal clans, which are further sub-
divided intosixteen families or branches,
At Yulutan and Penjdeh these families
are indiscriminately mixed, and the
total papulation is aboutsixty thousund,
The method of computation followed is
always based upon the number of canals.
The whole community being dependent
on the water-supply for existence, the
administrative system of all Turcoman
tribes i limited to enforcing the rego-
lar distribution of water, and compul-
sory Isbor in connection with the repair
and cleansing of the canals, In cach
of the two Sarik oases there are
18 large, about 500 secondary. and 6,000
small canals.  As it 1s very rarely that
more than one family makes use of a
small canal, it is reckoned that there
are from 12,000 to 13,000 tents in both
oases, If, as 18 presumed, the admin-
istration established by General Koma-
rofl’ at Penjdeh be conducted on native

rinciples, the applause with which

ussian papers herald its inanguration
is rather out of place, There has been
no such thing as native administration
known to either the Merv Tek-
kes or Sarik Turcomans, True,
ench branch appoints a ke'khoda, or
elder, but his power is exceedingly
limited, and, except in rare cases of ab-
normal personal mfluence, is restricted
to the regulation of the water-supply,
In discussing alamans, or any other
affaivs affecting the community, every
one hag & voice in the matter, and joins
with the rest or holds aloof as he thinks
fit.

is, therefore, an obvious sham. They

THE BARONY OF LOVAT.

Am Amcient FPeersge Cintmed by 8 Mining
Enginerr.
[From the New York Sun,)

A peerage case of peculiar features
and romantic interest is about to be
heard before the Committee for Privi-
leges of the House of Lords, The
present Lord Chancellor, Earl of Sel-
borne, Lord Blackburn, Lord Bram-
well, and some other able judges are the
law lords of the committee.

The claim to which we refer is that
of John Fraser, a mining engineer of
Carnarvon, to the barony of Lovat.
We all remember the story of Simon,
Lord Lovat, who was beheaded on
Tower Hiil in 1747 for having taken
part in the rebellion of Charles Edward,
the young pretender, His career was
2 smgular combination of cunning
and daring, of treachery and cour-
age, FEarly in life, upon the
death of his cousin Hugh. the
ninth lord, whe left no son, Simon
eloped with the eldest daughter. Ame-
lia, and when she left him seized her
estates. For this and other deeds of
violence he was attainted. He then
forced the widow of Hugh to marry
him, and for this crime Simon was out-
lawed and compelled to flee to France.
He returned to Scotland some years
later and fought against the Ja.
cobins in the rebellion of 1715, earn-
ing thereby a pardon under the
great scal, and the restoration of his
eatates, He obtained a decree granting

him the peernge in 1730, but becoming
dissatistied, he sided with Charles Ed-
ward, and, although he did not himself
appesr in battle array at Calloden, he
=ent his son, the Master of Lovat, to
head the clan Fraser on that disastrous
day, Simon bore himseli with courage
during the ordeal of his trial in the
House of Peers, and surrendered his
head to the block, uttering the line from
Horave : ** Dielve el decorum est pro
paira mar,"?

His cldest son, the Master of Lovat,
fought gallantly against us in the Revo-
lation and became a general in the
British army. He secured a pardon
and the title and estates, but upon the
death, in 1815, of his successor, a
younger brother, without issue, the
line of Thomas of Beaufort hecame ex-
tinet, The title was finally, in 1557,

conferred upon the representative of a

remote eollateral branch, Thomas of |

Strichen, and his son is the present
Lord Lovat, who defends the snit msti-
tuted by the mining engincer.

the famous Simon never was entitled to

brother, Alexander. from whom the
winer of to-day is a direct de-
scendant in the male line.

Alexander was u rather lawless per-
He took part in the rebellion of
Viscount Dundee in 1689,  Nubse-
quently, when dancing  with  Miss
Camphbell at a wedding at Mr, Chisolm’s
farm-house, the fiddler incensed him
by playing the tune ** Tha Biotag air
Maec Thomais," the words connected
with which were derisive, and Alexan.
der struck the musician and killed him.
To avoid arrest and trial he fled to
Wales, and as the Government was
then looking about for persons con-
cerned in Dundee's rebellion, the
relatives  of the fugitive gave
ont that he was dead. He took refuge
with the Marquis of Powis, a Jacobite,
and worked as an ordinary miner in
that nobleman’s lead-mines. He de-
voted himsell to mining pursuits, pros-
pecting for several years among the
lead-mines, and finally discovering the
Parys Mountain copper-mines, near
Almwich, where he passed the remain-
der of his hife.  While in exile he mar-
ried the daughter of a Welsh gentleman
named Edwards, by whom he had four
sons, the eldest of whom, John, was
the great-grandfather of the petitioner
of to-day. Alexander died in 1770,
when he was over one hundred years
old. His son John and his grandson
John worked in the same mincs, and
the present claimant, hiz great-gran ison
John, was first & miner and is ow &
mining evgineer. The mass of docu-
wents and evidence in the cause is
enorous, and great lawyers are re-
tained. Sir Hardinge Giflard and Mr.
Charles Russell leading for the claim-
ant, the Solicitors-General of England
and Scotland representing the present
holder of the title, and the Attorney-
(ieneraland the Lord-Advocate watching
the case for the Crown,

The petitioner’s chain of title seems
pﬂ:fea:t. and it is not his fault that the
claim has lain dormant for over a cen-
tury. His grandfather went to Inver-
ness to claim the estates in 1813, his
fellow-miners having raised a purse to
pay his expenses. He sought in vain
to get his case taken up in Edinburgh
in forma pauperis, and later made a
fruitless effort in London, and it is only
recently that John Fraser has had
money enough to collect the evidence
and bring forward his claim,

frs History sud Growih-The Principal Ju-
dustries- Leadiug Firms-Banking Inver-
N-Iiu-mll!'.(.

Retvsvinee, N, C., June 20, 1885,
Reidsville, which is in Rockingham
county, N. (., a short distance from
Danville, Va,, like a number of other
towns in the Old North State that have
developed rapidly since the close of the

te war, owes its growth and pros-
perity to the manufacture of tobacco
and th. handling of the leaf. Previous
to the war it had apparently no busi-
ness ontlook, and was known as a
country post-office and halfway station
on the stage line between Danville and
Greensboro”. It is on the Richmond and
Danville road, and is one of the growing
tobaceo towns of North Carolina. From
present indications it has before it a
bright future. In 1563, after the
completion of the Piedmont road—
known asa part of the Danville sys-
tem—it became one of the principal
stations for shipping. In 1566 Major
M. Oaks, an official of the road, at-
tracted by its natural advantages, and
believing that at some early day the
place would become a town of some’
note, bought and built a hotel on the
site on which now stands the Pied-
mont Iotel, At that time there was
only one business-house in the place—
which was that of Lindsey & Reid,
and, much to the astonishment of the
people. shortly thereafter another com.
mercial house was opened. This was
looked upon as a suicidal move. as it
was thought one would more than sup-
ply the wants of trade, But others
soon followed, and in the vear of 1571
the new era begun, In 1272 the first

tobacco warehouse was opened  for
the sale of the leaf, and the
amount  sold exceeded the most

sapguine expectation of the citizens,
for many of them looked upon the
building of & warchouse by Mesars,
Oaks & Allen as ridiculous, and advised
sgainst it.  However, the proprictors
having met with success, others soon
followed, and shortly thereafter lots
increased in value, private dwellings
were erected, storehouses were built,
tobacco-factories and warchouses went
up as if by magie, and Reidsville
sprung from a railroad station into an
incorporated town numbering  3.500
people. 1ts location is healthy. and it
15 well supplied with pure water, and
is 843 feet above tude-water.
