So the effect of
the addition of the eleventh amendment
to the Federal Constitution was to pro-
vide that a State shall not be sued by
her own citizens, nor by eitizens of an-
other State, nor by citizens of a foreign
nation.

The Democrats of Virginia, followiog
the lead of the Chief Justice of the
United States and his three dissenting
sasociates in the recent Virginis coupon
cases, claim that these decisions were
rendered in “violation of the eleventh
amendment, and thatthe ** sovereignty "'
of every State is assailed by those de-
cisions, and will be endangered wnless
the Supreme Court of the United States
can be tanght to respect the Constitu-
tion of the United States.
