A HEAVY ROBBERY.
BONDS TO AMOUNT OF #38,000.

Mr. Mark Dewney the Loser—Themas W.
Carpenter the Taker—Particalars and Per-
sounls of the Affnir.

Between 9 and 10 o'clock yesterday
morning it became known in the busi-
ness community that Mr, Mark Downey
had been robbed of $38.000 in coupon
honds, and that Thomas W, Carpenter,
book-keeper for Campbell & School-
eraft, brokers, was the criminal. The
details as given by Mr. Downey and
Mr. Schoolcraft are as follows: Some
years ago Mr, Downey rented a safety-
deposit box in the vault of the State
Bank, and, as usual, two keys were fur-
nished him, One of these Mr. Downey
himself always kept, the other he had
left in the safe of Mr. Sprigg Campbell.
Mr. Downey has long suffered from
weak eyesight, and Mr, Parker Camp-
bell and his son, Mr, Sprigg Camp-
bell, were in the habit of assisting
him when it was necessary to refer to
the bonds, The two Messrs, Campbell
have been dead for several years, and
the key, properly labelled and tagged.
remamed in the possessien of the con-
cern, but of its existenoe Mr. School-
craft had no knowledge—that is to say,
he knew mnothing of it since Mr.
Sprigg  Campbeil’s death, and Mr.
Downey had forgotten all about it,
and of late Mr. W. R. Quarles has
acted as Mr. Downey’s broker.

THE KEY,

This key fell into the hands of Mr.
Carpenter, and the temptation proved
too strong for him,

He was in the habit of going to the
State-lank vault to reach Campbell &
Schooleraft’s box there, and he availed
himeeif of the opportunity and the key
to plunder Mr, Downev's box.

The operation was simple and easy.

The State-Bank people knew him as
the 7epresentative of Campbell &
Schooleraft,  He had long veen in the
cmployment of Mr. Schooloraft and was
honored and trusted by him. [le had
authority to go to the firm's box in the
vault, and therefore his procoudings in
there attracted no attention, The de-
posit boxes number more than a hun.
dred ; are securely fixedin one side of
the vault, where there is always n zas-
light burning, and all that Carpenter
had to do was to come into the hank,
pags nround the ecashier’s desk, enter
the vault, take out his Keys

and open

the boxes. 'Thus he able to enter
Mr, Downey™s box without the shightost
risk. '

Mr. Downey could think of nothing
demanding his attention here, and was
disposed to treat the matter as a joke.
Besides, he was very sick and suffering
great pain, and he asked for partienlars.
Mr. Schooleraft replied substantially
that he would have to explain in per-
son; that if Mr. Downey could net
come, he would go to the White,

So it was arranged that Mr, School
craft should go to the White. He went
Monday. Tuesday night he and Mr,
Downey returned to the city together,

THEY LOOK IN THE BROX.

Yesterday morning Mr. Downey and
two friends went to the State Bank and
got his tin box out of the lock-box in
the vault. Mr, Dowrey had a care-
fully-made-out list of his bonds and
#tocks, and he found upon examination
all of his registered bonds and a 81,000
coupon bond of the Chesapeake and
Ohio Railway Company, but the fol-
lowing coupon bonds were missing :

Petersburg railroad, Clase B bonda,
216,000,

The market value of these bonds is

a1l of them were sold in Baltimore nt
the Stock Board, and are now probabile
in the hands of innocent holders, A
large part of them were sold on the

A CHAPTER OF ACCIDENTS

IN PETERSRURG YESTERDAY.

Furmers® Council of the Fourith Disirici—
Democrats Flensed with the Tickes.
[Correspond of the K A [Nspatob. )

PETERSBURG, August 5, 1585,

Mr. Alexander Congdon, a farmer of
Chesterticld county, was thrown from
his buggy on High street last night and
quite pamfully injured,

At the lower end of High street a
rope is stretched across to prevent the
passage of vehicles, because of the se-
rious iliness of a young lady in the vi-
cinity. OF this fact Mr, Congdon was
not aware, and he did not sce the rope
ax he drove Lriskly along, The horse
was thrown by sudden contact with
the rope, the buggy upset, and Mr.
Copgdon and & gentleman who was
riding with him were thrown out. Mr.
