LICORICE IN TOBACCO.

Who Discovered the Secret and How It Was
. Done,

Our contemporaries and correspond-

ents have been agitating this old

tion again, and.for the benefit of all

concerned the following story, which

may bo relied on, is published. It is

ing
It was afterwards copied into
the Danville News, from which the clip-
ping was made, Here is the :
In an excerpt from the Reidsville
(N. C.) Times, published in the News
of yesterday, the question was asked,
“ J:I:o was the first manufacturer of
sweet tobacco?" In reply it was
stated that Jesse Hare, of Lynchburg,
first used licoriee. Such, according to
an old tobacconist of this eity, turns
out to be incorrect—a Baltimorean,
Mr. William Abbott, having a prior
claim of the inyention, and from whom,
indirectly, Mr. Hare obtained his in-
formation, The story may not be
without interest to the masticators of
the weed,

Nearly half a century ago William
Abbott kept a tobacco-store on south
Broadway between Lancaster and Alice-
anna streets, He did a very successful
business in a small way and had a good
run of custom, For years he experi-
mented to produce a manufactured to-
bacco which would become poptrar and
palatable, and at length succeeded in
making the desirable article. IHis brand
became favorably known, and there was
a great demand for it, but he was one
of the old, slow-but-snre-going persons
who was content to move along in the
ordinary groove and supply kis favorite
friends with the sweet morsal,

Mr, Jesse Hare was then sending his
tobacco from Lynchburg, Va. He had
scen some of Abbott’s manufactured to-
baeco and longed to get possession of
the seeret, as he knew there was money
init.  Through William Heald, a com-
mission merchant, to whom Iare con-
signed his shipments, negotiations were
opened to start & company with Ab-
bott, Mr. Heald offering to furnish
enough money to put up a hundred
presges.  Abbott had but two,

The negotiations fell through, Abbott
being satisfied to keep his sccret and
small monopoly to himself.

One day when Hare was in Baltimore
he was seated in Walter Moxley's to-
baceo-store, which was on the other
side of Broadway, nearly opposite that
“ Moxley,” said Hare,

*1 don’t know,"" replied Moxley.
s 1t gells like ——." gaid are,
“*Gioes like blazes,” returned Mox-

* How can we find it out? "

“ Annlyze it,"" suggested Moxley.
“Good idea! Here, boy, go over to
Abbott's and get hall a pound of his
sweet tobacco,”

The boy was given a levy—tobaeco
was worth but twenty-five cents a
pound in those days—and.in a few min-
utes returned with a long, flat piece of
manufactured tobacco,

Mr. lNare placed the cake on his
knee and with a sharp knife eut it
lengthwise and crosswise like a check-
er-board, Then bending it 8o as to get
at the interior of the plug, he began
picking at it with the point of the knife,
which he carried to his mouth to taste,
Mr. Moxley watched the operation,
and presently detected s black speck
about the mize of a graiz of wheat,
“What's thatt "' he exclaimed.

Down went the knife ; back sgain to
the mouth. [Hare let his tongue beat a
tattoo for & moment on the roof of his
mouth as be tasted the partiele of the
black speck, when he cried out; * I've
got it, by —=—1"

With that the speck was removed
and lnid on the counter. The knife eut
it in halves, Hare taking one part and

POSTAL TELEGRAPH,

Syme Interestimg Foacis Abomt the Fresant
Government Telegraph Syatom in Eoglond,

The State Department has received
some valuable information from ita
consular representative at  Dristol,
England, regarding the Government
telegraph  system of England and
its workings, This is especially
interesting just now in view of the
progpective effort at the coming session |
of Congress for the adoption of a gov-
ernmental system of that character in
this country. The report begins by
detailing the opposition offered to the
adoption of the system and the purchase
of private lines, which are striking in |
their similarity to the objections which
have heen urged in this country.

The opponents of the measure were,
as they are here at the present mo-
ment, chiefly the tolegraph com-
panies, which urged that the appro-
priation of their property, just as they
had succeeded in establishing it and
making it profitable, was a great out-
rage. They also claimed that the Gor-
ernment would not foster the inven-
tions and researsh and the growth of
the system and electrical science as
private companies would ; that there
was danger of the system being prosti-
tuted to political purpeses, and that
secrecy would be impossible.

The result of the fourteen yoars'
trial of the system has been to dispel
all doubts in favor of its value, even in
the minds of these who had so vigor-
ously opposed it in the first place.
The bill for ita purchase did not com-
pel the sale of all lines, in 80 many
words, but was so shyped that it re-
sulted in the sale of all the companies.

And why is |
not the telegraph more largely used in |
the United States®  Clearly because fa- |
cilities are lacking and rates are high. |
And elearly they are as they are he-
cause the income has been used for divi-
dends on unduly swelled capital rather
than for building lines, opening oflices, |
and reducing rates. And clearly the
ouly remedy is Government control.”
