Northumberland only SI in a vote of
over 1,700; Portsmouth only 32 in a

vote of over 1,000 ; Princess Anne only
15 in a vote of over 1,900; Roa¬
noke county only 121 in a vote of over

2,1 I'D ; Roanoke City only 47 in a vote
of over 1,10(1; Kockbridge only 102 in
a vote of over 4,000 ; Rockingham only
1 majority in ¦ vote of over 5,500 I!
Shenandoah only 101 in a vote of over

3,800 ; Smyth only 91 in i vote of over
2,200; Spotsylvania only 21 in a vote
of over 1,000.
