TUE FIRST ANNUAL MEETING.

On the Lilli of April, i>sr». there wm
held in thc IIouko of Ilelegates a farm¬
ers' convention, which, l.cforc adjourn¬
ment, oigM.w.td itself into the .' Farm¬
ers' Assembly " of Virginia.

Last night, pursuant to adjournment,
tho Farmers' Assembly met for the
lii-t time, in the hall of the House of

Delegates, at 8 o'clock.
There was not as full an attendance

as was expected, hut as a representa¬
tive body of the thrifty and wealth-pro¬
ducing element of our State, the As¬

sembly compared most creditably with
any gathering of thc kind ever seen in
the House of Delegates.
The Assembly was called to order by

Colonel II. Ii. D. Lewis, of Clarke, and
Bev. Mr. Gravitt opened the meeting
with prayer.

Colonel Lewis, after the prayer, ex¬

plained the necessity of organization,
alluding pointedly to thc fact that it
was the intention of the Assembly
to take a political color and send to

the Legislature men who would look
after thc interests of the farmers. He
suggested that all members when they
went home should proceed to work al"
once for the purpose of securing repre¬
sentation in the Assembly.

AMBBDHBBTI TO THK CONSTITU¬

TION.
The secretary read certain amend¬

ments to the constitution, which amend¬
ments had the effect to prune the cone
stitution of several cumbrous features,
which in nowise added to thc practical
efforts aimed at by the Convention. One
feature was the more effectual organi¬
zation of farmers in order to secure

representation in future meetings ol' the
Assembly.

It appeared that the old plan of elect¬
ing delegates did not work well, and it
was agreed that members of the Execu¬
tive Committee in each county should
bc t3-o[licia members of the Assembly.
The list of membership was increased
by the election of various protessors in
agricultural colleges and General S. C.
Armstrong, of the Hampton Normal
Behool.
A motion to make one member of

each agricultural society a member of
the Assembly was lost.

Mr. Lulim, of Albemarle, moved to
reconsider, and spoke to his motion.
Colonel Beverley opposed this, sayin*
thc present arrangement would allow
the clubs to have representation. The
matter was debated at some lentrth, but
the motion to r. consider was lost.
The constitut on was further amended

i?o as to provide for called meetings and
a meeting of the Assembly one day be¬
fore the commencement of the SV'.te
Agricultural Fair.

assembly. The motion prevailed.

Colonel Beverley moved that a com¬
mittee of five be appointed to whom all
resolutions should be referred without
debate, unless otherwise ordered.

COMMITTKE ON KOA DH.
The Committee on Roads made the

following report, which was referred to
a special committee of five :

The committee appointed by the
Farmers' Convention to consider the
subject of roads beg leave to make
the following report: They are sorry
to say that there are present only
two members of the committee
as originally constituted, but through
letters of members who are un¬

able to attend, and from information
derived from various sources, the com¬

mittee is pursuaded that there is a sub¬
stantial concurrence of opinion among
farmers as to the following points:
That a road law should be enacted by
the next Legislature which shall pro¬
vide.

First. That the present system of
working roads through labor should be
more efficiently enforced.

Second. That a general law should
be passed authorizing counties to bor¬
row money on theil* bonds to an amount
deemed sufficient to put the roads of
their county in thorough repair, re¬

quiring or these """counties"~ thai"
when they avail themselves of
the privilege to borrow money that
they should levy a tax sufficient to meet

thc interest of the debt, and 1 per
centum upon the debt to form a sink¬
ing fund. Also, to levy a tax in money
Miflicient, with the labor system, to
keep the roads in thorough repair.

Third. That it be provided by law
that the road system thus provided for
shall bc controlled in each county by a

capable, skilled man. who shall be
styled "road commissioner" of tint
county, and who shall have the control
ami direction of such permanent force
engaged in the repairs of the public
roadt as his county may find it expedi¬
ent to employ.

Indian life a, short time ago at one of
the camps in the Kaw Agency, Indian
Territory. A tent had been erected,
and all the effects of a dead brave were

deposited in the tent. Tho Indians
were going to hold an auction. At
early dawn before the sun the
Indians gathered around the tent.
The auctioneer, stepping out of
the tent holding a blanket in
his hands, began in a loud voice to
invite bids on the blanket. M Four
dollars," sang out an old man who had
a patch of yellow paint under his right
eye, and sat on the outer edge of the
circle which had now formed around
the tent. " I will give you five," eries]
one of the Indians sitting in the circle.
" It is yours," said the auctioneer, and
the bidder, after depositing a due-bill
for thc amount, received the blanket.
The auctioneer now brought out a pair
of beaded leggings, end the bidding
began.
One thing was noticeable : the num¬

ber bidding never exceeded two, and
the article was invariably knocked
down to the second bidder. Moccasins,
neck-laces, fans of eagle feathers.in
fact, the whole pharaphernalia of a

complete Indian outfit was brought out
and sold to the highest bidder.
Finally, an Indian pipe of red stone.a
very large and handsome one.was

brought out, and the bidding became
livelier, u Five dollars!" woe
shouted. M Eight," sang out a trader,
who. besides your correspondent, was
the only pale face in the audience,
and who already saw the pipe in
his mind's eye hanging with his other
Indian curiosities; but he was doomed
to disappointment when a hungry-
looking member of the circle, who was

evidently wanting his breakfast and
waa anxious to bring the ceremonies to
a close, said : " My brother, that pipe
has been smoked in many councils.
Our brother who lies buried on yonder
hill," pointing to a pile of rocks on a

high hill in the distance, " thought
much of that pipe. I un not willing it
should fall into other bands. Mt
brother, I will give a pony foi th<
pipe." These remarks of Old Hungry

were received with a few short yells,
which denoted great satisfaction.
At this point a member wi'.h nothing

on but a breech-clout came dashing into
the circle, holding in his hands a skillet
filleB with live coals. He wa- followed
by another one bearing in his arms a

lot of cedar, which was deposited over
the coals. These two were followed by
the dead Indian's relatives.wife,
tir. and children.moaning and wring-
it g their hands. Thc burning cedar now
rtgan to pour forth a volume of smoke.
ami enc by one the members of the
band rushed roto the unokc. bending
down dose to thc coals, turning
round and round, with many wild ges¬
tures and with outstretched blanket,
the smoke at times completely hiding
them from view. " Come on. my son,"
said one of the party, taking a firm
hold of the trader's arm, and reluct¬
antly the paleface was drawn into thc
smoke, where he performed thc smoke
set to the evident satisfaction of the
party. Hastily withdrawing in a flt of
coughing and gasping for breath, he
was met with many cries of "Good,
my son ! Thc ghosts will never trouble
you." The performance was now ended
by the auctioneer turning over all the
receipts of the sale to the relatives.

In thc early part of this year an ex¬

traordinary outbreak of religious craze

took place among the northern natives
of New Zealand. A Maori prophetess
living in Kawakawa, a settlement north
of Auckland, was the leader of the
movement. She is a young woman name I
Meri Tapu, about twenty-live years of
age, pleasant looking, but with a da/.ed
expression. Farly in March of this
yeal Meri foretold the beginning of the
millennium, which .-he fixed on the -Mh
of that month. The effect on th* na-

tivee was wonderful. Crowds visited
her daily, fully crediting her prophe¬
cies.
About the middle of March Meri and

some 200 of her immediate followers
reSnored to a separate encampment.
Prominent among theso disciples were

the chief Hohaia Patuonc au I his peo¬
ple, relatives of the late celebrated Ta¬
tuali Waka Nene, and inhabitants of
the Hokianga district. Meri and her
supporters professed tobe Roman Cath¬
olics, but did not bold any religious
service or ceremony whatever. The
tune was spent in various ..janus ami
amusements, end in sating, the latter
toking up a good portion of the
day. Money was spent In B
most reckless manner upon pro¬
visions snd nen clothes- wherein to sp-
pear on the last day. When Sash I Ml
short they obtaiae I goods from a neigh¬
boring store-keeper on cretin, aiel, when
thu uti m <l with summonses, said it did
not mstter, as thc Issi day would G ime
at the end of the month. Findingtheir
creditor unsatisfied with that knower,
they requested him not to take any pro¬
ceedings during Man h. as it was tabu
(sacredi*btit to wait till April, when, ii
nothing happene I. he should be paid in
full. This he was constrained to do.
The prophetess spent most of h<T

time in conversing with unbelieving \ i»-

itors, of whom there were plenty. They
were chiefly natives, attracted b
riosity and the lavish hospitality ol' the
converted ones. Being well versed in
Scripture she was able to discuss reli-
giou with any who card to arsrue with
her. The believers behaved in a very
orderly manner. Spirits were strictly
prohibited. Hut it was an anxious time
for the European settlers near the en-

campment. for there was no knowing
what change might not take place in
Meri's teachings. Safety lay in the
nearness of the day fixed at the last.
Had the time been longer there is bo
knowing what a band of will fanatics.
whose food supply had come to an end,
would not do.
As the time approached for the ful¬

filment of the prophecy the mania took
amore serious turn. A "tohnnga"
(priest) preached that Christ's media¬
tion was only for the Paheha (white
man). Burned offerings of dogs, cats.
and owls were made. These offerings,
however, were only preliminary and
typical of the grand sacrifice that was
to follow, and for which an altar was
built. The victim selected was a

young girl, daughter of the high priest
himself, she having expressed her will¬
ingness to die for the good of thc pee-
ple. The intended homicide was pre¬
vented by the police. Meri now gave
out that she would probably be missing
on the lust day, and intimated to her
followers that she would be remo wi
to the next world by supernatural
means.

At last the great day arrived and
nothing happened. Meri had disap¬
peared, having wisely departed to an¬
other part of the country with nume¬
rous presents. Her misguided follow¬
ers were powerless to do anything in
the face of a strong contingent of armed
constabulary posted to maintain order.
There was nothing left but to return to
their much-neglected plantations. The
only evidence of the movement is con¬
siderable distress among the natives,
owing to a reckless waste of provisions
and prolonged idleness.
