A FINE BUILDING PROMISED.

The dimension! of this structure
have been finally fixed on a very liberal
scale, and the accommodations which
will be efforded are not equalled by
thoaeof any other city of equal size.

The building itself, the base of which
is to be of granite and the remainder of
stock brick, faces on Canal street, and
occupies no less than 140 feet of that
front. Next to it comes a wide train-
shed of the same general style as that
with which our readers are familiar at

Washington, than which it will be a

few feet longer.
Thc entranee for passengers on foot

will be through a broad archway on

Seventh street, leading to a lsrgo and
finely-finished waiting-room .'{HxT'lfeet,
well lighted from above, and with a

gallery running around it on thc level
of the second story. This gallery
gives access to the upper rooms, which
will be thc offices of the company.
The waiting-room is to be surrounded
by handsome retiring-rooms, ticket
offices, dining-rooms, smoking apart¬
ments, ic.
The walls of these rooms will be

laid in gla/.ed tile or enamelled brick,
and every pains will bc taken to afford
ventilation and comfortable tempera¬
ture.
Thc entrance to the waiting-room for

those who come or go in vehicles will
be on thc south side of the building,
and from the premises of the railroad
companies, so as to redice the annoy¬
ance of noisy solicitation.
Ihe work upon the train-shed itself

will shortly begin, and it is expected
that it will be linished this year. The
passenger building cannot bc completed
before next summer.

It is also intended to provide, togeth¬
er with the above-described buildings.
an unusually large and substantial
freight building, which will occupy the
ground on the east side of Eighth street.

Altogether we shall be. whin the u
woiks are finished, exceptionally well
off as to our depot futilities, and the
cost, independent of the expenditure
for the ground, will be about 17.5,000.

For Um present the depot will be
used only by the Frederi. k-btirg and
Petersburg Railroad Companioi. The
Allegheny Railroad Companj is in the
hands of receivers, but will probably
undergo reorganization before very
long, and will then probably make ar¬

rangements fur using the depot. tic
danville mad is of a gauge different
from Um roadi on thii rid! of tho riv-r.
