Puryear is still confined in
the jail of this city, where he was re-
moved shortly after his arrest (o pre-
vent lynching. He appears to be in
excellent spirits, and is seemingly con-
fident of scquittal. He says he has
evidence that will certainly clear him
of the crime with which he is charged.
It is thought the defence will be that of
suicide,

Notwithstanding the most strenuous
efforts of the authorities to suppress the
Sunday liquor traffic, it is alleged that
the business is still carried on to some
extent in our city. Two citizens were
arraigned in the Mayor's Court this
morning charged with violation of the
Sunday law, but in the absence of wit-
nesses the cases were continued until
Thursday. The mayor announces that
he intends to enforce the law to the
letier.

Several parties, white and colored,
have been lodged in jail within the last
day or two as lunatics, and are await-
ing examination by a commission of
magistrates. One of them has been in
the asylum two or three times, and Lis
attacks are always very violent,

Parties are organizing for deer-hunt-
ing in the adjacent counties, but it is
said this noble game is not near so
abundant in this section this year as it
was several years ago.

General Mabone's Plan to Subjugate
the Conrim.
To the Editor of the Dispatch :

One of General Mahone's schemes
was to redistrict the State for the elec-
tion of circuit judges. The number
fixed by law was seventeen. It was
proposed to reduce that to twelve. The
plan, as given in Judge Lybrook's let-
ter, was to reduce the existing cirenits
to twelve in number, and 50 to arrange
the new circuits® By gerrymander as
that two of the existing judges should,
if possible, be included in each of the
new cireuits. This was to be done inor-
der to legislate hoth out, as the Consti-
tution requires the judge of each circuit
to reside in the same, the propoinders
of the measure arguing that il they
could so fix it, neither could hold the
conrt in the new eircuit, as two judges
resided in it, This was the infamons
scheme to legislate out of oflice by in-
direction and gerrymander what they
did not dare to attempt directly by a
total abolition of the Constitution,

The patron (Bailey) of the bill al-
mitted to me that such was the object,
and that when we got rid of the Funder
juidges we could redistrict again! For
our opposition and defeat of this bill
the ** address " denounces us as ** trij-
tors."

The hill to accomplish this iniquity
was first reported in the Senate.—Sce
Journal 185182, p. 20.  But failing
there from some cause, it was reported
in the House, extra session, Journal p.
22, and after a struggle was passed,
p. 04, But it was rejected by the Sen-
ate—ayes, 17; noes, 20, Among the
noes were Messrs, Iale, Newberry,
Willinms—Rig Four—and Mr, Wing-
field of Hanover. But in each house
the Mahoneites at once introduced a bill
similar to the one lost: in the Senate
by Mr. Rawles, Journal p. 1005 in the
House by Committee for Courts of Jus-
tice, p. 145,

But the Mahoneites never ealled it up
in either house,

The publication of the bill will show
what judges were struck at in the dif-
ferent circuits :

HOUSE BILL No. 1,
{Extrn Session, 1881-52,]

Whereas the public mterests demand
that the judicial cireuits of the Com-
wonwealth should be rearranged and
diminished in numbers : therefore,

Be it enacted by the General Asxyem-
Uy, That the State be, and the same is
hereby, divided into twelve judical eir-
cuits, as fullows :

First., The counties of Lee, Secott,
Wise, Dickenson, Buchanan, Tazewell,
Russell, and Washington, shall consti-
tute the First cirenit,

ALL LOST SAVE ONE MAN.

A Solitary Snilor Irom the Wrecked Barge
Orlent Renvlies Land Aljve.

A Galveston (Texas) special of the
20th says: About noon yesterday a
fisherman came to town and reportel
that & man had been taken from the
gulf alive last night in the height of the
storm, and was being cared for by a
neighboring farmer,

A Herald corvespondent visited the
lone survivor, and found himat a house
located about five miles down on the
island. 1le proved to be Dederick
Chuselle, the man who, on Friday night,
jutuped from the 1l-fated barge Orient
into the small boat that went to the
reseue of the crew during a heavy sea
and violent gale which prevailed all
that night, Chiuselle’s rescue seems to
have been almost a miracle.  His pa-
thetic statement was told  with dihi-
culty, he being so weak that he could
searcely speak.

The crew of the Ovient, Chuselle
said, consisted of Captain Griswold, an
old man named Jicorge, n boy named
Jimmie, o sailor named Bill, and Chu-
selle.  When the barge began to go to
pieces they lowered a small iron yawl
over the stern, put the ship's papers in
a valise, and old George jumped into
the yawl. Just then the wreek swung
around and swamped the yawl, and
George was hauled on board with dif-
culty. By this time the old barge was
fast settling and all hands ran forward,
Nothing, said Chuselle, could stand the
termble force of the sea,
washed over the wreck and they clung
to the rigging for dear life.

When they saw the yawl put out
from the tug Ranger they thought they
were all about to be saved, and Cap-
tain  Griswold kept encouraging his
ten to hold on and be brave,  When
the _',n\\] got un ler the bow of the
harge, and the crew of the hoat saue
out to those on board to jump, Chuselle
heard them, and fmmedintely jumped,
Lut 8% soon as he got into the yawl she
capsized. His accoint of how he
drifted about for ten hours within
sight of land ; Lhow the waves washed
him almost ashore, then carried him
back five miles or more, was a thrilling
tale of huwan suffering and endurance.
He drifted twenty miles, with a single
life-preserver, in a raging sea that an
ordinary swimmer could not butfet for
five minutes,

Chuselle has no hopes of ever again
seeing (‘aptain Griswold or any of his
sailor companions. They could not
have held on many hours after Chuselle
left them, and as nothing but the bare
masts could be seen at the wreck to-
day it is regarded as certain that Cap-
tain Griswold and his crew are drowned.

Yesterday the heavy rain-storm,
which has prevailed for nearly a week,
ceased.
