To th* Editor of tht Dispatch :

1 addressed s letter to tbe people in
AegwRt, 1*84. giving my reason* for
voting fer Mr. lil a in*. In regard to
Mr. Cleveland I u*ed thia language:

Owe hi* election to N*w York, for he
wa* put forward snd forced upon the
country by that great State for a par-
poi*. That purpose ia apparent. It
was lo foster, build op, retain, snd make
sure the supremacy of New York from
th* standpoint of mere politician*.
Be will sot, he dar* not, be¬

tray tbe policy of tb* politicians
of tbet St*te." The Herald is the
mouth piece of N«w York her money
power, banker*, importer*, Ac. The
editorials of thia psper are dictated
fiom bank-counter*, th* syndtestes of
cspilsl. hst great importers snd manu¬

facturer*. This paper is the shadow,
or it may be tbe aubiunce, cf Mr.
Cleveland. Of thia there can be no

doubt. The lirst art of Mr. Cleveland.
and (hat in an untimely hour, wa* to
commit himself, notwithstanding tbe
protest of his party, against silver
and ila coinage. In this he i*
neither a Democrat nor Republi¬
can, but merely the representative
of New York and it* first cousins
Chicago. Boston, Philadelphia.that
i*. an those classes in these great
cities. The Herald last year in its
efforts to fasten its free raw-material
policy on the country, and thus build
up New York and Ihe manufacturing
rt ni les of the Fast, sent its agent*
aronn.I and interviewed thc manufac-
tuiers and great importers, au-1 it wss

found tbst these manufacturers and im¬
porters, with treat unanimity and with¬
out oiotinclion of party, favored free
raw material and special low duties
in special thing*. The country
ot-ght to see the significance of'
their very selfish, personal ends.
For raw material fr<e mesns the *g-
grandirement nf the £*st at the ex¬

pense of ihe great interior, while a low
tarifT mesns hesvy importations and
wealth and profit to the importer at
tbe experrse of the laboring cl*\«cs of
the whol* country. To inere»sc our

import* |100*0t0,000 by * low tariff
is to reduce the American production
lUaO.O0tf.O00. while free raw material
would ruin or very seriously cripple
the manufactures of the vast interior,
adding wealth and power to the Fast;
and this accounts for the unanimity of
tbe manufacturer-; and importers of the
East.

I will now show that this paper is

Silver is deposited in the Treasury and
certificates for thc amount ua*)Cflit*d is*
sued to the depositors. So with gold.
And these certificates become a circu¬

lating medium at their fae* value.
Whether the BU"er or gold ii coined
or not docs not givecirculstion toeither.
so far as represented by these certifi¬
cates. Silver and gold never have cir¬
culated among us, save for small trans¬
actions, and as long as thc people hive
confidence in thc f'overninent thc Bill er
snd gold in tbe Treasury represented by
certificates will remain lhere, and thu
certificates will circulate. So in this re¬

gard it matters not whether thc gold
and silver are coined or not. Then,
why this hubbub about coining silver':
Hut the < mi* ci i.mi m acquires at times a

surplus in tbe Treasury. partly gold.
silver, and paper.and the question
arise*, ls it or not best to pay out this
surplus silver coin and retain the gold
coin, <tc. V

There are two great classes every¬
where.debtor and creditor. The ct edi¬
tor* ar* the bankers, usurers, bond¬
holders, Ac. Shall these people be
paid in goM alone ] Shall the amount
of money-circulating medium ho BO re¬

duced as to make a dollar worth to
them two dollars, or so increased as to
make a dollar paid them worth some¬

thing less» This is thc question ina
nutshell, and this hubbub is designed
to obscure it. That is all.

If fiiher is worth less dollar for dol¬
lar than gold, they will be paid in sil¬
ver, or ought to be, or in silver certifi-
catss. If it is at par with gold, then
why not in the one or the other. Now,
the great body of the people are debtors.
If eilher must sutler, shall it be thc
people or the moneyed men and sal¬
aried men? The patriot and philan¬
thropist will not hesitate for an answer;
and from the apprehension nf these
moneyed classes comes this war on sil¬
ver. These classes.I am horrified in
narrating it.for the most part, both
here and in Kurope, now own tbe poli¬
tician*, the public press, and thc pulpit
a* well. They elevate tlc tn and they
pull them down. Sve, for example, a

diatinguished philanthropist now willi
insane hand shaking tbe hi.nely shirt
over the people of a great State, clamor¬
ous about negro rights, deaf to thc wail
of slaughtered Chinese j who goes to
Washington worth i»2,.'iiK». and la a
faw years, with no ostensible business,
turn* up a millionaire and a howling
philanthropist.

But, say tbe moneyed men, the labor¬
ers of the country will sutfer miles, the
coining of ailver is stopped, for they
will bv paid in silver. Silver will de¬
preciate in value, Ac, Ac.

Indeed ! I-et us suppose labor is #1
a day. If the silver dollar as com¬

pared with gold gets to be worth only
ninety cents in the dollar, then the la¬
borer will be paid in silver. Dpes thc
Herald suppose the laborer will stand
thia? Did that paper ever hear of
strikes? What will the laborer do?
Int me remind the Herald that labor no

longer take* off its hat. The laborer
will at once demand an advance in his
wages and get it. Tbe price of labor
lbs world over is governed by the cost
of living. If tbst is high, labor will be
high ; if low, labor will be low. If live
gold dollars will buy a barrel of flour,
sod Isbor ia a gold dollar a dav, live
days gets the flour. If the Isborer is
paid in silver, sod $5.50 iu silver will
get the flour, theo he will get that

jv amount in ailver for the five days' work,
^ Hence the coinage and circulation of
¦ silver can in no event harm him.

?ast any reflection os this class of peo¬
ple, but 1 must say that they give no
reasons for their opinions, but in their
statements we find a vast amount of
?elf-conceit and presumptions arro¬

gance, and be who goes among them to
leam political economy is but a sheep
among wolves to learn mercy and
morals. Such men are not thinkers,
but actors, 'they arc not architects
or builders, but mechanics. They do
not lay oil the work to be dons, but
do the work marked on thc world's
trestle-board bj the world's thinkers
and human progress.

CHARLES STEWART PARNELL,
L***>r *r ihe .'.leiieoallete" la IB* Heae*

er Cemaaeae.

Charles Stewart Parnell ia "till a

young man, having been born at Avon¬
dale, in the county of Wicklow, Ire¬
land, aa recently as 1847. His father
was the son of a gentleman who was at
one time high sheriff for the County
Meath, and his mother the daughter of
Admiral Stewart, who commanded the
I'nited States frigate " Constitution ''

during the war of 1812. He inherited
the estate on which he was born, and
was educated at Harrow School, Eng¬
land, and Magdalen College of the
I niversity of Cambridge. In 1875
he was elected member of Par¬
liament for Meath, and represented
that constituency until the eeneral
election of 1880, when he was re¬

turned for three constituencies, in¬
cluding the one he had represented so

long. Hs preferred to sit for the city
of Cork. At tho beginning of his par¬
liament arv career he was a member
of the Irish Home-Rule party, in which
he soon ro*e to eminence. In Octo¬
ber of the aanio year he founded
and was made lirst president of the
National Irish Land League. Simul-
taneou.lv with an agitation which in
18*0 made Mr. Parnell the supreme
Irishman and the virtual ruler of his
country, extraordinary means of relief
were adopted for the relief of Irish dis¬

tress, in which troth England and the
United States took a conspicuous part.
In January. 1880. Mr. Parnell visited
the United States and created a feeling
that crystali/ed itself in tbe formation of
I.and-I.eague associations, which proved
the main tinancial support of thc home
organization. Ile was subsequently
chosen president of the Home-Kule
party in place nf Mr. Shaw. Towards
the close of 1880 information of ledi*
tious conspiracy was applied for by
the down against Mr. Parnell and
certain of his a.*>sociates, which re¬

sulted in a trial brought to an inde¬
terminate issue, but their virtual ac¬

quittal bj tha Boa-agreeaseat of thc
jury. When he took his seat for
»'ork tba young statesman was made
leader of the Iri-h party ia the House
of Commons. His tactics of ob¬
struction produced a strong feeling
against him in Em-land, ami umler thc
coercion act. which was thought neces-

sary by Mr. Gladstone's Government
in order to the restoration of the
power of the Crown in Ireland, he
was in October, 1881, arrested as

a "suspect" and imprisoned in Kil-
mainhara jail. He was released.
it is alleged, as the result of a letter
to the Prime Minister, in which he
is understood to have otlired his co¬

operation with thc regular Buthoritiei
in the restoration of order and the de*
vicing af merisiins intended lo obviate
the causes of political trouble in his
native land. Since his return to the
House of Commons, as previously, ha
has shown remarkable ability as a

leader, and has been thc head and
.ron! of local agitation in Ireland.
When tbe Land League col¬
lapsed as the result of the repressive
legislation adopted by Parliament, he
organized the Irish National League,
which is largely composed of the same

membership. Its operations, however,
were more or less restrained by law
until about the time of tho advent of
the present < Iov eminent to power, when
Ireland again came under the ordinary
administration of justice. There seems
to ba no proof that this lenient policy
is unwise, Irish leaders, including Mr.
Parnell, advising the people to refrain
fii tn outrages.

If gold alone be taken as the stand¬

ard of value, who is to fix that v alue ?
Cold itself is subject to fluctuations in
value. Double the quantity produced,
and the vi.lue is diminished in almost
the same proportion.

If so, there may he changes
every month or two, and the dollar of
412' grains must be replaced by the
dollar of more or fewer grains, a> the
occasion demands. Who tixes the value
of silver, anyhow? Does Covernment.
or the brokers ¦ Why is the trade dol¬
lar worth less in commerce than the
standard dollar? If the brokers lix the
puce ol silver, how long will it remain
fixed? Let Coverninentfmt, and then
treat it in all respects as it does gold,
and see what lluctuations may arise,
and then ye can test more accuratelythe values put upon these respectivemetals by speculators.
