Near here is the famous Mas-
sanutton mountain, upon whose top¬
most peak the Federals were in the
habit of stationing their signal corps
to observe the movements of Stone¬
wall Jackson in the Valley. Tho noxt

point of interest reached was the vil¬
lage of Mcfiaheysvillc, which, during
the war, was thc scene of a severe

cavalry engagement between the Cm-
federates, under the cominan J of Cap¬
tain 1'ayler. and a detachment of (ien¬
eral Kanks's Federal cavalry. A few
miles further is Millbank, where a large
number of people had assembled in tho
rain at Rucker's Store to see and hear
Lee.

The
charge against him of having eouapired
against thc Government of KeuadOff
was. he declared, unsusceptible ol'
proof and untrue. Ho was imprismed.
with some othar business-men. in ordor
that money might bo extorted from
him. Ile has documentary proofs ol
thc willingness of thc authorities le
release him at any Hun upon the pay¬
ment of 180,000. He was confined
for a Hmo in an unventilated and lilthv
coal-hulk, and was then transferred to
a prison situated in tho basement of a

yellow-fever '..ospital. Mr. Santos will
employ counsel im tuc* hate ly, and will
tile a claim for damages with the State
Department against, the Government of
Ecuador.
