Washington and took an early evening
train for Alexandria. The train was

lilied with i,uitc a number of negroes
and Republican oHice-holders, whose
presence was needed to swell to a re¬

spectable size, thc audience he expected
to address,. Mr. John Ambler Smith,
who, theugh a Iiepublu-an of long
standing, is opposed tn the,-Mahnne
tieB8l in general and Mr. Wise in par¬
ti* ular, occupied a seat in the smoking-
car ol thc train. Mr. Wisc tonk his
stat immediately behind Mr. Smith.
Some time apo Mr. smith took o<va-

Hon to say, in a published letter, that
Ik n-garded Mr. Wi.-c's defeat as cer¬

tain. For these words thc I.epuhlican
candidntc tonk him to task shortly after
the train had left this rity. He accused
Mr. Smith of deserting his party, and
was not very particular in the lan¬
guage he um I. Mr. Smith stood the
tirade as long as he could, and tlicn
intimated to Mr. Wisc that ho was

not telling the truth. Without a mo¬

ment's warning Um latter raised his list
and struck Mr. Smith in the face. This
was tba signal for a general assault
upon Mr. Smith by all the negroes in
the «ar, and before assistance could
reach him he had been pretty severely
brindled.

A lnlUMirrliT'i B* **««*,
A Trentoo special says Rufus Rain¬
