Shortly afterward the President sent
for General Grant and said to him that
the relations of our Government with
Mexico were very delicate, and then
wished him to go to the Uity of Mexico
al once on A very important mission,
The General knew this was to get him
out of the way rnd put it in the power
of the President to call, as his succes-
sor, to Washington some officer upon
whoem he could rely, He replied that
if the appointment was a diplomatic one
he dechmed it il it was a military one
he vefused to obey, because the Gen-
cral of the Army could not be ordered
to a forcign country with which we are
at peace, The interview was a stormy
one, but the subiject was dropped. One
day the General was sent West on a
tour of inspection. He knew General
Sherman was te be his successor, and

in  him he had absolute confi-
dence.  The outspoken layalty of
that great soldier prevented the

project from ever being ronewed.

It 15 at this date needless to specu-
late upon what might have happened
had General Grant actively assisted or
passively obeyed the President, No
one doubts the courage and obstinacy
of Andrew Johnson. and only a man of
cqual firmne £s and determination could
have prevented a most calamitous and
unfortunate strife at a most critical
period of the reconstruetion of the re-

The Revival of Sectioualinm.
[Atlania (Gin,) Constitution,]

*We have already alluded in these col-
umns to the prominence which the re-
sult in Ohio gives to John Sherman as
a possible Republican candidate for
President. This flrt:‘:;w"w. is of
Jittleimportance to our readers compared
with the real significance of the Ohio
election, That election emphasizes, as
no other event could do, the fact that
what is called the ‘*southern ques-
tion " is still & very live issue in the
polities of the North.

We have heard a good deal recently
about the desire for harmony and unity
and fraternity that is supposed to aii-
mate the bosoms of the people of the
North, but the probability is that only
the people of the sentimental South
bave any real langing for frateraity and
harmony.

over to the contempt of the great
mass of INepublican voters at the
North. In the eyes of these voters
the people of the South are not
only rebels and secessionists, but
bulldozers and assassing; and this
particular issue is thought to be so im-
portant that not only was it employed
in Ohio, (with success, as wo have secn,)
but in Pennsylvanis, & State which the
