At Portsmouth. N. H., four vessel*
went ashore. Portland, Me., reports
two v«**eis ashore. Dover. N. H.. re¬

ports a seventy-mile pale. Province-
town, Mbps., telegraph* that lVi tm-

sela ran io there for harbor, anil tbat
collisions were numerous. The United
States*revenue-cutter fiallatin did great
service in hauling boat* off shore and
placing others in good anchorage
ground. New London says that the
storm was tbe severest in many years,
and tbe schooner A delila wm beached
and broken to pieces.

Terrible tataaalty.

New London, i i. November 2.-.
A terrible calamity, by which six lives
were*lost, occurred on Sunday night,
caused by the explosion of the boiler ol
Mcam-Diedge No. 4. of the Ail*
Diedging Company, of Brooklyn. N. V.
Tbe dredge has been employed on *he
Providence river for four years, and left
Providence for New York at 0:\'> Sun¬
day morning in tow of the tug OL C.
Waata, Captain Tweedy. In order to
keep the bilge clear the stearo-pump
on the dredge was kept at work. Jsflt
befoie midi ight, when nearing Race
Keck light. Captain Tweedy, who wm
at the stern of the tug, noticed a moving
light on the dredge and heard voices,
but could not distinguish the word-.
A minute later be heard an explosion
on the dredge, aud saw fire, smoke,
ami steam. The dredge sank imme¬

diately, and the stern of the tag was
(irawn under the water before the hew¬
er could be cleared. She was imme¬
diately put about, but no trace of the
eridge or her crew could be found.

After searching in the vicinity for
half an hour the tug headed for this
harbor, arriving ia tbe teeth of the
easterly gale that prevailed. Aa ABBB
as the storm subsided the Waite again
went out to Race in the hope of fin ding
even the dead bodies of the unfortunate
men who went down with the
dredge. but nothing could be
found.not even a tloating piece of
dredge. The tug returned to port
this .vening. The names of the men

on tbe ill-fated craft are not fully
known. As far as can be learned they
wete Captain Hubert Kt nt. Mate
Strobs, hts brother, ihe steward, of
Providence: a deck-hand known as
" Sandy," tbe fireman, whose name
could not be ascertained, and a Provi¬
dence man, who was working his pas¬
sage to Brooklyn.
When the dredge left Providence a

large Newfoundland dog was on board.
To-night two young men at Black Point,
oven miles from here, saw the- dog
swim to shore and drop exhausted.
They took the dag to a house near hy,
and he is now gahdag strength. It is
probably thc only liv m.: .dag that sur¬

vived the explosion. The distance from
the place where the dredge went down
to where the tkf landed ll
miles.
