When Edward L. Francko returned
ft' in tarope late in June, and a few
dajs afterward took to his home a

young bride, his friends called him a

very lucky roan. Ile agreed with them,
for be said that thc girl he had married
was not only beautiful, as every one

could see, but was heir prospective to a

fortune. Francko was forty-three
years old. and bad been for a

year a widower, with three chil¬
dren, the clelcst a girl of sixteen.
Ida Denk. the bride, was barely more

than half of Francke's age. She was

eviderdly refined, and some of those
who met ber wondered how she had
taken up with such a gruff companion
as rminke', and how she could adapt
herself to thc inferior surroundings of
the cheap restaurant that he kept at
No. Cb West strett, where he lived.
Hut as she ricemed content wonder
soon ceased, and for a time all went
smoothly.
No one knew when Mrs. Francke dis¬

covered her mistake. It had been no¬

ticed only for a month past that she
kept out of sight of customers at tbe
restaurant. Yesterday at noon, when
the restaurant was full of people, the
report of a pistol was heard from a

room in the rear. Francke sent bis
bar-tender to tbe room. On the door
was lying the young wife. A pistol
was clutched in her right band. Francke
ran out and returned with a policeman.
Thc two men bent over the body, in
which life still lingered. As they
lifted it to a lounge the brown hair fell
back from the temples, disclosing a
black and red spot where the bullet
had entered. By the time an ambu¬
lance airivcd Mrs. Francks was dead.

Francke sat by the body most eif tba
afternoon, bewailing his misfortune and
tn ing to account for the act. A few
friend! were admitted to sec him.
Others weie warned off by the bar-
teneler, who said he was " very cross

and ugly this afternoon." Deputy
Coroner Herold found him pretty well
reconciled by 4 o'clock, when he called
to inquire into thc motive and circum¬
stances of tbe shooting. I

According to Francke's story, the
girl had left home more than a year
ago. lier father bold tba position of In¬
spector of Mines of Havana, and was a

man of independent fortune as well a*

of high political standing. Her step¬
mother was a Baroness, Ida and the
Baroness did not get along well to¬
gether, and Ida was too sensitive and
high-spirited to remain at home. She
abandoned the comfort and allluence of
Hodenmais to try her fortunes
in this country. On her arri¬
val hbo obtained a place as gov¬
erness in an Op-town family. She knew
little of English, but wai a scholar in
French and German, and was an accom¬

plished pianist. While under engage¬
ment as governess she met Francke. Ile
paid ber devoted suit. Ina few months,
some adjustment of home affairs having
been reached, she went back to her
mountain home at Hodenmais. Francke
followed and won her. They returned
on thc Kider on June 25th. Three days
later they were married at the home of
Francke's mother, Port Richmond,
Staten Island.

City lifo as seen at the West-street
restaurant soon lost its attractions for
ber, Francke said. In thc summer¬

time, when they went on pic-nics to¬
gether, she would leave the company
and wander oil alone for hours in the
woods. She often went to Staten
Island, not to visit any one, but to get
as far as possible away from a settle¬
ment and roam in the wilds. He found
her several times on the roof of his
house gazing wistfully at the distant
hills.
The young wife found nothing she

could enjoy in common with Francke's
children. The)- had been raised amid
West-street surroundings and liked
them, and they had no sympathy with
her dislike of such things. They did
not put themselves out to make life
pleasant for her. To give her mind
occupation she went into the restaurant
kitchen and soiled her white hands with
tbe cook's work. It was not well done,
and Francke Bald he bad no time to fool
with apprentices ; ali he wanted her to
do was, to enjoy herself and let his busi¬
ness alone. No one seemed to want
her. She was too proud to g>> with her
troubles to the few friends she had
made here, assuming that if she could
not get companions or sympathy at
home she could expect neither outside.
About three weeks ago Francke

caught his wife in one of the upper
rooms loading his pistol. She said she
was tired of life. Ile took the pistol
away. In a few days she had another
pistol. Ile found her with it and took
it from her. Not long afterward, on

going to the sitting-room back of the
restaurant, he saw a safe, of which he
.lone knew the combination open. She
said she had opened it to find the pistol;
that she had often opened her father's
safe by studying out the combination,
and could open any safe. Qa Monday.
Francke said, she went to him and asked
him to forgive her for acting as she had.
M I cannot do it." he replied. .. I

cannot stand this much longer."
"Then let us separate," she said,

" and be divorced."
" That is something to talk to a law¬

yer about," was his answer.
Mrs. Francke did not rise until lu

o'clock yesterday morning. Francke
was at the bar of tbe restaurant when
she went out at 10:30. She stoppedand asked hun if he would send her
clothing to an address that she would
mail him. He said that he would, and
kept on about his business. Ile did not
see her come back, but as soon as he
heard a pistol in the back room he sus¬
pected what it meant. It was a new
pMol that she had bought it, the morn-

here. She used to falk to my daughter
about spiritualism and such things. I
think she must have been insane. She
wai not at all like my other wife.ab,
what a wife that was ! "
