We quoted day before yesterday the
debt plank of the platform of the Vir-
ginia Democracy—a portion of the piat-
forta upon which they stood when they
achieved the Iate glorious victory.

THE CUSTER MASSACRE,

A Medoe Iudiay PFarticiganys Account of the
Fighe
|Chileago Journal, November 0th.]

A gentleman of Kenosha, Wis., for
many years connected with the United
States army, and more recently (in the
fall of 1854) engaged in trapping and
shooting near Cottonwdod creek, North-
ern Wyoming, found an opportunity to
interview one of the Indians who par-
ticipated in the terrible fight n which
General Ouster and his brave compan-
ions perished., The interview took
place, through an interpreter, in a
Sioux teepee, and was a few days ago
reported in a Kenoshs newspaper—
the Conrier,

The information received from the
Modoc warrior was freely given, and
bore the semblance of truth, In sub-
stance he said :

Sitting Ball was not their chief when
General Crook struck their trail and
chased them across the Rosebud river,
but Rain-in-the-Face, a warm friend of
Sitting Bull, was in command. After
crossing the Rosebud a council of
chiefs was held to decide whether they
would fight General Crook orrunto
the Big-llorn mountains and pake &
stand, Some of the warriors wanted
to fight at once, and while the council
was in session a Sioux scout brought in
word that General Custer was advancing
into the Big Horn country, This intel-
ligence naturally created an excitement,
Rain-in-the-Face made a great speech,
telling the chiefs that they were be-
tween their white enemies, Urook and
Custer, and eloquently urging them to
march across the country as rapidly as
possible, kill Custer, and then turn
upon Crook.

After this * big talk™ the Sioux
warriors were ready to go anywhere
with Rain-in-the-Face, who told them
that ** Crook was & walk-a-heap and &
very bad man,"

The warrior further stated, in answer
to questions, that in the fight with Cus-
ter's force a party of about twelve sol-
diers shot their own horses and fought
behind them ina * bunch *' ; that Uene-
ral Custer was one of that party, and
that they all fought like great soldiers
and would not give up the struggle.

In reply to the query whether Gene-
ral Custer was the last white soldier
killed, the warrior ssid that the smoke
of the contest was so dense when the
Indians rode rapidly around the
“bunch'* and finished their bloody
work, they could not see whether Cus-
ter was then killed or not. When
asked how many Indians were killed in
the fight the warrior declined to answer.
The interpreter said, in reference to
this, that although he had been with
the Sioux several years he could get no
definite iden of the number of warriors
killed in the Custer battle; that the
Indians are superstitions and do not
like to speak about their dead. but he
thought their loss was small, as the
Indisns * had the drop,’ and the fight
lasted only twenty minutes,

The correspondent referring to the
consure which was passed upon Major
Reno for his part in the unfortunate af-
fair, defends the course of that officer,
and says: ** That Major Reno saved
any of his men, cnvironed as he was by
a horde of savages flushed by victory
and eagerYor revenge, should redound
to his credit.'” Thus far the correspond-
ence.

At this late day no one will wish to
disparage the valor, the judgment, and
the military skill of the lamented Cus-
ter, That he should fall into a fatal
ambush is a mistake that no oflicer with
less bravery would be likely to make ;
but Custer was daring and impulsive.
It is said that Reynolds, his scout, told
him to *go slow ' ; that the valley
was full of Indians, and that they were
in the bush. The opportunity for a
fight overruled all other considerations,
and the brave soldier rode gallantiy to
his death.
