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Monometallism Run Mad-

Th* New York Herald has ''gone
clean daft" on the silver question. It
threatens to boycot Congress, so to

speak. It declares emphatically that
if it shall become clear that Congress
will not atop tbe silver-dollar coinage
it will advise every workingman who
baa money in a savings bank to draw
it out kt once in gold, if he can get
gold, and put it aside to save himself
from lose.
Hut the workingmen may not choose

to make fools of themselves in that

way. If that advice were taken a

panic would result; and from it the

country would suffer a greater loss in
one week's time than it would suffer in
ten years from the cortinuation of the

coinage of silver dollars. Our New
York contemporary is becoming des¬

perate. Its influence upon public opin¬
ion even in its own city appears in the
fifty thousand majority which Hill re¬

cently received there over Davkn-

l'ORT, the Herald's candidate. Again:
lt undertook to secure the pardon of
Riki., or the commutation of his sen¬

tence ; but its suggestions were treated
with contempt by the Dominion au¬

thorities. At last, however, the Herald
feels that it stands upon safe ground.
It has Wall street at its back, and,
relying upon the influence of money
and monopolists rather than upon argu¬
ment!, it makes the dreadful threat
above recorded.
And yet we doubt that our New

York contemporary will succeed any
better this time than heretofore. It
certainly addresses no arguments
worthy of thc name to its readers when
it touches the silver question. It con¬

tent* itself with stupid statements and
idle threat!, and with intimating that
the bimetallists are a set of nincom¬

productions on bimetallism, or the
report on the same subject of
Mr. Jones, of Nevada, or Judge
IlroiiK.s's last book on silver, or

Edwards Pierkei-ont's letters, and

you will get Borne information.some¬
thing upon which to base an intelligent
opinion ; but read the Herald's edito¬
rials on the same topic, and you will
be no wiser when you finish than when

you began.
We ere not at all afraid of the effects

of any legislation that Congress can un¬

dertake next winter. We are not wed¬
ded to our own opinions on thc ques¬
tion under consideration. Hut we are

confident that the New York Cassan¬
dras, headed or tailed by the Herald,
will, if they persist in thc unwise course

marked out for them in the threat
hereinbefore mentioned, bring upon
the entire country untold evils. For

eight yeare the silver law has been in

operation. For eight years tho Herald
bas been ridiculing the 'JO or HO cent,

dollars, aud during all these eight years
has been receiving them at its counter

ks If they were worth 100 cents in the
dollar. To-day a silver dollar will buy
anything that a gold dollar will buy.
Thia happy condition of things the
Herald threatens to bring to an end by
inducing everybody to hoard gold and
run up its value relatively to silver,
and thus teach the foolish people of the
I'nitcd States the unwisdom of failing
to profit by the advice of that journal.

Let no good citisen engage in work so

unpatriotic. Let us all try to persuade
Congress and the President to do what
to us seems to be right; but if Con-
gre** and the President shall decide
that our policy is not the right policy,
let us not endeavor to ruin our native
land, but seek rather to make a success

of the policy of men who may bo wiser
than we.

gary is firmly united to Austria. The

Bulgarians and Servians are ancient
"ops. In times past the struggle
"or supremacy was a struggle of cen-

luries. Finally Servia triumphed and
Bulgaria and several other Balkan pro¬
vinces were brought under Servian
lominion. later, both Servia and Bul-
-aria came under Moslem sway, and
-ci bs and Bulgers alike were subjected
o the most inhuman cruelties. In the
iresent trouble Servia aims at regain-
ng in part her old supremacy,
ind at the same time settling
ler score with Turkey. The Mag¬
yar bails it as opening thc way
ty which he can pay off thc Muscovite.
Pho spirit of independence and territo-
ial aggrandizement is abroad in the
ntire Balkan peninsula. A general
var among the small provinces would
ie the opportunity for the Magyars to

ead Austria not only to attempt to
Irive a wedge between Russia and Tur¬

ley, but to get control of all the Bal¬
lan territory. Such a movement would
nevitably result in a war between
{ussia and Austria, in which the
ither great Powers could in large
neasure remain neutral. But it would
ie one of the most terrific clashes of
rms that have taken place in modern
lines. The Hungarians, than whom
here ure no better soldiers on the con-

inent, would make it a war of revenge,
nd it would be a striking pago in thc
listeiy of Europe if the wrongs inflicted
ipon them by Czar Nicholas should,
,fter the lapse of all these years, prove
he means of shattering Russia's great-
ist hope.

Toe Coupons.
The following communication is wor-

hy of consideration, though, of course,
f our appeals to the tax-payers are

mccessful, the collecting officers will
iot be called upon either to receive, or

io refuse to receive, coupons in pay¬
ment of taxes.

Our correspondent .suggests that what¬
ever Judge Bond may sar, thc State
may hold thc collecting officers re¬

sponsible for the money they ought to

have collected but failed to collect be¬
cause they chose to obey Bond rather
than the laws of Virginia. Bond has
no jurisdiction in any case to which the
State is a party. Therefore, when he
commands a collecting officer to receive
coupons in payment of taxes he does it

upon the theory that he is issuing a

mandamus not against the State but

against a person. Of course, therefore,
every sud. person might resign his
oflice and allow the< iovernor to appoint
a collector upon whom the old manda¬
mus would not bc binding.

lt may be said that the officers icon''
resign, but will receive the coupons.
The Legislature must provide for that

contingency. The only possible way
in which Junks, a collector, could be
bound by a mandamus addressed tu

Smith, another collector, would bc
through the State.that is, in virtue ol
his office as a collector. But Judge
BORTJ denies that his writ is addressed
to the State, or touches the State ic
any way. Clearly, then, Virginia maj
change her collectors of taxes whencvei
they allow a mandamus to be served
upon them commanding thom to receivi
coupons lor taxes.
The Legislature can provide- that al

the taxes shall be paid in one quarter
or as to that in one month, of the year
so that thc tax-collectors might havi
kll but one or two or three months o

A Cleveland (<>hio) special of the 1-th

says: An important arrest of two
counterfeiters, William Harker and his
wife. Ellen Harker, was made this after¬
noon. The circumstances of the arrest
aro very peculiar. While the captain
of the eletectives was sitting in his
office a lady entered, and. after stating
that her name was Margaret Root, said
that she kept a boarding-house at
No. 125 Eric street, and that there
were counterfeiters in her house. Two
detectives went with the woman and
arrested William and Ellen Barker,
who occupied a small room on the
third lloor of the residence.
