Coming from & man who has hereto-
fore been so decided 8 silverite that he
might almost have been truthfully
styled a silver monometallist, the above
declaration is significant.

We expect that the President of the
United States will in his annual mes-
sage present the whole silver problem
in & new and striking light. We trust,
however, that he will not try to frighten
the country from its propriety by
making CassANDRA-like predictions
of the terrible consequences that would
flow from a failure by Congress to agree
with him in his opinions.

General GRANT once eaid that the
best way to get rid of an objectionable
law was to enforce it rigidly. Per-
haps the act providing for the coinage
of silver dollars might be got rid of in
that way. Or, reversing the process,
the silverites in Congress might agree
to stop the coinage of silver dollars for
twelve months, and thus afford the peo-
ple an opportunity to see whether it
would or would mot ruin the country
to have a single standard of values,

There is
perhaps not 1 per cent. of specie, whe-
ther silver or gold, used in commercial
transactions, The other day there were
fifty-five millions of dollars’ worth of

stocks sold in Wall street in one hour. |

Not one dollar of either silver or gold
chanzed hands in those transactions. It
does not, therefore, seem reasonable to
us to expect results disastrous to trade
to flow from the adoption of any mea-
sure concerning silver and gold that Con-
gress may favor. Congress is impotent
in the presence of natural forces—when
that body undertakes to legislate
in disregard of the natural laws
of finance. Some years ago it
passed a law forbidding the sale of
gold for greenbacks or bonds; or, at
any rate, seeking to stop speculation in
the precious metals. The consequence
was an immediate heavy rise in the
prices of those metals, Another con-
sequence was the immediate repeal of
the unwise Iaw. It lasted but a very
short time.
at the very session at which it was
passed, but enly a few weeks after its
passage. Perhaps it would be well for
Congress to legislate before Christmas
on the subject of the finances,
its legislation, if it should be found to
be injurious, might be done away with
before the present session should end.
We would discourage and discoun~
tenance alarmists, We would not have
the public expect a panic to result from
either monometallic or bimetallic legis-
Iation by Congress, On the one hand

Mortuary Record for Novomber—Confirmation
by Bishop Handsiph—Death of an Oia Pee

PETERSDIURG, Nov. 30, 1855,
It is learned from the report of Dr.

that
during the month ending
26th there were 40 deaths in this city—
19 among the white and 21 among the
colored population. Of those who died
23 were females and 17 males, Dauriog
this period the bodies of 13 non-resi-
dents were interred in the city come-
teries. Over one third of the deaths
occurred among children under five
yearsof age. ‘Typhoid-fever carried off
3 vietime, malarial fevers 3, diphtheria
4, consumption 5, membranous croup 4,
apoplexy snd heart-disease 1 each, &c,
Estimating the population at 22,000,
the rate of mortality was 21.86 per
1,000 per annum. Of the white popu-
Jation (10,000) the rate was 22.80, and
of the colored (12,000) the rate was
21 per 1,000 per annum,
