Lest night the City Council deter¬
mined to nave a new jail and station
houf-e. and awarded the contract to
erect the building to a Norfolk firm at
e eon of llO.Oi**''. Norfolk hes long
oeeded c suitable prison, end for a year
or two bas been without a station-house.
tne old one hevitig been torn down os

unsafe. The present jail is Blueys
overcrowded with prisoners, and in
totally lacking in comfortable and
wholesome appointments.
Mayor Lamb sent in his annual mes¬

sage to the Councils lost night. It re¬

views thc affairs of the city at con¬
siderable length, end recommends the
reduction of taxes on personsl property.
The city of Portsmouth bas nude a

feruifel rfje-r to the supervisors of Nor¬
folk county of WK-.OOO for one half of
ike ferry line plying between Norfolk
soul Portsmouth. It is now owned
jointly by thc city sud county, and is
ao miserably meneged thet if the otfe r
in refused tbe Legisleture will be et
once petitioned to paso an act to divitle
boc property.
Snow fell hera this morning for c

short while. So fsr we hove had no

genuine winter weather in Norfolk.
Cruelty to animals within the limits

cf this city is no longer te be allowed.
Ad ordinance was adopted lest night to
prevent it.

STKALINO $75,000 IN A THAR.
In the course of the day there ar¬

rived s letter in which Fishel confessed
in detail to having embezzled more than
$75,000 in less than s sear. F.xsmina-
tion of the books soon showed that if
anything he had umlerstated the
amount. He wes enabled to steel so

lerge a sum in so short a time because
his employers continually discount
poper for their customers and con¬

sequently keep on deposit sums

ranging 'from if 125,000 to $200,00(1.
Checks for large amounts are con-

uslly drawn and es Fi.shel was trusted
implicitly he contrived to get no small
portion of these checks paid to him.
His practice- was when be hnnded several
bona-jile checks to Joseph Klutz, a

junieir member, who signed for tin- fine,
to include 8 cheek made payable to a

fictitious personage. He generally chose
for his mythical payee the name of
sonic customer with initials changed,
and Mr. Klutz, not noticing the
change, signed the check with
the rest. Sometimes Fishel used tho
entire name of a customer, and then,
while he had no trouble in jretting Mr.
Klutz's signature, he had to forgo the
endorsement. He covered the deficien¬
cies caused by his check transactions by-
making false entries in his books. His
favorite method when ilepositing drafts
and what money came under his control
w»s to fellow a large percentage to meet
his checks and enter oDly the dill'erenco
in Ins accounts. In one case he utilized
$110,00Ooutof tbe $30,000 he deposited
for thus meking good his check transac¬
tions.

OFF IOU CANADA.

After closing upon September 17th
Ki*.hel took e night train for Canada.
He goto friend who wes going to the
West Indies to mail from Havana a let¬
ter which he had written to his em¬

ployers, thinking in that way to make
them believe ho had gone to Cuba,
Search was made there for him by pri¬
vate detectives. About November 20th
thc firm eppeeled to Inspector Byrnes.
After getting Fi.*hel indicted the In¬
spector gave the job of finding him to
Detectives Dolau and Heidelberg, who
linally got trace of the fugitive through
letters bc hid moiled to friends in this
city.
On reaching Canada Fishel spent a

day or two in Hamilton, where he ap¬
parently met a brother defaulter, wi o

told hint whet he must do to ovoid be¬
ing captured. At any rate, he soon

gave proof that he knew the ropes by
going to (.ravenhurst, e town not fer
from Hamilton, where he put himself
under the care of a men nemed Mey¬
ers, whose business it is, according to
thc detectives, to Uke core of fugitives
from American justice and to see that
(aneile proves e safe refuge for them.
Fishel paid Meyers $15 a week for
bond and as much more for protection.

LACK IN NKW TORR,

He consented to come back with them,
end the detectives reeched this city with
their prisoner on Saturday. Fishel told
Inspector Byrnes that the money he
stole went in fest living, races, and
raids. About eighteen months ego he
met one Nellie Fisher, end from the in¬
timacy he contracted with her he d«te-
his downfall. He provided her with s

cottage at Long Branch last summer,
end on her return to town in the au¬
tumn fitted up a handsome flat in Sixth
avenue for her.

MISS NICOLSONS CARR.

Rachel Nicolson, the young woman
who wes nearly suffocated br gai in her
room at tee Hotel Abbottiford on Sat¬
urday and waa taken to the New York
Hospital, bad not recovered conscious¬
ness last evening. The attending phy¬
sician remained constantly with her
Saturday night. When she was taken
to the hospital ber poise was so rapid
that it could not be counted and her
respiration was quick and hard. There
waa an intense cerebral conge* lion and to
afford relief a quantity of blood was

taken from beebody. The carburetted
hydrogen in tho gas that she had breathed
formed a union with the iron in the
blood and made it thick and clotted, so

that it resisted the purifying action of
tho sir aa it passed into the lungs. In
order to reduce the doti it became
necessary to get en increased quantity
of oxygen into the lungs. This was

done by passing a small rubber tube
through the nose and down into the
throat, and a steady stream of oxygen
was pumped into the lungs from a largo
bladder for many hours before there
was any improvement in tbe symptoms.
The body was in an intense state of
fever and a nurse was kept busy all
tbe time rubbing it with alcohol.
At times violent spasmodic contrac¬

tions would appear in tho throat and
the muscles would become fixed and
unyielding, as in cases of lockjaw.
These spasms interfered greatly with
the patient's breathing, and instruments
were kept close at hand all tho timo
with which to open thc windpipe exter¬
nally, to render breathing possible in¬
dependent of the upper part of the
throat. The spasms, however, were
broken before it came necessary to re¬
sort to this operation. The pumping
of oxygen into tho lungs slowly re¬

duced the quantity ol' hydrogen in tho
blood and yesterday morning the fever
had boen greatly reduced and the flick¬
ering pulse registered 1-H. beats a min¬
ute. The patient's temperature was

high, but was slowly coming down, and
thc respiration had reached nearly a
nounal state. \s the blood of the
palient became thinner it became nc es-

sary to reduce tbe amount of oxygen
given in a certain time. The small tube
was taken out of the nose and a largo
bag, wbich icceived the oxygen directly
from thc machine in which it was gen¬
erated, was held close to her face so

that it would bo diluted by the at¬
mosphere before it entered thc lungs.
It was estimated last evening that over

one thousand gallons of oxygen had
been administered. It was decided to
continue the use of oxygen until con¬

sciousness returned. This, it was ex¬

pected, would occur in about twelve
hours, which would make the period of
unconsciousness about fifty hours, or

about thirty-five hours longer than is
usual in cases of asphyxia from gas.
Though the patient is yet in a critical
condition, the symptoms are all favor¬
able find it is believed by thc attend¬
ing physician that she will recover.
The Kev. Andrew Gray, who was to

have married Miss Nicolson on Satur¬
day, called at tbe hospital yesterday
and anxiously watched the efforts of tbe
physicians to bring her back to life,
lie is hopeful of her recovery.

Mysterious W ii rilera.

¦lr., and* Daniel Cronan were found on
tbe beach near Jamestown. Klamath
county, to-day. 1'oth men were young
farmers, and resided in that neighbor-
hood. An exfimination of the bodies
by physicians disclosed evidence which
indicated that the men had been held
limier water and strangled to death.
There were numerous cuts and bruises
about tbe head and face of both men.

Their bodies were partially denuded of
clothing. It is supposed the men were

killed by a wandering band of Indians
and their bodies turned adrift in a boat.
