CAPTAIN OSCAR F. WEISIGER.

Suddes Death of This Worthy Cinizen Aged
Sixty-mx Years,

VYesterday morning at 8 o’clock Cap-
tain 0. F, Weisiger, an old and respect-
ed citizen of Richmond, died at his resi-
dence, No. 004 east Marshall street,
He had been complaining for several
daye, but no serious results were appre-
bended. He was on the street Thurs-
day in apparently good heaith. Friday
night he retired about 0 o'clock, and as
worning spproached he grew much
worse and became unconscious about 4
o'clock. Drs. Beale and Moore were
sent for, and they used every possible
means to restore consciousness, but
without avail, and at ¥ o’clock he died,
His death was caused by apoplexy.

Mr. Weisiger had been in the clothing
business in this city for about thirty-
five years, and at the time of his death
was the senior member of the firm of
Messrs., 0. F. Weisiger & Co., doing
business on Governor street.

Deceased was born in this city on the
28th of April, 1820. Whea abont
cighteen years of age he engaged in the
dry-goods business as a clerk with Mr,
Mann S, Valentine, on Broad street.
After that he was for a number of
years in the shoe business. He then
went into the clothing business with
Mr. Silas Merchant, from Newark, N, 1.,
under the firm-name of Merchant &
Weisiger. Just before the war he and
Mr. Q. M. Wood conducted = dry-
goods business. After the war the
firm became Weisiger & Co., composed
of U, F. Weisiger and Charles Stelibins.
This firm finally (about ten yeara ago)
gave way to the present partnership of
0, F. Weisiger & Co,. composed of 0.
F. Weisiger, W, H. Weisiger (his son),
and D. (. Tiffany, of Plainfield, N, J.

During the war Mt. Weisiger was
captain in the Quartermaster’s Depart-
ment, and had charge of the Manufac-
turing Bureau of Clothing for the Con-
federate troops.

He was one of the oldest survivors of
what was knownas the Shockoe church,
which merged into the present Cente-
nary Methodist church. of which he had
been a consistent member for forty-
Seven years.

In disposition Mr, Weisiger was
cheerful, affectionate, and gentle. 1lis
aim was to make his home pleasant and
cheerful for his family. His children
looked upon him as a companion. and
his entrance into his home always tend-
ed to dismiss care and trouble. [le
leaves a family of ten children—six
sons and four davghters. [is wile died
during the war, Four of the sons are
warried—William 1., Osear ¥., Her-
bert E., and Charles.

Mr. Weisiger was a member of the
Board of Directors of the Virginia
Bible Society and a director of the
National Bank of Virginia,

In his death Richmond loses one of
her most prominent citizens—one who
had the interest of the city at heart,
and his demise will be mourned by a
large circle of friends and relatives.

His funeral will take place to-mor-
row at 12 o'clock from CUentenary
church, The funeral will be attended
by Joppas Lodge, No. 2. of Masons,
and Richmond Commandery, No. 2
Knights Templars, of both of which or-
ders deceased was a member.

The spring season at the Hygeia [o-
tel is now fairly inauguratsd, and givea
ise of being the most brilliant in
its history. A formal opening took
place on the lst instant, when a ball
was given, at which the officers and
Iadies of the garrison joined with the
guests and had s most enjoyable eve-
ning. The fine band of the Artillery
School has been engageid for the season
and now affords nightly musie for the
guests who may desire to dance. The
ice embargo has delayod to some ex-
tent the arrivals anticipated during the
past week ; but now that navigation is
open the house will be crowded before
the end of the month.

There . have been a number of
changes—and all for the better—made
here since the close of the summer sea-
son. The old Turkish-bath room has
been torn away, and a new one, with
all the Iatest improvements and about
three times as large, replaces it. This
also includes a handsome marble pool
for a plunge-bath, and isnow one of the
most complete to be found anywhere.
The intermediate parlor adjoining the
pavilion—where the chaperons sit and
chat, while their charges dance and Hirt
with the officers—has been greatly en-
larged. The pool-room and music-
room have been torn away and their
space utilized ; a new chimney of a tri-
angular form replaces the old one; the
windows are furnished with handsome
stained glass, giving it * a dim, religious
light,'* and the room is handsomely car-
peted and furnished throughout, The
front of the hotel has also been very
much improved by a concrete pave-
ment, extending from the wharf past
the house and across the street, while
the roadway has been filled in with
crushed granile, giving it a clean and
neat appearance.

NEW Yomrk, February 15.—Between
7 and 8 o’clock this morping a guard of
honor detailed by Masjor Richard H.
Jackson, consisting of four sergeants
and seven corporals, drew up in front
of the Geperal's mansion on Governor's
Island. Then came a detachment of
200 soldiers from the several forts and
drew up behind them. Tn the mean
time the widow of Generasl Hancock.
accompanied by Mrs. Lieutenant Grif-
fin and Mrs, Bouvier, entered the room
in which the hero lay and took a part-
ing look at his face. Mrs. Hancock’s
grief was pitifal,

The coffin-lid was then put in its
place and a laurel wreath, brought to
this city by Colonel John H. Weeks
from the Philadelphis division of the
Military Order of the Loyal Legion. laid
upen it. Six soldiers bearing a black
cloth-covered bier came into the room,
and placing the coffin npon it bore the
body out of the house. A detachment
of troops drawn up outside then moved
down the path to the ** Chester A. Ar-
thur," which, contrary to expectation,
was to receive the party instead of the
s (sse0,"

The army ofticers who followed the
body were Lieutenants Fugene Griflin,
Henry Lumley. and John Dupray ;
Aide-de-Camp. Colonel W. 0. B.
leck, Adjutant-General W. B. Whipple,
Lieutenant W. B. M. Cullum, General
Richard 11. Jackson, Colonel J. P.
Nicholson, Uolonel John Hamilton,
lientenant-Colonel Wallace, Captain
Charles Shaler, Judge-Advocats A. B.

The mourners were Lieutenant and
Mrs. Giriffin, Mr, and Mrs. Merriam,
Mr. and Mrs. Bouvier, Colonel Russell
and wife, Mrs, W, F. Ludlow. Mrs,
Hancock, on the advice of her friends,
did not leave home. Mrs. Bouvier re-
mained with her. [t was precisely 9|
o'clock when the tirst gun was fired at
(Uastle William and boomed out over
the bay, announcing that the boat was
ready to leave her dock, The body
had been placed in the cabin; near it
sat the mourners and a few of the
officers, Un deck were gathered officers |
and soldiers. A moment later the |
Chester A. Arthur swung out into the |
stream and steered for the New York |
shore

The funeral passed through the lower |
part of Whitehall street, through State |
street, passing to the west of Dowling
tireen; thence up Broadway. and reached
Trinity Church at cxactly 10 o'clock.

As early ag & o'clock large crowds
had gathered in the neizhborhood of
Trinity church, and at ¥ A, M. almost
every seat in the church except those
which had been especially reserved was
oceupied. The edifice bore no traces
of mourning save a white cross on a
black border which rested upon the
pulpit.
