Soon after 12 o'clock yesterday the
House of Delegates resumed th. fff»
snli ration of the bill providing for the
employment of convicts on the public
road, and on the local railroad*, of the
State : the pending question being on

agreeing to the amendment of Mr. f iil-
kerson of Washington, as follows :

" Provided that if the supervisor*
shall deem it best tbat the convict*,
furnished be employed on any turnpikes
or macadamized roads in their respec¬
tive counties, tbe said board may so em¬

ploy them, or arrange for their employ¬
ment on such roads, with the compa¬
nies, authorized to construct such
roada."
The amendment was agreed to.

MR. WAIIDII.L, AGAIN.

Mr. Waddill said that as bis substi¬
tute had been rejected on Saturday, and
that meant the adoption of the hill at
present under consideration, and tbe
perpetuation of convict labor, he mored
to amend by providing that convicts be
hired out to railroads at eighty cents
per day instead of forty, as the bill
provided.

Mr. Kchols said if this amendment
was adopted it would defeat nearly tbe
whole object of the bill; that these
railroad corporations were unable to
pay that much for labor, and the conse-

quent-e would be that trity would not
be built at all.

Mr. Van Doran also opposed Mr.
Waddill's amendment.

Mr. Tillar (Republican), of Gr..-en*-
ville, said that lest tho views of the

There arc now, he
said, nearly nine hundred people in the
penitentiary, while thc building was
coDstrui'tcd to hold hut four hundred.

d_Realty is to enlarge tbe penitentiary
or to send thc convicts to the country
to build county roads and to work on

local railroads. These local railroads
will phe work to honest men in cutting
trees, in cutting lumber, .vc.

Mr. Tillar, in answer to questions
put to bim ly Mr. Waddill, said tbat
he is pre*.dent of a railroad, but that
it is a railroad in which the county-
was deeply interested.

Ile thought it best tor the convicts,
best lor tbe State, and bfft for the
counties that thc men, instead of being
huddled together in the prison, as they
now arc, should bc sent to the country,
where their health will be improved
and where their labor will contribute
to the development of the State.

Mr. I'ollard saul that the speech just

delivered was one of the best he hal
yet heard. The (ieneral Assembly
must consider the overcrowded condi¬
tion of the penitentiary ; the death-rate
should be regarded. If these people
are to be kept in prison and not worked
-.-death-rate will increase and they
» ill die like sheep. Such disposition
t them should be madp as humanity
emends. Statistics showed that un-

uiployed convicts die wry rapidly,
i he next question is. How should they
bf employed? How should they be s>

employed as least to interfere with
honest labor, and yet tbat their lives be
pr*.BTtfdj? There are many sections of
thc State undeveloped, and because
they do not lie in the line of the great
marts of trade, will long remain unde¬
veloped unless this convict labor can be
put to work on them.

Mr. Pollard believed that if the
amendment was adopted it would kill
the bill. No railroad company would
employ convict labor, which required
constant watching and guarding, at the
rate of eighty cents per day when it
could employ honest labor for that
amount. No railroad company would
consent to such an embargo being put
upon it.

Mr. Carter, ol Richmond. *aid that

as a workingman and as a mechanic he
approved the bill under consideration
as the best measure obtainable at this
time. It offered, in his judgment, tho
safest solution of thc question now to
be arrived at.

lic roads and on the local railroad*, as

Now, the object of the
pending bill is to give relief as soon as

may bc. For his part. Mr. Carter would
like to level it all ott'as if a cyclone had
struck it: and further on he spoke of
Mr. Waddill's move in this matter as

an 4- electioneering dodge." In vindi¬
cation of the bill as it came from the
committee, Mr. Carter, in an able pre¬
sentation of the facts, showed that quite
a number of the counties of Virginia are

undeveloped, having no railroads and no

county road* worthy of the name.while
other counties are deriving as mu'h as

8-5.000 per annnum income from tax on
railroads. Ile wished to equalize all
this as far as possible. He would give
the counties that are ill-provided with
railroads a chance to get them. These
convicts could be used in doing the
common dirt work. Tbe gentleman
from Henricc objects to allowing
tbe convicts to come in com¬

petition with these laborers while
willing enough to allow them to con¬

tinue under the contractors and com¬

pete with skilled labor, but Mr. Car¬
ter was further of opinion that on the
county roads'and on the local railroads
tbe convicts would not really be com¬

peting with honest labor; on the con¬

trary, they would be paring the way
for the employment of honest working¬
men, who would do all the work on the
railroads except the common dirt-work.
Further, Mr. Carter vigorously animad-
rerted upon the disposition shown by
the member from Henrico [Mr. Wed-

dill] and the member from Williams¬
burg (Mr. Wise] to keep ),-»25 convicts
in the penilentiary in order to brm**
about a condition of affairs that would
bring his party back into power.
