Mi. (.ladstnne was manifestly inter¬
est*'! in everything which showed popu¬
lar 'com -rn in the work before him.
Mets thc night-watchmen in the House

Tho mainspring of the law in England
is felt to be English, in Scotland to be
Siotch ; but in Ireland it is not felt to
be Irish. The first condition of civilized
life in Ireland demands that tho poople
have confidence in thc law and sym¬
pathy therewith. The problem, there¬
fore, before Parliament at the present
time is to reconcile imperial unity with
a diversity of legislatures. He be¬
lieved that thc Government had found
a solution of this problem in the estab¬
lishment of s parliament at Dublin for
the conduct of business, both legisla¬
tive and administrative."

" The political equality of these
countiies," .said Mr. Gladstone, " must
bo recognized. Therefore there must
be an equitable distribution of the im*
j trial funds. The peculiar circum¬
stances existing in Ireland slso make it
necaaaary lo establish safeguards for
lbs minority in that country.
