LOCAL MAHERS.
Death of Walter H. Marita, Bbs].
Mr. Walter K. Merlin, a worthy citi¬

zen and head of a well-known basinets-
booie, died at bis residence, No. 8 west
Franklin Btreet, yesterday afternoon, in
tbe fifty-second year of his age. Tbe
deceased gentleman WM born in Peters-
borg, and waa a son of Nathaniel Macon
Marun and a dtacendant of the cele¬
brated North Carolina statesman, Na¬
thaniel Macon. His father moved to
Richmond when deceased was a boy,
and here he received his early training
and commenced his business-life- He
entered the Confederate army os a lieu¬
tenant in the Govemor'e Guard, and
when the cavalry companies were formed
into regiments he was appointed adju¬
tant of tbe Fourth regiment. He sub¬
sequently served successively ai adju¬
tant on the staffs of General W. E.
Jones, General Ransom, and f'oneral
l.i'inax. He was a perfect model of a

stafT-ofticer.gentle, cool, business-like,
courageous. Throughout the army he
waa well known, and was loved and
admired by all. His anny record was

truly a proud one.
Soon after the war, associated with

Mr. W. G. Miller, he established the
tobacco-commission finn of Walter K.
Martin a. Co., Sijihjtfrftm tht* fcMJBJ^uBjoyed an wilBflBll'l 'pi.rona.TrouT
the planters of Virginia and North Car¬
olina.

In 1875 Mr. Martin made the tour o'
Europe, and in the neighborhood of
Rome contracted a fever. Ile had al¬
ways been a delicate man, but in the
army his health had improved very
much, and prior to going abroad he
was tolerably well and strong; but
from the illness which came upon him
abroad he never recovered, light or

ten years ago ho was supposed to be at
death's door, but his indomitable pluck
carried him through. Oftentimes since
he was in a low and feeble state of
health, but for several weeks past he
was confined to his bed, and. it was
seen, was steadily failing, consumption
having long ago fixed its hold upon
him. He was a member of the Episco¬
pal elmo li and died in good hope of a

joyful resurrection.
Mr. Martin was twice married. His

first wife was Miss Margaret Ilcth,
sister of General Harry Ileth; bis
second was Miss Marmurdo, daughter
of Mr. Charles Macmurdo, who sur¬
vives him. He loaves seven children.

Mr. Martin will be remembered in
ibis community as a kind and affection-
a'c friend ; as a gentleman of pleasing
.ddrer-s and winning manners; as a

public-spirited and patriotic citizen :

while in the domestic relations he was
all that was tender and true.

There is always complaint of action of
the Governor in granting respites, but
it is sala to say that Governor Scales
takea no such action without good rea¬
sons.
An election has been ordered ot Statee-

ville on the issue of $100,000 in bonds
to the Roanoke railroad. A rory Bur-

prising amount of interest is manifested
ia this road.
The attention of several peon-neat

Republicans hera waa called to-day to
the statement that the Republican State
Executive Committee would not call a

State convention this year to nominate
justices of the Supreme Court. Per¬
sons interviewed said they thought a

convention would certainly be called,
and that steps would be taken to at least
make a show nf making a regular cam¬
paign. They did not speak with any de¬
gree of hopefulness, but expressed them*
selves in such a way as to lead to (he
belief that all that could be done was to
hold together as many of the old party as
possible. It is a matter of interest.
and goes to show the demoralization ol'
the Republican party. It may be as¬

sumed, theretore, that the Republican
convention will meet and will nomi¬
nate candidates, but that the movement
will not moke a single step
towards success. Tbe only oppo¬
sition to the present Supreme Court
bench on the part of any Democrats
appears to be as to the ages of two of
the justices, and this may lead to some

changes by the convention. The pre¬
sent bench is certainly an able one. The
work is too great for three justices, and
it is thought by many well-informed
peopie that the number will be made
live, as it used to be.

Late last night a dispatch from Ashe¬
ville gave news of a possible amicable
settlement of tho ditliculty and threat¬
ened duel between Richmond Pearson
and Johnstone -tones. To-day's Ashe¬
ville papers contain the correspondence.
General Jones takes ground against
duelling and declines the challenge.
This apparently settles the matter,
though some persons say that possibly a

personal collision may result. No altair
in years has created such astir ond pro¬
voked so much comment. The State
press is loud in its ridicule of duelling,
and demands that the law on the sub¬
ject shall be strictly enforced. Duelling
is a dead issue in North Carolina. As
has been stated, the challenger or ac¬

cepter of a challenge loses all rights of
citizenship and can never hold any ottiie
of trust or profit in the State. Neither
thc Governor nor Legislature can grant
a pardon.

Progress of tbe work on tbe railway
from Wilson towards Raleigh is now

quite rapid. The railway authorities
here ore sure the rood will be built to
Raleigh. Work on the through line
from Wilson to Fayetteville has prc
grossed with remekable rapidity. This
week the force of laborers was in¬
creased. Forty-tivo milts of steel rail
is already in operation. Thia line will
take the bulk of travel from the old
line to Wilmington, lt is built to com*
pete with the Richmond and Danville
line from Danville na Greensboro' to
Atlanta.

Yesterday as
a mon named Dickinson was ot work
in bis field in Chocowinity township,
Den.fort county, he heard a voice call-
in pitiful accents to on imaginary friend
to come bock and not leave, then plead¬
ing with a supposed enemy, begging
not to be -shot, saying he would sur¬
render. Dickinson's curiosity was
aroused. lie proceeded to tbe woods
from whence the sounds proceeded.
There he found o mon acting sostrnge'y
as to leave no doubt of insanity. Tbe
stronger wrote tbe name Arthur Spruilt,
and from his incoherent talk it was
learned that he bad been ptactferag lee
at Snow Hill, the coun»y-oeat of Greene
county, th'rtj miles from the place
wLere he was discovered. It is sur¬
mised that the slander suit recently
tried in Greene county was the cause of
his demented condition. Dickinson
cared for the maniac, took him to
Washington, and lodged him in jail.
