delegates. Tho result was that much
confusion followed in some of the
wsrdfl, sod it was claimed that, inas¬
much aa tbe election of delegates
is those wards were not held in accord¬
ance with tho instructions of the City
Executive Committee, it waa therefore
informal and void. Tbe ward meetings
were bold on Wednesday night last, and
tbe delegates were to assemble in con-

veation lo make nominations for muni¬
cipal offices on the following night. The
diisenaiona ensuing were so marked that
it was found necessary to take some

action to pmsrve harmony ond
seem a success. A meeting of the
city Executive Committee was called
to consider the situation, and this com¬

mittee deemed it adrissbls to refer tbe
election of delegates in the disaffected
wards back to tbe people. The conven¬

tion met at night, and after effecting on
organ nat ion laid thc resolution of the
City Committee on the table, and, with¬
out making any nominations, decided to

refer the questions at issue to the State
Executive Committee for decision, and
adjourned over until to-morrow night
to await the action of this committee.

Senator Mahone, as tbe chairman of
tbe Stole Committee, was immediately
communicated with, and, as stated
above, he and Congressman Brady
came te the city yeBterday to look into
tbe matter. A meeting was held last
night at the Senator's residence, and
after a full statement of the facts in the
case had been made, it waa decided that
tbe City Committee had no authority
to diatinguiEh os to tbs election of the
white and colored delegatea to tbe con¬

vention, but that tbe sail delegates
should be chosen by tbe majority of
Repnblican voters attending the ward
meetings irrespective of race, 'ibis
didaion sustains the action of the ward
meeting* and makes valid the election
of tbe delegates composing thc conven¬
tion. It furthermore secures the nomi¬
nation of Mr. T. J. Jarratt for mayor.
It ia reported to-d_y that Mr. Jsraes
I). Bowie, the competitor of Mr. Jar¬
ratt, will withdraw from the field and
refute to allow his name to go before
ths convention, ile will publish a csrd
announcing his submission to the deci¬
sion of Cenersl Mshonc. Whether or
not his friends will take part in tho
proceedings of tbe convent!in, which
will make nominations to-morrow night,
is not now known.

Senator Mahons and Congressman
Brady returned to \? Babington on thc
early train this rooming. It cannot be
acid that their decision in tbe premires
ha* restored harmon*, in tbe Republican
ranks,

Meanwhile there is a growing senti¬
ment among Democrats and Republi¬
cans hr favor of a citizens' or mixed
ticket, composed of tbe best men of
both parties. An informal meeting to
discuss thia matter was held on Satur¬
day evening, when it waa decided to hold
a public nieethig of voters of both parties
at the court-heuee on Wednesday eve¬

ning to take some positive action. It
ia believed that this meeting will be
largely attended, and that an effort will
be made, in behalf of the welfare of the
city, to put up a good ticket of non-par¬
tisan man.

Smith, a well-known Republican, has
caused considerable comment in the
community.
