The report recommends
that no cbsngB bo made in tbe present
law, which allows thc district to bc
composed of any number not exceeding
twenty. A motion was mado to ame:ul
Uta report so as to make the limit of
pastoral appointments in a district four-
tun.

Kev. Mr. Hammond, of Cioorgiit, nv
roted the amendment, on tho ground
that with more than fourteen appoint¬
ments under bia the presiding elder
had not time to give to each thdt care
and superintendency which aro neces¬

sity to tho lulled derelopemeat of thc
churches.

BsTi -Vr. IfeOsbes, of Ccorgia, was
in favor of thc report of thecotumittce.
Ile held that tho matter could he safely-
left in bands of tho bishops, with the
limitation now existing.

Kev. Mr. Taylor, of Kentm ky, fa¬
vored the committee's report. Ile be¬
lieved in larger rather than smaller
districts. He wished to increase the.
importance and dignity of the office,
and make the unquiets aoffieientljUrge
to pay a good salary without burdening
the people.
The aiiicr.dtuent was voted down, and

the report was adopted, which leer**
tho law as it was bi fore.

The Committee on Houndaries made

a report, which recommends that cer¬

tain parts cf West Elorida now em¬

braced in the Alabama Conference be
transferred to the Florida Conference.

Kev. M. S. Andrews, of Alabama,
was opposed to the adoption of the re

port. He said that Florida was large¬
ly a missionary field. That the Boord
of Missions spent about 13,500 an-
t nally in the bounds of the Florida
Conference. " Tho territory," said he.
"that it is proposed to transfer is
poor, and is a constant charge upon
the mission funds of the Alabauu
Conference." Personally for Ala
bama he had no objection to thc trans¬
fer, but he thought thc Florida Confer¬
ence had enough work in the territory
stretching down towards Cuba. He
fiarcd that the additional burden would
be too much for the Florida Confer¬
ence.
Mr. DoPSSS, of Florida, was in favor

of the report of the committee. He
said if he had a cans© he wished to lo>o
he would employ Hr. Andrews to advo¬
cate it. Ho had not touched the real
question. His whole speech had been
mado on the poverty of Florida. He
said the time would corns when Ala¬
bama would want Florida earth to fer¬
tilize brr impoverished soil, and would
want Monda preachers tocome to Ala
bama to stir up the Church there. He
said he would call tho attention of the
Conference to the handsome return the
Florida Conference was making for the
mission money lent them by the parem
Hoard. Florida asked this transfer in
ihe interest nf making State lines, as

far as possible, the boundary lines of
the Conferences. The Florida Confer¬
ence felt able to care for all the terri¬
tory of the State.
||Mr. Crawford, of Alabama, oppoaed
the report of tbe committeo. He read
a letter from a presiding elder, who
said the people did not want the change
mad* proposed.

Slr. A.S. Andrews,of Alabama,Bail
he was better acquainted with the
country than Brother He Pass, who had
preceded him, and for that reason he
was opposed to the report of the com¬

mittee. " I have a personal interest in
this matter also," h* added. " I now

weigh I '.*u pounds aod my wife only a

little lass, end if nobody will tell har I
will say abe if fat ead flourishing. I

have six children and three grandchil¬
dren. If you cut ns off I don't know
what I will do. I don't want to be
straitened. I want more room to

Ker. Mr. Mitchell, of Alabama, «aid
he thought it unwise to make the trans-
iel unless it was asked for by the per¬
rons most to be affected by it.

He
thought it wise to defer this matter, lt
would not suffer by waiting four years.
In the mean time the Alabama Confer¬
ence was willing to pay $1,200 a year
for the privilege of developing this
work, and would do thc best for it that
they could. He thought the Florida
Conference already covered more terri¬
tory than any Conference east of the
Mississippi river, and to take this terri¬
tory from the Alabama Conference
would enlarge a large Conference terri¬
tory and deplete a Conference who^e
tt.ritory is already small.
The report was rejected, and the

boundary between the Alabama Con¬
ference and the Florida Conference re¬

mains a*, before.

Dr. Blackwell, of Virginia, said thc
mode of baptism amounted to nothing,
so that water was applied and that thc
person was baptized in the name of the
Father.

This the proposers of the
minority report accepted. Dr. Morn
son thought it well to respect the con-
sciences of those preachers who have
scruples against administering baptism
by immersion.

Dr. Messick, of Kentucky, said he
knew of nothing that had come before
the Conference of graver importance to
Methodism. It was not a question of
may or shall, but to strike at the very
root ai Methodist baptism. It pro
posed to change the whole mode of the
Church to say that tho Methodist
Church is a non-immersing Church, and
to rule immersion out of the Church.
Personally he had no love for immer¬
sion, but he did not want it driven
out of the Church. If a person wants
to be immersed let him hare it. N'>
great responsibility rests on the person
who immerses, but only the person im¬
mersed. We ar* not, I hope, going to

legislate on baptism at this 1st* day.
Wa are going to stick to tho broad
platform of our forefathers. The only
trouble is that some of the brethren
are not in favor of immersion, and
tb* effect is that many persons
wbo are Methodist* in every other
respect er* driven from oar doors. "

a person wents to be baptized by im-

If he wantJ watir pound on
him, why baptize him that way. Dr.
Messick waa strongly oppo-ted to the
report of th* committee, and wanted to
gland by the Diaciplin* aa it ia.

Ber. Mr. Hayes, of Kentucky, laid in
loyalty to Methodism and to tbit which
it now to be decided as th* law of the
Church, be found himself compelled to
take tbe side of the minority report on
this question. He said hU side
had heen arraigned aa revolution¬
ists wishing to change th* poli¬
ty of the Church; that by
their r.ractice they are keeping out of
thc Church those who wish to unite
with tho Church by refusing to immerse
them. '*This," nid he, "ia not i
question of thia kind. The real ques¬
tion ia, His the Church i right to com¬

pel i mirister to perform that which in
a religious rite he believes ii not tiught
inlhe Wordof God? I have never refused
to baptize by immersion, but I have
never immersed any one in all tho
years af my ministry. I am not in
favor of compelling a minister who has
made the Scriptures a life-long study
to subject his conduct to the dictation
of an uninformed candidate for baptism
who has never made tbe matter
a subject of study for a single day. On
wbat autuunty, said he, do you say lhat
a minister shall immerse? Every work
of recent date emanating from members
of our communion takes the ground
tbat affusion, and not immersion, is thu
scriptural mode of baptism. By whst
authority, then, do you propose to

adopt this iron-clad law that will drive
out of our ministry those preachers
who do not believe that scriptural bap¬
tism is administered by immersion, but
by affusion?

Dr. McFcrrin said he didn't expert
the doctrine of close communion at this
Conference. If immersien is the only
moo'e of baptism, why then you can't
come into the Church, and if you can't
come into the Church yon can't com¬
mune. " I wonder how many of this
General Conference knew when baptism
was made a condition of membership
in tbe Methodist Church? I won¬

der if you know yourself, Mr.
President?" Well, it was fifty
years ago exactly, in Cincinnati, when
a memorial was introduced which
bad this for its object, and before this
there never was a rule requiring people
to be baptized before hoing admitted
into tho Church. Wo take the ground
that the Bible doesn't prescribe the mode
of baptism. It only requires that a

person shall be baptized in the name of
the Father, Son, and Holy tihoat. It
diesn't mike any difference if you only
ut-e a tablespoonful of water.

Bfehop McTyeire stated, after Dr.
Mi I ti tm sat down, that it would leave
the public in error in regard to the
Church historically if he did not say
something about baptism previous t
1886, It had been asserted that pre¬
vious to that time baptism was
not. by rule of Discipline, require 1
in order to pain admission into the
Church. Tho Bishop said from the
beginning the disciplinary definition
of "The Church," which says tho
Church is " a congregation of faithful
men in which the pure word of God il
preached, and the sacraments duly ad¬
ministered according to Christ's ordi¬
nance,"' covered the question. Then-
arc but two sacramento.the Lord'.-.
Sam er u. . bap'.isra.
Mr. Briggs, of Texas, was tired of

hearing Methodist preachers sneer at
iu.mer.-ion. He, i young man, did not
believe in thst, or in any special mode
of bapti-m, bat he did not like to hear
such men as Dr. McFerrin, whenover
he spoke of thc subject, say something
which was not calculated to increase
tbe f anility of that mode of baptism.
A vote was taken, and adopted the

majority report, whi.-h leaves tho Dis¬
cipline as it is at present.

The race, however,
will, after the first ballot, be narrowed
down to a dozen or so of those leading
on the first ballot.

I respectfully represent that no or¬
ders for reserved seats should be filled
until all who were pres, nt in person
had been served, for if one can secure
seats by leaving memorandums for one
Mozart they can equally reserve them in
tba same manner for twelve months,
and, indeed, they may as well reserve
them for all time. By this method the
same parties will always have the beat
IStls, aud tbe others will have the
leavings or nona at all.
A gentleman told me he was on hand
