Debate in Parliament on the Arms Act

[By Anglo-Amerioan eable to the Dispaten. ]

_ Loxpox, May 20.—Johm Morley, Chiel
Secretary for Ireland, moved the second
reading of the arms act. He explalned
that the sct was intended to restrict Lhe pos-
sesEing, carrying, and importing of arms,
Nobody in the prociammed distriet eonld
carry arms without Hoense, Althotgh cases
of outmge bad  grestly diminished
rumber sinee 1881, It was necessary 1o
prolong the act of that year in view of the
present exeited state of party fecling in the
north of Ireland,  Nosct eould prevent the
commission of delfberately-planned mur-
der, The true use of the act was to pre-
vent the growth of the praoctiee of carrying
arms on oecasions of fafrs, markets, pro-
cesajons, and other gatherings,

In eonclusion, he asked all lovers of or-
