The Senate took up the bill io secure
to the Cherokee freedmen and others
their proportion of certain proceeds of
bando. Mr. Ingall*, from the Cotnmit-
<ee on Indian A Hairs, reported a sub¬
stitute tor this bill, lt appropriates
171,001 for the purpose, and directs
bow tbe amount shall In distributed.
Thc substitute was agreed to and the
bill paused.
The Senate then proceeded to con-

aider tbe amendments to tbe river aad
harbor bill. Tbe first amendment
that was (jueationcd was tbe item ap¬
propriating 1150,000 for the purchase
of .sturgeon Hay end Lake Michigan
Ship Canal and Harbor of Refuge. Mr.
Ingall* made e point of order that the
paragraph wes new legislation. This
eras not a bill to buy canals. It wet
general legislation not connected with
the bill.

Mr. Taulbee, of Kentucky, called up

tbe report of the Committee on Invalid
Pensions upon the veto message of the
President on tbe lull granting a pension
to Carter W. Tiller. Ho disavowed
any purpose cf criticisirg tbe Presi¬
dent in the exercise of his constitu¬
tional right or of raising any war on his
methods or style in the veto of pension
lulls. He then proceeded to state
tbe facts in the case to show tho
President was acting under a mis¬

apprehension when he based his veto
on the ground that the claimant was

not dependent upon bis son, on whose
account tbe pension is claimed for sup-
tr rt. Ile also ijuoted four affidavits to

show that while it was true that the Ron

v. as borne on the rolls as a deserter he
was at tbe time that charge wa^ made
against him con fi.ed as a prisoner in
Andersonville prison. He admitted
that tbe President had acted honestly
upon the facts before him, but that
BttOS the veto additional facts had come

to light showing young Tiller's hospital
record at Anderson ville.

Mr. \Varners of Missouri, inquired
whether these additional records had
not been accessible to the President.

Mr. Taulbet replied that the records
Wat! accessible to anybody who would
take the trouble to go to the War De¬
partment and search over the musty
prison records of the Confederacy, but
the President had acted on the written
statement ol the Adjutant-Oeneral that
there was no such record found in his
oH>ce. >ubsti|uent to tho veto the re¬

cord was found, but the veto could not
bo withdrawn.

Mr. Peach, of New York, suggested
that it would not bo proper for thc
Dense lo override the veto on the
strength of the facts which the Presi¬
dent did not have before hun at the
time be withheld his approval from the
bill. The proper thing to do wa- to in-

KORE VETOES.
THE PRESIDENT DISAPPROVES AN¬

OTHER BATCH OF PENSIONS.

Some of Hit Reasons-Bnahwhaekeri and
Colchicuro Drinker* -Some Very

Shadowy Glaima.

W'ashinoton, U. C*., July fi..

The President to-day transmitted to
tbe House messages announcing his dis¬
approval of twenty private pension bills
and thc bill providing for the erection
of a public building at Duluth, Minn.
The Duluth public-building bill is

vetoed, the President says, becauso he
is entirely satisfied that thc building
provided for is not immediately neces¬

sary, and he adds that not a little legis¬
lation has lately been perfected, and
very likely more will be necessary to
increase the miscalculated appropria¬
tions for and correct blunders in the
construction of many of the public
buildings now in process of erection.
Tbe bills granting pensions to Arctus

F, Loomis «nd William H. Nevil are

di.appioved because of the President's
belief that they are already in receipt
of suflicient pensions.
The bills to restore the names of II.

L. Kyler and Abner Morehead to the
pinsien-roll are disapproved as cases

without merit. Nine bills, granting
petitions lo Sally A. Hiady, Mrs. Mar-
inlet A. Jacoby, Rosana V. Rowley,
I anr.ie E. Evans, James T. Irwin, Ma¬
ria Cuniiir.gbaui, Mary Karstcllar, Wil¬
lam Darmody, and Robert II. staple¬
ton, are vetoed on the general ground that
Ibo injuries for which the pensions are

pr< posed were not incurred in military
.-enice. nor the result thereof.
James i arroll's bill is vetoed on the

giound that at tho time thc claimant
ri ceiled his wound ho was engaged in

plundering Ibo neighborhood of W'a-
tauga, N. C., and was hunted down by
the home guards; Jottph Komi-.-r's
lull on the ground that he was not in
Hie miUtary ' erviccof theCovemment;
< atherir.e McCarthy'¦ bill on the ground
that her husband died from gi oas beed¬
ie'sness in taking an overdoes of col-
cbinm, and Elizabeth McKay's bill on

the ground that, she has made no appli¬
cation to the Pension Oflice.

In announcing his disapproval of the
bill granting a pension to Edward If.
Harrington, who was injured in the linc
of duty by reason of an attack by a

fellow-soldier in 1864, the Prosident
expresses thc opinion that the Govern¬
ment ought not to be called upon to in-
sme against the quarrelsome propensi¬
ties of its individual soldiers or to com-

pc.isate ono abo it worsted ina fight
or even in an unprovoked assault.

Lewis W. Seanland tiled his declara¬
tion for pension in 1884, alleging that
ba contracted chronic diarrba-ain tba
Klaek Hawk Wai. The- records show
Ibat be served from April 18, 1832, to

Maj 28, 1832. In vetoing the bill foi
Ins relief tho President mya

In vetoing the bill granting B pension
to l randi Diming, who claims he con¬

ti acted blindness, the result of rheuma¬
tism incurred in tho service, tho t'ro.-i-
e'ent says that there stems to be no

testimony showing the soldier's condi¬
tion from the time of his discharge to
1880.t period of fifteen years. The
President coutir.ucs 4* After nineteen
years had elapsed since his discharge
from the army a pension is claimed for
him upon tho very shadowy allega¬
tion of the iucunence of rheumatism
while in service, coupled with the .start¬

ling proposition that this rheumatism
icsulted. just previous to his applica¬
tion, in blindness. I pun medical exam¬
ination it appeared that his bim lins-
was caused by amaurosii, which is gen¬
erally accepted as an affection of the
optic nerve. I am BBtisfiod that a fair
examination of tho facts in this ca-e

justifies thc statement that tbe bill un¬

der consideration can rest only ripon the
grounds that aid should be furnished to
this ex-soldier because he served in the
anny arid because he- a long time
thereafter became blind, disabled, and
dependent. None of us arc entitl
credit for extreme tenderness and coo>
side-ration towards those who foti 'ht
their country's battles. These are

sentiments common to all good citizens.
hey lead to the most benevolent

.are on the part ol' tbe Government and
deed! cf charity and mercy bl private
life. The blatant and noisy solf-a'sier-
tion of triode who from motives thi'
may be well suspected declare thom.
i elves abut c all other friends of tbe sol¬
dier cannot discredit nor belittle the
eaim. steady, and affectionate regard of
a grateful nation. Legislation has been
at the ptesent session of Congress per¬
fected considerably increasing the rate of
I elision In certain cases.

lated, partial, and unjust gifts of public
money under tin pretext of indemnify¬
ing those who sulfered in their means of
support as an incident of military ser-

WASHINGTON, July 6,.The Presi¬
dent has been engaged tbe past two

days in personally examining 141 spe¬
cial pension acts delivered to him June
-4th, which, by reason of tho time re¬

quired by the Pension Hureau to examine
tbe records concerning them, were only
ready on Saturday for his considera¬
tion. He has carefully studied all the
facts presented in the reports mado by
tbe congressional committee in each
case and the special reports prepared
for his information by the Pension Hu¬
reau, which are very voluminous and
complete. Tbe result of his investiga¬
tion is twenty bills vetoed and one

hundred and twenty approved and
signed, one having been recalled.
