Neve's Fort Howard (Wis.) special
says : Reporta from the great fires in
thia region have not been at all exag¬
gerated, and it requires but a glance to
show tbat but little of tbe real misery
and destruction they have caused has
yet been brought to light. Fort How¬
ard and Green Bay are enveloped in a

dense volume of smoke, and all around
ibe outskirts of the town can be seen

tbe Hames es they burst from the dis¬
tant woods.

Since the train left Milwaukee the
ellects of the late drouth bave been
more and more apparent. The railroad
terns as though it bad been built by
an unscrupulous board of county com¬

missioners, and contracts let to as many
culvert-builders as possible. The road
north of Appleton seems to consist of
culverts built without any cause, for
there is not a sign of one of the creeks
which they are designed to cross.

Everything is sa dry as tinder, and the
fences and grass along the tracks are

either burned or now are burn¬
ing, end the bushes are all on

lire and burning fiercely. Here,
too, tbe smoke became more

dense, and hung in the atmosphere sul¬
lenly, es though waiting en opportunity
to settle down end envelop the country
in Egyptian darkness. Over the water
in Green bay it descended like a dense
fog in all but its color. The smoke is
a light-brown, and tbe wind alternately
dears it away and allows it to gather
again. Tbe sun shines through ii like
rn huge orange, and casts a sickly
t-badow. The scarcity of water makes
every one apprehensive of lire,
and the proximity of the forests
are a constant source of dread.
One of the most peculiar effects of the
tire is the action of the animals, which
seem to be apprehensive of some geest
danger. The cattle and horses huddle
together, forgetting to feed and stamp
the ground restively. Even th j birds
seem frightened and Hy around in an

aimless sort ol" way. Around (.reen

Bay tbe damage bas been heavy, but
the greatest loss has been suffered in
tbe Oconto region. Depere, too, a

village half a dozen miles south
of here, bas suffered heavily. Last
Monday night a conflagration broke
out and consumed tilly-.me build¬
ings, including g church and seve¬

ral stores. The fires, according to
the latest reports, are rapidly dying out,
and unless a gale ofwind should spring
up, will probably cause little more dam¬
age. Thc loss of life, too, is less than
was anticipated, although doubtless
greater than bas been reported. Com¬
munication with tbe timber districts is
slow, and investigation will doubtless
bring to light a great deal of Butlering.

Tbs Damage.Washouts on the Roads-
Death of a Young. Lady-A Decision

Accounts of the rain-storm of Tues¬
day snd Tuesday night last in the coin-
ties south of this city contirm thestate-
mcnU; heretofore made tbat it we9 th*
most disastrous ever known in that sec¬

tion . The greatest severity of the storm
tenn to hare been in Greensville coun¬

ty, which has been visited by a number
of unusually heavy rain-falls this sum¬

mer. Tbe Budden and unexampled rise
in all the firers in that section can only
le sccounted for on the supposition
tbat a waterspout must have burst in
tbe northwest part of tbe county.
Meberrin river rose very high,
shd Three-Creeks was higher than ever
known before. Terrell's mill-dam, on

tbe letter stream, was washed assy,
snd the county bridge below the rsil¬
rosd bridge was swept off. The At¬
lantic and Danville railroad on both
mles of this stream was submerged to
a depth nf several feet for a distance of
several hundred yards, and the track
sss dan liped by washing. This mad
also suffered by washouts in tbe vicin¬
ity of otber streams, and it will be
vi versl 'lays before the damages ctn
le fully repaired. Superintendent Gee
has now a full force st work along the
line.
Tbe fast-msil train coming north on

Wednesday morning ran into a wash¬
out just beyond Three-Creeks, causing
the derailment of one passenger-coach.
No damage was done, though the pas¬
sengers were considerably shsken up.
The through-freight trains, south and
north, bad jre\ iou.-]y parsed the place
of the washout, and it was tbe latter
a hit h was wrecked by plunging
into Otter-Dam creek, with tbe
loss of two lives, particulars of
which have appeared in the Dispatch.
1 hough the Petersburg was Washed at
various points, tbe damsge at Otter
Dsm was of tbe most serious conse¬

quence. Kngincer Wood escaped from
bis engine through tbe cab-window
sud went down, calling on his fireman,
Henderson Harrell, to save himself.
Engineer Wood's escape was a remark¬
able one. Ile fell into the surging
wateis, amidst tbo iibrit of broken
cars and lumber with which they
were loaded, and was found two
hundred yards down the swsnp
bitting upon s fist esr. His wounds
sre about the head, face, and breast,
and, while painful, are not regarded ss

dsngerous. Section-Master Tunstall
swain two hundied yards to his rescue.

(ji'KHEc, Auguat 13..Home haa
finally spoken upon the queation of the
Knights of Labor. The society ia un-
. <iuivocally condemned by tbe Holy
BBS, and the bishops of the church are

enjoined to proceed against all secret
societies under the Papal ban. Car¬
dinal Taschereau has just communicated
this decision to the public here in tbe
ibape of a letter addressed to bia bish¬
ops.

The following is a translation of Car¬
dinal Tascherau's letter to the bishops
on tbe subject of the Knights of Labor:
Your Lord-hip,.On the loth of

May last I represented to his Eminence
ibe Cardinal Prefect of the Sacred Con¬
loi cgation of tbe Propaganda the diver¬
gencies of opinion expressed by the
newspapers of Canada and the United
States on the subject of the Society of
Knights of Labor, condemned in Sep-
ttmler, 1884, As it was pre¬
tended tbat the effect of this

i ti lenee stood suspended by an appeal
¦ flirmed to hive been carried before tho
Holy See after modifications had been
made in the constitution of this Society,
I begged his Erainenco to make known
with certainty the position of the
Church in regard to it. A letter from
his Eminence Cardinal Simeoni dated
July 12th informs me that on the 27th
of June last tbe Sacred Office, after
reexamination of tbe question, main¬
tained its judgment of Issi ab-
Milutely in the same terms which
are reproduced in hil letter, as fol¬
lows : '' Considering the principles
of thc organization and rules of the
society of Knights of Labor as they
are set forth, this society must be
clasFed among those which have been
condemned according to the instruc¬
tions of this Supreme Congregation on

the loth of May, 1884. That the
bishops be enjoined to proceed as well
against this society as against others of
tbe same kind, and to employ the rem¬
edies ordered and advised in said in¬
structions."

Your lordship will recall that in my
consultation of the 5th of October,
1883, 1 made no representation of my
own upon the principles of the organi¬
zation and rules of the Society, but I
purely and simply transmitted to the
Holy See an authentic printed copy of
its constitution with the prayer to ex-

amitie it all tho more carefully, because
this Society seemed to embrace all
branches of work and workers, the
which, moreover, its name clear¬
ly indicated. Tbe pretended appeal
IS the Holy See has been long invoked
to create thc belief that, pending the
lina! decision, persons could continue
to enroll themselves or to remain in
the Society : provided always that they
vere sincerely disposed to obey the
final sentence upon the appeal. If thal
appeal had been really made, it is im¬
possible tbat the Sacied Office should
not han bien apprised of it, because this
matter belongs to that exclusive resort.
Consequently, the dtcision of ibe 27th
of June, communicated to me by his
Eminence Cardinal Simeoni, is in reply
to it. Thc original sentence has been
confirmed in its form and tenor.

Whereas, in this last decision, as in
the first, tho Holy Office recommends
ibe bishops to proceed against this So¬
ciety in tbe manner prescribed in its
instructions of the 10th of May, 1^«4,
I cannot see that there can any longer
lu any doubt ai to the rule to be fol¬
lowed by Catholics of the whole world
over whom the jurisdiction of that Sa¬
cied Congregation e.vtends.

Having discharged my duty in con¬

ic) ir g to your lordship this decision of
the Holy Sec. I beg you to accept the
Bisuranca of my devotion.
