ibo case hu excited deep and wide-

ipread interest throughout this section,
is it wu believed that the mystery
mrrounding the death of Madison would
>e cleared up on the trial. More than
trdinary interest centres around the
Ase, as the unfortunate young man wu
i Ant cousin of Lillian Madison, for
shots murder Cluverius bu been un¬

priced to be hanged. So quite a crowd
lathered to-dey at tbe court-house at
he appointed hour to hear the trial,
rbe State wu represented by Garland
\ Ferguson, Esq., the solicitor, as¬

sisted by Mr. Robert A. Gilmer; tbe
iefendant by Mr. Johnstone Jonu, of
he Asheville bar.
Tbe ground taken for the prisoner,

t fair-haired young man, twenty yearn
af age, from Macon county, was tbat
Monroe Madison wu not murdered, but
ommitted suicide ; that if he wu m-.ir-

lered, the prisoner at the bar was not
ibe guilty person, u he wu on the day
if the shooting at bis home, in the Nauti-
iitled mountains, seventy miles distant
fi om tbe scene of the trsgic occurrence.
In support of these views a number of
witnesses were examined, prominent
imorg them Mr. Haynes, chairman of
the Board of Commissioners of Hay¬
wood county, on whose land the shoot¬
ing occurred, and W. H. Duver, chief
nf the Pinion Detective Agency, who,
-ince the death of Madison, hu been
rrgsged in trying to clear up the mys-
leiy.
The proof establishes the theory of

suicide very clearly, notwithstanding
Madison's sworn dying statement that
. was murdered by a robber. He shot
himself in a secluded spot in the woods
wo miles west of Pigeon-River station,
.ne bundled yards from the railroad,
ind five hundred ysrds from tbe resi-
lenee of J. M. Patton. At the fatal
¦pot were found immediately after the
booting a pistol with two chambers
implied, a pocket-book open and empty,
i number of papers, a watch
ind chain, a trunk-key, and
i silk handkerchief hanging on a bush.
All these articles were scattered within
l radius of seven feet. Madison's track
from the railroad to the fatal spot wu
pilin, snd his track lesding from there
to Patton's house, where be first made
bis sppearance after the shooting. No
lither track could be found leaving the
railroad, nor along the path that he
pursued, nor at the spot where
the shooting occurred, though Madi¬
son's tracks were readily dis¬
cernible. Yet, Madison declared that
his murderer met him on the railroad,
demanded his money, and walked ol!
with him by his side to the

spot in the woods where the
shooting was done. Not a single article
belonging to him was taken away by
tbe imaginary robber. Madison said
tbe robber took his money. It wu

proven that he had no money that day.
Ile (aid he owned no pistol, that the pis¬
tol found on tbe ground was the robber's
pistol. It wu proved that a week before
tbat day Madison bought a pUttl in
Asheville exactly like the one found,
and loaded it with cartridges of the
kind found in this pistol. Also, that a

day or two before the tragedy Madison
was discovered in the woods shooting a

pistol. It was shown tbat the poor
young min spoke of suicide two days
before the shooting; that though he
was worth $8,000 he had no money
with him ; that he had a mania for
buying land, or making contracts
for thc purchase of land which
he never fulfilled; that he made
a number of such pul chases and never

paid a dollar on them ; that he had no

trunk, nor so much as a change of
clothing with him; that he was often
sad and melancholy and peculiar in his
actions. All the testimony tended to
show that the young man, while in a

melancholy state, took bia own life. It
is not improbable only, but impossible
ior murder to hive been committed in
the way tbat hi describes; while, on

the other hand, every fact and circum¬
stance points unmistakably to suicide.
Such are the conclusions resched

after the trial. Tbe alibi wu proven
beyond the shadow of a doubt by a
number of respectable witnesses from
Macon county, aad tba prisoner wu

rslased.

General William H. Jackson, of Ten¬
nessee, recently visited his old-time
comrade and friend, General W. W.
Averill, of cavalry fame, and the two
were recounting reminiscences of ad¬
ventures on the frontier. Thirty years
ago they were young lieutenants in a

regiment of mounted ritltmcn then
serving in Mexico.

Averill's regiment was resisting a

predatory band of Kiowas. Lieuten¬
ant Jackson was in the combat as Ave¬
rill's guest. Averill was a good shot,
but was using a small Colt's revolver,
and a Kiowa chief with whom he be¬
came engaged did not pay much atten¬
tion to it, although twice wounded by
it, onco in thc side, and again in the
thigh. In cocking the pistol for the
third time the spring of the lock broke,
and, as they were at close .juaiters,
Averill rushed upon the Indian and
tried to brain him with the weap>n.
The chief seized the lieutenant, and a

wrestlirg match ensued without any
hippodroming. They became locked
together. The Indian, with his left
arm around Averill, held the Hen
tenet's right wrist with a vise-like grip
of hi" left hand, preventing the use of
the pistol, while in turn the right hand
of the savage, with a knife in us grasp,
was held off by Averill*! left clutchtug
his wrist. Round and round they
plunged and twisted and strained in the
life-and-death struggle, the knife rapidly
approaching nearer and nearer to Ave¬
rill's throat,when Jackson,who had been
looking for his friend, found him in this
deadly embrace. When he rode up,
Averill was wondering if that ladies
would ever tire out or pauso for breath,
but he was as strong arid active as a

"youngbuffalo," which was his name.

Then ho heard Jackson's voico sing out,
"Steady, Averill, I'm going to shoot I'
But the linlia.il heard the voice also,

and took good care to keep Averill's
body between him and the proposed
shooter. Finally, Jackson rode close
up to the pair, and placed tho nm/./.le
of his pistol directly against the In¬
dian's light arm, tired, breaking the
bent arm both above and below the el¬
bow. Tbe Indian coolly dropped to a

sitting position and exclaimed in Mexi¬
can-Spanish, " Shoot, curse you ! "

A cowardly Mexican, who had Leen
hiding near by, brought a heavy revol¬
ver to Averill and begged him to kill
the Indian, but Averill replied, "No;
he is a brave man, and 1 would sooner

kill you."
