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Groundiess Fears.

The telograms from Charleston telling
of the improved condition of the public
mind in that city are inspiriting. Ttis
pot in humas nature to write without
exaggeration of such scenes as those
throvgh which Charleston has just
passed ; and, therefore, we have reason
to hope that the world bas not yet
beard the last of the enterprise, wealth,
prosperity, and happiness of that city.
Why should anybody wish to excite
groundless fears in the minds of the
timid? The New York Herald touches
this question in the following para-
graphs :

++ Qeientists have not, it must be
owned, been able as yot 80 to observe
and coordinate seismic phenomens as
to predict with the slightest approach
to certainty when earthquakes will or
will not occur ; but, so far as historic
precedents can teach us, we know that
the occurrence of destructive esrth-
quskes above the thirty-fifth degree of
north Iatitude is—at least in Northeast-
ern America—highly improbable, and
that, while in voleanic regions, such as
those of Naples and Central America,
soch disturbances are likely to be fre-
quent, in non-voleanic regions there is
po reason to think that they will con-
tinue to be, as they have been, compa-
ratively unkoewn.

“ Apy person may be strack by
Jightning and any towa may be visited
by &n earthquake ; but the same kind
of experience that teaches us not to
fret vur souls over the chances of the
former casualty may well apply, and
with even greater force, to the wis-
dom of preserving our equanimity in
presence of the chances of the latter.™

Charleston is below the 35th degree
of north Iatitude, Richmond is in

7.32.17. We had a good shaking the
other night, but it may be many s year
before we have another, In December,
1875, eleven years ago, a reporter for
the Dispatch inverviewed [rofessor
Wixstos, of Richmond College, on
tbe pomnt under consideration. He
said :

1t may unhesitatingly be said that
no such shaking of the earth has been
felt in this eection within the memory
of the oldest inhabitant."

s+ ]s 1t likely that the shock will be
yepeated * 1 reply at once that [ think
pot.”” * In the vast majority of cases,
especially of those accurring in the
temperate zone, the shocks are single
or i a small group like those of Wed-
pesday night.”’ [December 22, 1575.]

The learned professor progrosticated
correctly. There was no return of such
shocks for eleven years. Professor
Wixnetox further said :

* But what danger are we to appre-
bend if it should return and with in-
creared force Only the charce of its
being sufficient to topple down the
dwelling above you.'' ** The proba-
bility of such s convulsion here as
would destroy ordinary buildings is ex-
tremely remote. ™’

The shock of 1875 was then said to
be the severest known in Virzinia for a
bundred years. Itis difficult for us to
realize now how severe we considered
it at the time ; bul we can guess what
reports were sent out from & paragraph
of the Baltimore Gazetfe's (which we
find in our files) ridiculing the state-
ment that persous here had been thrown

out of bed..

No Capital Thére.

The Page Courier, & Republican pa-
per, cpposes the plan of payiog the
taxesininstalments. But we judge from
what he eays that its editor can hardly
bave taken the trouble to acqnaint him-
gelf with the facts.
