All th*
cocoons raised find a ready market in
Philadelphia, where a great deal of silk
goods is manufactured. Indeed tho
Association buys the cocoons, reels the
silk, and sells ic to the manufacturers.

old. At three years tbe leaves can be
token from the tree for feeding and slips
con be cut for plonting without injury
to the tree. The Association is pure¬
ly a practical charity, having
no paid employees except the co¬

coon-weigher and -sorter and -red¬
ers. Every dollar received is used
in extending silk-culture. The work¬
ing season lasts about six weck-t only,
but during that time tho worms naoJre
tbe most careful attention. Upon th-.
suggestion of Mi*s Nicholas. Mrs.
Taylor will, on her return to Philadtil-
phio, open correspondence with thc
Miller Manual School and the Kich¬
mond Male Orphan Asylum, with a

view to getting these institutions in¬
terested in silk-culture. The annual
report referred to abovo shows that the
industry is extending rapidly.
