the Kepublican party which refuted
all tbe propositions for adjustment
mada by thosa who Bought, in January,
1801, to justify confidence, insure
peace, and preserve the Union. lu the J
same month in which that conference
wu held I served on a committee raised <

by the Senate to seek soma p.s.ihle
-node of qutlling the ext (lament thst
then alister'. That committee waa
coir.poied of the three political dirt-
tiona of the Senate, end it wat cooaid-
ereel uttleta to report any measure
which did not receive tba concurrence of
et leaet a majority of each division. Tha

Republicen senators rejected every pro¬
position that promised pacification, and
the committee reported to tbe Senate
that their consultation was a failure.
Was there leas conspiracy in Republi¬
can senators combining to prevent paci¬
fication than there waa in southern
senator*! uniting in conference to advise
conventions ol their States that their
cauFeaas hopeletain Washington? The
epithets which Senator Sherman in (la¬
batt applied to myself are his mode
of retaliation for my denunciation of
hia brother. 1 have been compelled to

tal Sherman to bo a falsifier
abd lit.dttat in order to protect my
(hiiarkr and reputation from his wilfjl
and unscrupulous mendacity. If his
brother (the Senator) felt tho sting of
tbat exposure, and his epithets are any
relief, 1 am content that be shall go on

rec. rd as denouncing roe aaa "traitor"
because I have proved his brother to be
a liar.. *

Ibis "hittorical statement" might
have been enlarged and extended by
thc Btaett and made to embrace a de-
liberate mi.-representation by General
Sh)mun of the communication to him
by Calooa! J. 1>. Stevenson in regard to

Albert Sydney Johnston's command ip.

BeBTOW, N. V., September 30.. V
terrific explosion occurred at tb. Dit-
msr Powder-Works, at Ray Che-'ter,
en tbe Harlem-river branch of tho New
Voik and New Haven railroad, ab>'i*
10 o'clock this morning, resulting in tho
instantaneous death of four mm em¬

ployed in the factory. The expbsion
occurred in the packing-hou*e, a one-

btcry frame building, _0 by 30 feet, in
tbe centre of tho grounds, and aS-> it
. ki i' yards from tbe main factory,
a largo building near the water,
wltre the bulk of the giant-
powder and nitro-glycerino used in
tho new aqueduct works is manu¬

factured. The men were hard at work
?ullin), up and packing cartridges, when
suddenly an explodion occurred, shai-
teriig the building to splinters and
blowii'g four men to fragments. Tue
exploding powder, of which there was a

large eiusntity, shot up in the air to a

height ol' lifty feet, and splinters of the
buildirg were blown a mile away. The
names of the l idiots were Ernest DraJen,
John Ru8ch, Max Shafbolt,and-
Reinbait. Nothing was left of
them except fragments of their
bodies. Hands, feet, legs, arms,

piecea of skulls, backbones, and
chaired bits of He-h were scattered
in every direction from 500 to 000 feet
from the packing-house. Max Cruger,
foreman of tho works, says the explo¬
rion was caused by two men shooting
into the building. He was in the pack-
irg-honse, and on going out saw two

mia, who raid they were shooting at

squirrels. He ssys he threatened them
with arrest, and they became impudent.
Aa tha explosion occutred the men

wara seen bui-jii-g away. _*. ii.

Stansfield, auperintendent of the
Thorite Powdar Company, near
by, picked op a box fall of frag¬
ments of tba dead men. A number
of others assisted in the work, and tbe
icmaina were all put in a haap to await
the action of the coroner. On* mm
bod a fundy in Germany, snd tbe others
wrre said to be Bingle. Their clothing
was burred to shreds. The main fic-
tory of the Ditmar Works was nearly
wrecked, one end of the building being
blown to piecea, exposiog tha interhr.
A fdr the explosion the lower timbers
of the buildirg took fire and burne!
''(icily. A large tree near by
was torn up by tbe roots, and
a number of other trees were
blown away. The ground for hilf a

mile was strewn with fragments of tho
dead, splinter!, packing-paper, Ac. The
vifi'ii ce of the explosion shook house,
in Hartow, ocros-s the creek from Bap
t hester. Many windows in John El¬
liott's Hay View Hotel, at Pelhtrn
I'fidgo, over one mile away, were shat¬
tered. Thomas Den woodie's blac'<-
.ruiih's shop, at West Chester, waa

shaken violently, ar.d the window! in
many bouses in the fame village were

broken, This is thc second explosion
ihat has occurred in thece works this
jeir.
