For brides,
white gloves of undressed kid are pre-
ferred, and the same rule s usual with
the bridesmaids. Tan suelde, however,
with stockings and slippers to match,
are popular for bridesmaids.

Just at pres-
ent the general state of affairs in this
quarter appears to be more unpromis-
ing than ever, From the mouth of the
tiambia to that of the Gaboon, busi-
ness is now (as A veteran trader lately
remarked), ** as tlat as ever it can be,
and flatter.’” The French are still
doing their best to *‘tap ™ the upper
coutke of the Niger by establishing »
direct commercial route thither via the
Sencgal, with the intention of ulti-
mately drawing off' in this way all the
rich internal traflic which the Hritish
merchants of the Guinea coast have
coveted so long. In Ashantee, again,
the disastrous results of England’s in-
vasion in 1573-"4 have exactly repro-
dueed those which followed her ill-ad.
vised interference in the affairs of Zulu-
land five years later, The reigning

King has been overthrown, and as a |
matter of course all the rabble of minor |

chiefs whom his strong hand had kept
down are now quarreling and fighting
among themselves to the utter destruc-
tiun of the rising trade of the conntry.
The inhabitants of Coomassie (the
Arhantee capital) are endeavoring to
compel the inland tribes to send all
their goods down to the coast through
that town iteelf, thus securing for it a
| monopoly of the local-carrying trade.
| This attempt has naturally been met by
the wost determined opposition on the
part of the other tribes—several of
which have been dispossessed of the
Isnds bestowed upon them by tae
| English in 1574—and not a few compe-
| tent authorities are now declaring thut
| before very long the whole Anglo-
| Ashanteo war will bave to be waged
over again.
| Further to the eastward France and
| Portugal are trying to establish rival
settlemenis upon the seaboard of
Dahomey, while the former Power is
even attempting to edge itself into the
| British possessions along the Bight of
| Benin and to obtain the control of
varioug small rivers and lagoons, the
importance of which England will
| never realize till she has fooled them
away. But however unceremonious
the proceedings of the European Pow-
ers in this quarter may have been, it
must be owned that even the rude form
| of government which they are gradually
esiablishing is & vast improvement upon
the sanguinary and devastating anarchy
which has hitherto been the normal
coudition of that unhappy region, For
generations past the history of the
whole of that vast tract which lies be-
tween the Bight of Benin and the
Niger bas been one frightful and bur-
dengome repetition of wars, burnings,
massacres, and horrors of every kind,
which reads like a hideous parody of
