There sre, outside of all questions as to the
State debt, zood and sufliclent reasons
thereunto moving bim to afford s full justi-
ficatlon of a ealll for an extra session of the
Legislature, Some of these reasons are
well set forth in the following article from
the Northern Neck News, We quote:

“The question as to whether an extra
session of the Legislature should be ealled
or not is now agitating the public mind.
1t is very generally understood that the re-
visers of the Code will be ready to report
upan their important work by the 1st of
February, and 11 15 also generally voneeded
that so important a subject can only be
sroperly consldered at an extra sessfon,
k’r are of those who believe that it is quite
peesible 1o bave too much legislation tor
the prosperity of the State and the well-
being of society, and we have alwavs held
that extra sessrons should be avoided ex.
cept where  imperatively demanded by
some public necessity,  But there i< also
snotber subject which it seems to us to
demand atteotion, The Federal courts,
by & wonderful streteh of their Junsdic
tion, have placed it in the power of the

uldic creditors of the State to vex and
Bnun ber to such an extont that there is
almost a consensus of opinion that there
shoula be some additfonal lezislation which
will bave the effect of relieving the State
from further taxation, The creditors of
Virginia eavnot be so blind as not to have
discovered that the Democratie party has
made tremendous sacrifices to meet what it
deemed 1o be her jnst obligations and to
maintsin ler hooor and eredit.
