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The Surplus,

It would seem to bo s strange condi-
tion of things which enables ns to say
that » surplus of revenue is one of the
greatest evils from which our Govern-
ment is suffering or is likely soon fo
suffer. Certainly this surplus has hither-
to wronght nothing but evil for the
Sonth. The Government now pays ont
every yonr nearly s hnndrod millions of
dollars in pensions, and nearky all of it
to personsliving in the northern States,
though a large portion of the revenue
comes out of the pockets of the sonthern
people. 1f ity or a hundred millions of
dollars sball Le appropriated to the
work of constructing new  vessels
of wor, nearly all that sam. too,
will be expended in the North. If
ten millions shall be appropriated to
the improvement of rivers and harbors
the North will in like manner get more
than herTair share of it unless the south-
ern members can induce Congress toal-
low & liberal sum for the improvement
of the Missdssippi river. The millions
expended on the sy and navy are
mostly disbursed in the North, Indeed,
it wonld seem that the South is likely
to be greatly embarrassod by heavy
tames—hy being foreed to pay ontonoy
every yeor by the millions of dollars to
be expended ontside of her limits. This
is indeed a deplorable condition of
things.

Under these circumstances, it is o
subject of gratulation that the House
of Representatives seems to be disposad
to call a halt in the matter of increasing
the civil-pension list,. The report of the
proper House committee against grant-
ing pensions to the widows of General
Looas and General Bram is a good
sign, though we fear that the members

of the House of Representatives will
fail to stand by their committee. The
votes that were cast for the inter-State
commerce bill, or else not cast at all,
when the Hounse divided on thatbill, by
members who were really not friendly
to it, showed clearly that those mem-
bers st least voted asthey supposed their
constituents  desired them to vote,
and not as they would, if thus unmn-
fluenced, have voted.  So it will be, we
rather expeet, in the cases of the Sen-
ate bills granting pensions to Mrs, Lo-
cax and Mrs. Bram. I, however,

these bills shnll be defeated it will bea [

victory for good government.  Oue ob-
jection to the civil-service reformmove:
ment is the apprehension that it moy
result in & large civil-pension list, ns
to the average American it seems to be
exceedingly unjust that the snecessful
applicants for office should be sup-
ported after they beeome old by the
unsucecssinl applicauts,

The Bram bill is one moasure which
proposcs to disburse in the South more
of the money appropriated to schools
than is colleeted in the South. This
may not be un all-suflicient reason why
every southern man should vote for it
but it is n good reason. The surplus
in the Treasury is to be reduced in
pome way; and, according to Mr. Av-
1asox, of Towa, it will be redueed, not
by sbolishing taxes, but by making
larger appropriastions.  The Bram bill,
if it ‘becomes a law, will tend, in a
small degree, it is true, but still it will
tend, to aid in equalizing the govern-
mental burthens imposed upon the two
gections. And yet that bill is violently
opposed by a number of southern con-
gressmen.  Men who conld seo nothing
unconstitutional in the inter-State com.

It is possible—nay probable—ifiat
this country will be saffering fifty years
henee from thie results of laws owing
their origin to the surplus which has |
overflowed the Treasury for the last ten
Years or. more. It is alarming to men
of all sections to reflect that our army,
inclading the pension list, should cost
as much aonnally os the immeoense peace
establishments, so called, of the largest
European conntry. It is donbly alarin-
ing to that section which is to be im-
poverished as a consequence of laws
which, but for a sarplus in the Trea-
sury, would nover have hud an exist-

The Inter-Niate Commerce Bill and
the Centralization of Power.
To the Editor of the Dispatel

The writer was never the advorate of
extreme States-rights doetrines,  De-
seended from an unbroken line of Whig
ancestry, he was early taught that the
power of the Generul Government was
supreme in its sphere, but at the same
time it was a government of delegated
powers only, and all powers not dele-
gated remuined with the States respect-
*ively, or the people. The recont pas-
suge of the inter-State conerce ill,
if it becomes a law, explodes the last
vestige of States rights, and it secms
about to be sccepted by our prople
with & Ulind, nnreasoning  faith,
and withont any eonception of the
tromendons stride it takes in the diree-
tion of a complete eentralization of the
powers of the Government, For if
Congress can clothe a commission with
epormons and well-nigh irrespousible
judicial power to make and nnmake
lows, it can ereate railroad and eanal
companies—grant them elinrters i any
maoner and npon any terms it deeins
proper, there being no ree nined limit
to the power, and whenever such cor-
porations are charterced they will over-
ride the powers of the State govern-
ments, and it would seem to be un-
necessary hercafter to keep up the
empty form or even the names of the
different State governments.  Perhups
this may be best; but there aren large
number of old-fushioned people not
yet prepared to admit it The bill is
plainly snd manifestly uneonstitntional.
Congress shall have power **to regu-
late commmerce amonyg the States.”
These are the exact words—nothing
wore, nothing less.  Does the power
to regulate give the power to create?
Was it not the mapifest object of the
framers of the Constitution mercly to
give Congress the power to precont
the States themselves from  passing
any Inws which should throw Durden-
some restraints npon commeree!  The
cotemporancons disenssions prove elear-
Iy that this wes their sole olject, and
they meant to invest Congress with the
right to nse precenting legislation, and
nothing more, Now, this bill gives
jndicial funetions amd powers of the
highest order 1o the ecommission.
Where is the warrant for this in the
Coustitntion ?  Congress itself Dbeing
the receptucleof delegated power alone,
can it redelegate this power to a judi-
cial tribunal (for the commission is a
judicial trikonal) not recognized by
the Constitution? 1f this be lawfnl, ix
there anything to prevent Congress
from ehnartering o railroad from New
Orleans  to  Washington and  pre-
seribingitsrates ? Smarting under the
injnstice heaped upon them by the rail-
ronds, the people ure nhont to revoln-
tionize the whole theory of our govern-
ment just to thwart them; sod when it
becomes a law it will not sceomplish its
mrpose, because it is 80 writhn as to
w eapuble of an nuknown number of
different constructions, and perhaps it
wus designedly so written in the inte-
rest of the milroads. The words ** nn-
der similar circumstances and econdi-
tions " offer u wide field for difference
of opinion, and remind one of the lute
Colonel John B. Baldwin's famons anee-
dote sbout the ambitions barber who
plaeed upon hissign the attrctive words,
“What do you think I will give you
s shayeand n adrink.”
