The Attempt to Assassinaiothe Czar.

(By Anglo-American cable to the Dispatol.]

Loxnos, March 16, —Sunday morn-
ing the Czar had no suspicion of danger
whatever. He had beon congratalated
by General Gresser upon his sontinned
safety. Poth the Standard and the
Times eontirm the statement that the
Crar took s different ronte from the
one anpennced. The story that a
bomb was thrown beneath the Czar's
catriage appenrs to  have emanated
from Vienun. The thread of the
narrative is still somewhat obsenre,

St Petershurg papers even of Mon-
day give no account of the affair. The
Czar cried on hearing of the danger
which he had eseaped. He did not
learn the particulars nntil he arrived at
Gatschina Polace.  Persons arvested in
connection with the constitutional plot
indignantly deny that they are in any
way conneeted with the ontrage, and
repndinte  any idea of conspirney.
Their motto is, they say, © The people
with the Czar or ngainst the Crzar”
They have published o lithographic pe-
riodieal composed mainly of extracts
from works of notable writers on con-
stitutional law snd political economy.
The statutes of the society obliged all
its wembers to join at the signal of
their ehief indoing their ntmost to sali-
vert the existing Government and es-
tablish a constitutional Government,

Berurx, March 16.—The Post takes
a gloomy view of the plot to assassinnte
the Czar and says: ** With terror and
regret we say that Europe must pre-
pare to see Russin adopt & palicy of
despair, taking the shape either in fa-
talistic resignation or frantic adventures,
The Intter is more probable. It will
require superhnman effort on the part
of the Czar to oppose the tempest of
voices ealling for war us the remedy
for Russin's woes,”

RUSSIAN BOMDISTS.
