The press does itself injustice when

it censures any roan or any body of
men for not doing what it is ira possible
to do. Given a deliberative Inxly com¬
posed of a hundred men, and it is im¬

possible to force action on any mea¬

sure which does not command the
hearty support of a majority of the
mendie.. So long as there are radi¬
cal differences of opinion, self-respect¬
ing men are not going to take action
which cannot be taken until these dif¬
ferences have been reconciled or ex;
plained away. So long as there are

ahmad, penetrating minda pondering
the problems which are to be solved,
and there are thoughtful men deter¬
mined not to act at all unices they can

act understandingly, it is useless for
"whips" of any sort to attempt to
force action on any important aubject-
Of course most men may at any time,

without due reflection, express their
opinions on any given subject. But
this is because nobody values these
opinions. But the men upon whom the
community look as leaders, and who
have a voice.perhaps a controlling
voice.in legislation, must be thought¬
ful and guarded in th ir words and ac¬

tions. The very same mischief-makers
who now censuro the Legislature for
deliberating so long before taking ac¬

tion upon any new measure propOBSd
for the settlement of thc public debt,
and who know now exactly what sort
of measure ought to l>e adopted, would
be the first to denounce the Legisla¬
ture for having resortod to that measure

if it shotdd prove to be damaging to
the interests of the Commonwealth.
The grumblers can say what they
please ; because when they forget
what they are now saying, and
begin to find fault, noliody will recollect
that they are denouncing what before
they had recommended. The legisla¬
tor has to make allowance for all things,
and to act accordingly. He cannot say
one thing to-day and another tho mo¬

ment the scheme he supported luis
turned out to be ineffectual or worse.

He must "stand and take it" even when
the censure comes from the men who
clamorously called npon him to do that
for which they now berate him.
What we have said will bo admitted

tobe true notonly by everybody who has
served in the General Assembly, but
by everybody who has served upon the
Board of Directors of any State institu¬
tion, or on the State Central Commit¬
tee, or anywhere else where the sense

of responsibility w as strong because the
State might suffer irreparable wrong as

the result of a blunder. Hour ufter
hour have we seen consumed.not
wasted.by a few gentlemen assem¬

bled for the BSapOBS of devising merely
party measures. Why ? Because a

misstep might ruin tho party, and,
ruining the jairty, result to tho great
detriment of the Commonwealth.
For our part, we would not have the

Legislature hurry through its work.
That body ought to meet annually any
how. Thero is always a demand for
new legislation at least once a year in
such a State as Virginia. A City Coun¬
cil must meet onco a month but a SUte
Legislature need meet only once in
twenty-four months! As to the current
extra session, we trust that it may last
until May at hast, and that before it is
ended the new Code may be adopted,
and all the other measures which the
people so much need may become
laws. The members of the Le¬
gislature cannot *be expected to
have nothing but tho debt question for
breakfast, dinner, and supjier. Ton-
jours jxrdrix will not satisfy their ap¬
petites. It will be a relief to them
and will enable them to legislate more

satisfactorily npon the debt question
to allow them to drop that subject oc¬

casionally and take up some other by
way of relaxing their minds. To con¬

sider local bills will be a recreation for
them. .

General Wolsxlby'h article on Lib,
says:
" We have read this with genuiue

pleasure, and hope it will be studied by
those gentlemen of the new South who
are tliemselvea so very new that they
know little or nothing of the old South,
its men and manners, ita glories and
achievements."

A Valuable Hurl.
The Tribune says Quite unexpect¬

edly a very valuable series of letters
recently came into the bauds of Mr.
George li. Mor.se, of Rochester, N. Y.
They comprise a great portion of the

Jirivitte and official corresixindence of
fohn Tage, of Virginia, Governor of
that State iu 1802-1804, at the time he
was a member of the Council of Public
Safety during the Revolution. Mr.
Morse thinks they are a portion of the
correspondence ho left as materials for
the use of ii biographer. They com¬

prise a number of letters from Wash¬
ington, Jefferson.who was a life-long
frit nd of Governor Rage.Richard
Henry Lee, francis Lightfoot Lee, and
Other leaders in the Revolution. Many
of these aro of absorbing interest, and
relate to the internal conduct of thu
war and the relations aud jealousies of
those engaged therein. Ono of the
letters of Washington is an official re-

poit to the Conucil of the battle of
Germantown. There are also many
Manann from Washington's generals.
Of General Weeden s letters there are
nineteen, nearlv all official, setting
forth the state of the army, movements
of troops, and plans of tho generals,
as well as several reports, accompanied
by plans of battles. These letters are
being carefully looked over with a

view to publication, after which they
will be carefully catalogued and the
majority sold.
The nearest living relative of Gov¬

ernor Page is Mr. Jehu Rage, Jr., of
Hanover, father of Mr. Thomas Nel¬
son Page, the author. It is to be
hoped that steps will be taken to bring
these papers back to Virginia, where it
i.i evident they belong.

THE DIVORCE VALIDATED.

Mr. Diggs, from the Committee for
Courts of Justice, reported, without
amendment, the bill introduced try Mr.
Meredith on Wednesday to validate and
make effectual the proceedings in and
the decree of divorce pronounced in
the Corporation Court of the city of
Alexandria on January 14, 1887, in the
chancery Buit of Mary E. Holmes, by
her next friend, pg. E. C. Holmes.
The bill was subsequently taken up,

on Mr. Meredith's motion, and ordensj
to its engrossment. Mr. Meredith then
moved that the rules lie BBRpSStdod and
the bill be placed on its immadiate
passage.
Mr. Berry opposed the bill, saying

that he considered it a dangerous
precedent for the General Assembly to
legislate in these divorce cases, which
are so distinctly provided for in the
Constitution.
Mr. Meredith explained that a di¬

vorce hod lieen granted in this case bj
a court of competent jurisdiction, and
tin- General Assembly was only asked
to validate the proceedings, in which it
was thought there had possibly been
some error or mistake. Holmes had
been married since the divorce was

granted, and to relieve them all from
embarrassment he and lioth of his wives
desired the passage of the bill.
The bill was passed.

HIKE OF CONVICTS.

Mr. McCormick, chairman of the
Committee on Roads and Internal
Navigation, asked that his committee

The bill to authorize the Charleston,

Cincinnati and Chicago Railroad Com¬

The original bill provided
that the road should pass to the west
of Rristol, in Washington county, and
the substitute leaves it to the engineers
to select the most practical rout*1.
